John J Ryan, part owner of the so-called
“outlaw” track at Newport, Ky, who s In
town endeavoring td secure horses to race at
bhis meeting, says that he has already spent
$20,000 in improving the track and has $60,000
more with whioh to further the experiment.
Ryan says that o fur the attendance at New-
port has averaged 1,500 a day, and that there
is every indication that the “outlaw” meeting
will be a success.

of supporting winter racing as any other
large community and points, as an example,
to the Guttemburg and Gloucester tracks,
which lived on the patronage of New York
and Philadelphia, respectively, in the old days.

GYMNASTIC DIRECTORS MEEY. |-

DISCUSS IMPORTANT TOPICS AT
ANNUAL GATHERING.

Compesite Figure of 400 Modern College
Athletes Outclasses Adonis—No Sub-
stantal Imprevement in the Gymnas
tUo Apparatus—To-day's Programme

The society of college gymnasium direotors
began its sixth annual meeting in the board
room of the New York A. C. yesterday and
the whole field of development of the college
athlete will receive the strictest attention
until this evening, when the session ends.
Those who compose this body were there, as
follows:

Dr. Paul C. Phillips, Amherat College, president
Dr. Edward Hitchoock, 'Jr., Cornell University,
first vice president; Lir. Fred F. Parker, second
vice-president; Dr. Jamea A. Babbitt, Haverford
College, Haverford, Pa., secretary-treasurer:
Exescutive Comnittee, Dr. R. Talt McKenzie
MeGUL University, Montreal; Dr. Willam G.
Anderson, Yale,

Dr. Dudley A. Sargent of Harvard, the
other member of the Executive Committee,
was absent, being laid up with a severe cold
At his home, Cambridge, Mass. Other promi-
nent members of the association present were
Prof. George Goldie, Princeton: Dr. Reaver,

Yale; Prof. Btage., Chicago: M. Marvel, Mr
Dodge, and Prof. Cummings, Swarthmore,
and Dr. Savage, Columbia

As early as 9 o'clock the delegates had
congregated in the reception room and half
An hour later the meeting convened, with
Dr. Philips, the president, in the chair. Yes-
terday's programme consisted of four ad-
dresses . on general topick in the forenoon
and three scientific papers in the afternoon,
buti the arrangement \\nu subjected to a
slight alteration

The first business in ordnr was the “Presi-
dent's Address,” and Dr. Phillips reviewed
the work of the organizat®n from its birth,
with particular allusion to the work done
for the season of 1002. He said there was
not the least doubt that the soclety was gain-
ing strength and it was only a question of &
few more years when the colleges in very
part of the United States would be involved
in the system propounded by the society.
In eonclusion Dr. Phillips offered some val-
uable hints as to how colleges in Texas and
Mexico could be reached and induced to
benefit themselves by the work of the aseo-
clation,

The next address was the “Growth of
Apparatus,” and this was ably handled by
Prof. Goldie. He has had fifty years’ ex-
perience as a gymnast and has been the in-
ventor and originator of several standard
apparatus used at the present day. For a
great many vears Prof. Goldie was director
of athleties in the New York A (', and there
he had unlim.ted opportunity to test every
class of machine ever put on the market

Since he became director of Princeton Uni-
versity he resorted even to more extensive re-
search andallthese valuable data were brought
to the notice of his colleagues. However,
after a dissertation lasting over an hour,
Prof. Goldie's deduction was that the gym-
nasium fixtures of to-day were no better
than those of forty years ago. At the dawn
of gymnastic taste in America the apparatus
was necessarily made strong, for the men
who took to the work were stronger, being
full grown when tm% began to exercise
Nowuadays every one n-:{mn young and can
manage with a more delicate machine, which
works more umoolhl&/ owing to the addition of
pulleys, swivels and a few other things of
minor importance

he Abuse of the Preparatory School
Training” was to be handldd by Dr. Sargent,
but his place was taken by Prof. Cummings,
Swarthmore College.
