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EMPEROR SAID RE'D ABDICATR

AUSTRIA-HUNGARY PACT AC-
COMPLISHED BY A THREAT.

The Aagsieleh, If Ratified, Wil Enable the
Dusl Momarchy to Undertake to
Negotiate Commerecial Treaties and
te Consider Measures of Defende.

Special Calde Despateh to THE StN.

VIENNA, Jan. 1.—There is a report ourrent
here, which. though for the present it can-
not be authenticated, is in no wise improb-
able, that the Ausgleich, or act of union be-
tween Austria and Hungary, was ulti-
mately effected by a threat from the Em-
peror that he would abdicate.

The struggle, which has been a source of
bitterness between the Austrians and Hun-
garians for years, ended in a compromise,
but it has ended finally, so far as is dis-
cernible,

The Prime Ministers of Auetria and
Hungary conferred practically all day
vesterday, having had previously several
separate and joint audiences with the
Emperor. His Majesty, it is said, wept as
he improssed the Premiers with the abso-
lute necessity in the country’s interest of
settling the dangerous dispute, but neither
of the Prime Ministers would yield an inch.

At the evening conference the Premiers
had not budged an inch from their re-
spective positions and there seemed to be
no prospect of a settlement, when, the
story goes, Archduke Franz Ferdinand,
the heir presumptive, called at the office
of Dr. von Koerber, the Austrian Prime
Minister, and caused the latter to be brought
from the Ministerial council at which he
was presiding.

What passed at the ensuing interview
is not recorded, but this conference was
apparently the turning point. Shortly
afterward both Premiers were summoned
to the Hofburg, and in rediscussing ma -
ters with the Emperor Dr. von Koerber
gAve way on some points, and Herr Coloman
de 8zell, the Hungarian Prime Minister,
on others, and the Ausgleich was there and
then concluded, at least as far as the two
Governments are concerned.

It is noteworthy that Archduke Franz
Ferdinand has never bafore actively med-
died in politios, and his interposition on
this ocoasion is believed to have been at
the instance of the Emperor, from whom,
it is said, he carried an intimation that his
Majesty was earnestly considering abdica-
tion if the dissensions plaguing the realm
were not removed by a reasonable agree-
mant.

It was this step, it is said, that produced
the result already recorded. It now re-
mains for the Parliaments of the respective
countries to ratify the ausgleich, which, if
done, will enable the dual monarchy to
undertake the negotiation of commercial
treaties, And to conasider defence measures,
and the German tariff will again become
a fuotor in European commercial affa'rs.

MNRS. W. A. CLARK, JR., DEAD.

Mether of the 81,000,000 Grandson of
Senater Qark—Baby Delng Well.

BurTe, Mon., Jan. 1.—Mrs. W. A. Clark,
Jr., wife of the youngest son of BSenator
W. A. Clark, died at 4:80 o'clock this morn-
ing after a lingering illuess, almost hope-
less from the first, from septicemia follow-
ing the birth of her baby boy on Dec. 2.

After the first consultation of physiciana,
several of the doctors expressed grave
doubts of the recovery of the patient, but
Dr. Campbell, the family physician, did not
abandon hope until midnight last night.

Mrs. Clark remained conscious until
within two hours of the end and several
times recognized some of those about her.
Senator Clark has been summoned from
New York and left that city th.s morning.

Ma Foster Clark was only 23 years
old. She was born near Pittsburg, Pa.,
and came to Butte with her parents when
a child. She was married on Jure 10, 1801,
Mr. and Mm. Clark travelled all over the
world on their wedding trip.

The boy born to Mra. Clark will receive
$1,000,000 as a ﬂh from his grandfather,
Senator Clark, who promised several months
sgo that he would give that sum to hir
first grandson. The child {s strong and
healthy.

DIES SUDDENLY IN A HOTEL.

Fate of a Man ;;m Name the Corener
Keeps Neoret.

A young man accompanied by a young
woman drove in a cab to the Parkway Circle
Hotel at Fifth avenue and 110th street at
68 o'clock last night and registered as *James
Wilson and wife.” They were assigned to a
room on the second floor and hadn't been
there very long when the woman rushed
downstairs and told the clerk that the man
with her had been faken suddenly ill.

Dr. Leo Jacoby of 8% East 112th street was
summoned and found the man lying un-
conscious in the hallway. He died two hours
later. Dr. Jacoby said that he thought
death was due to heart failure. Coroner
Jackson was notified, and he went to the
hotel to investigate.

The woman told the Coroner that her
name was Jessie Harrigan and that she
was employed in one of the large depart-
ment stores. She said she had met the
man by appointment early in the day
and driven with him through the Park.
After dinner they went to the hotel together.

Coroner Jackson said there was no rea-
son for holding her, and she was allowed
to go.

He ordered the body removed to James
Finan's undertaking establishment at 1006
Park avenue. At that place it was said that
they did not know who the dead man was.

It was understood that the woman told
Coroner Jackson who the man was. Coro-
ner Jackson wasn't willing to reveal the
name and told the undertaker not to talk
about the case. The Coroner could not
e found last night. He hadn't reached
his home at midnight.

The Parkway Circle Hotel s owned by
John Sonntag, who also owns a well-know
resort in Harlem At the hotel it was said
that the man was not kaown to any one
there. He wore a frock coat and a high
hat and appeared to be about 33 years old,
There were no papers in his pockets that
would lead to an identification.

The police of the Last 104th street station
knew nothing of the case until after 9 o'clock,
when they were notified by Coroner Jack-
son. They did nothing about it saying
that the case was in the hands of the Coro-
ner.

Dr. Jacoby, when seen last night, said:

“I was summoned to the hotel about 6
o'clock and found the man unconscious. I
worked over him for two hours, but he
died. I think the caise of death was Leart
failure.” ,

LOVING CUP FOR HELEN GOULD.

A New Year's Gift From the Enlisted Men
at Fort Slecum.

Miss Helen M. Gould received as a New
Year s gift a handsome loving cup, which was
presented to her by 319 enlisted men in the
United States Army who are stationed at
Fort Slocum on the Sound. The soldiers
belong to the Eighty-first Coast Artillery
and companies A, B, C and Dof the Sixteenth
Infantry and have recently returned from
three years' servioe in Luzon.

The cup is of solid silver and is mounted
on an ebhony pedestal. It was accom-
panied by a neatly bound memorial con-
taining the names of the soldiers. The
memorial says that the enlisted men al
Fort Slocum preciate beyond measure
the friendship that Miss Gould has shown
to their comrades and themaelves, both
in the Spanish-American War and in the
utru?;le n the Philippines. The cup bears
the following inscription:

HOUSE WENT THROUGH THE ICE

Man Whe Started (o Move a Structure 27
Miles Falls,

Dover., Me., Jan. i —Samuel McKenney
of Willimantic started on last Sunday
morning to break all records of long dis-
tance building moving by sliding his house
from Willimantic to Milo, a distance of
twenty-seven miles.

The house was mounted on huge runners.
Twelver pairs of horses and ten men con-
stituted the working force under the
command of the owner,

The route lay for the first twelve miles
on Sebhec lLake and everything moved along
beautifully with prospects of success when
suddenly , about a mile down the lake
from the starting point, the ice gave way
and the house drcpped into the water,
floating at the k-mf' of the second story
windows. The horses and men narrowly
escaped.

The problem of getting the house back
upon (& ice w beyond the grasp of local
engineering ekill and it is probable that
Mr. McKenney will wait until summer, tow
his house back to Willimantic and make
another try for the record next winter after
the ice is safe b yond doubt.

GERMANY KIPLING.
On Aecount of “The Rowers'" FHis Name
Shall *Never Again Be Heard” There.

BERLIN, Jan. 1.—The news=papers of all
shades of political opinion print conspicu-
ously a poem by Ernest von Wildenbruck,
replying to Kipling's recent poem “The
Rowers,” in which the Germans were char-
acterized as “the Goth and the shameless
Hun," and the British were reminded of
the Anglophobia of Germany in the Boer
war,

The papers exprees astonishment that
the English can call a man a poet who
writes 50 coarsely and brutally, and eay
that the Germans must henceforth soparate
Kipling from all their notions of Shakes-
peare's land.

Herr von Wildenbruck concludes his
verses by declaring that everything Kip-
ling had written rrovl_uualy is wiped out
for the Germans by his latest poem, and
that his name sha!l never again be heard
in Germany.

OLDEST OF HIS FAMILY-READ
OF COLUMBIA TRUSTEES.

Died in the House He Had Clung Te Une
Ul It Was the Last Private Heuse
in the Fifth Avenue Hetel Bloek in
Twenty-<third Street—In His 834 Year.

William Colford Schermerhorn, the oldest
of his faraily, who had kept his residence
in “the old Schermerhorn mansion” at
West Twenty-third street while the shops
moved up to him and around him and then
beyond him, died there last night. He
was in his eighty-second year.

Mr. Schermerhorn w.s in Lis office at 41
Liberty street on Tueeday. When he came
home he complained of a pain in his chest.
On Wedneaday he kept his bed. Dr. E. P.
Fowler, who attended him, said he had
pleurisy. He was worse yesterday morn-
ing and Dr. Baner and Dr. Janeway were
called, About noon Mr. Schermerhorn
began to sink and he died at 9.30 P. M., with
his family about him.

Mr. Schermerhorn was graduated from
Columbin College in 1840 in & class that
included Robert Lenox Kennedy, Ogden
Hoffman, Jr., the Rev. Charles Banoroft,
James George Graham, Obudiah Newoomb
and Alonzo C. Monson, who became a Judge
of the SBupreme Court in California. In
1860 he was elected a trustee of Columbia
University, and in 1808 became chairman of
the board of trustees. He held that post
at his death.

In addition to his work as chairman
of the board of trustees Mr. Schermer-
horn served on a number of committees
and was surprisingly active in that work
for & man of his years. Schermerhorn
Hall, at Columbia, commemorates a gift
from him.

In September, 1845, Mr. Schermerhom
was married in St. Paul's Chapel to Mise
Annfe Laight Cottenet, a granddaughter
of Gen. Laight, for whom Laight street was
named. The young couple lived at first
in Mr. Schermerhorn's father’s house in
Warren street. From Warren street they
moved to Lafayette place and Fourth
sireet. In 1860 Mr. Schermerhorn’s new
house in Twenty-third street was complete
and thay moved in.

In those days even Twenty-third street
was pretty far uptown. est Twenty-
third street, however, had a number of
fine residences.

The owners and occupants of these
moved away as the shops advanced up-
town, but Mr. Schermerhom retairel
his home, refusing all offers to buy #t. His
brother who lived next door east did sell
and a fumniture stor« now stands there.
No. 4 became fually the only pri-
vate r sidence on tiw block between Futh
and Sizth avenues and naturally became in
its way one of the curiosities of New York.
It stands next to the Eden Musda,

Besides Mr. and Mrs. Schermerhorn,
their three daughters, Miss 8. Schermer-
horn, Mrs. Samuel W. Bridgham and Mrs.
John Innes Kane, and ‘the iwosons-in-law
liv.d in the house, Mr. Kane is a brother
oi 8. Nicho!son Kane.

Mr. Scher.aci.orm was the son of Peter
and Sarah, Jones Schermerhom and an
uncle of . Astor and of F. Augustus
Schermerhomn.  The family be this
country with Jacob Janse, who, histo
relates,was an Indian trader and had trou

orce with * koppig Piet® Stu t
for lr-lllnl.fc ns and powder to the m
w. C ermerhorn and F. Augustus
Schermerhorn have for many years man-
azed the large Schermernorn estate from
their office at 41 Liberty street. W. C. 8cher-
merhorn was admitted to the bar but never
p.actsed.

Mr. Schermerhorn was a member of
the Ne rt summer colony. He belonged
to the Metropolitan, City and Whist clubs,
the American Fine Arts and the American
Geographical societies, the Contury Asso-
ciation, the Scientific Alliance, the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural History and the
Metropolitan Museurn of Art. He was
a director of the New York Life Insurance
and Trust Company.

He was a great lo ver of music, being an un-
ostenta'ious listener at every opera season.

The funeral will ba held to-morrow at
2:30 P. M. at Grace Church, of which he had
for many vee's been senior warden and
'wh-w there are several monuments of the
amily.

The Attorney-General was informed to-
day of the charges against the Judge, and
the admissions he had made in connection
with them, and expressed the opinion that
the matter might come before the Legisla-
ture in the form of impeachment proceed-
ings.

Insurance Companies Pay 80,000 Instead
of the 810,000 Demanded.

Mempris, Tenn., Jan. 1.—The famousa
*Tick Bite” sui. filed in the Federal Court
by Caroline Webb, executrix of Joel G.
Webb, against the Standard Life and Acci-
dent Company and the Travellers’ Pro-
tective Company for $10,000 has heen settled
out of court, the plaintiff gotting $8,000.

Joel Webb died of the effects of a tick
bite noarly two years ago and had policies
with these companies for §5,000 each, His
widow attempted to collect the face value
of the policies. This was refused on the
ground that death was due to natural
causes and not to violence or external
causes, such as those described in the
terms of the policy.

The suit attracted attention all over the
United States, being known as the *Tick
Bite" case.

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EAWALIAN CABLE COMPLETRD.

Steamer Slivertown Sends the Message
While the Ends of the Cable Are Being
United on Board—All Ready teo
Send Memages Frem Honelula New.

Sax FrANCISCO, Jan, 1.—A message came
ove. the new Pacific cable this evening
from Homolulu, saying that the cable was
spliced to the shore at 8 o'clook to-day.

The message gave no explanation of the
#ix days' delay in completion of the cable
but this was probably due to stormas,

The cable message came from on board
the steamer Silvertcwn, about thirty-three
miles from Honolulu, where the cable was

buoyed. .

The Silvertown carried the cable from the
ahore end and laid it over these thirty-five
miles and then picked up the buoyed cable
at 8 o'clock.

It is expected that the splicing of the
two ends of the cable will be completed by
midnight, when the first through message
from Honolulu will come through.
