Now, Sub-Chairman Littlefieid and his
oolleagues never heard of the Attorney-

naotified before or after they ware intro-
duced, and angry becanse Mr. Jenkins
stuck the bills in his pocket and, instead
of giving them to the n"\\'n\m[i'rﬁ gen-
erally, furnished a copy to his favorite
ﬂ!ﬁﬂfdi‘ journals and let it go at that.

This sub-committee, moreover, had been
at work upon a general trust-buster, and
only vesterday it was agreed to by the full
membership, who to-day reported it. It
is'not by anv means the bill the Attorney-
General, with the assistance of Mr. Jenkins
and the bill elerk, got before the House
in such an unheard-of manner, but it is a

retty good bill of itx kind, and Mr. Little-

Id and his colleagne . declare that they
will go ahead with the work of perfecting
and reporting it just as though the bills
of the Attornev-Cieneral had never been
heard of. The only eriticism of this embryo
measure is that it is too drastic to =suit the
Administration

As for Chairman John James Jenkins,
he does not know ax a fact whether he
is afoot or on horseback. He only knows
that he has presented to the House two
bills that he admits he does not approve
of and that they have been referred to
the committee of which he is the chairman,
but that they must first be passed upon by
a sub-committee of which he 18 not the
chairman. He is, therefore, the spokes-
man of the bills, hut is not in charge of
them. Of course, if he had known when
Congress met that he would be expected
and induced to change his views on the
trust guestion, he would not have allowed
Mr. Littlefield to become chairman of the
sub-committee to take charge of the Ad-
ministration programme.

It is a very interesting situation as it
stands. Mr. Littlefield, who is the original
trust-buster, was ignored by the Adminis-
tration in favor of Mr. Jenkins, who did
not think that trusts could be busted,
and nevertheless Mr. Littlefield finds him-
salf in charge of the bilis that Mr. Jenkins,
who does ot approve of them, introduced
at the request of the Administration, and
sent to the committes by the underground
tunnel route,

The leaders of tha House all declare
that they are in favor of putting the Ad-
ministration programme through, pro-
vided that the Juaiciary Commillee agree
upon a bill. And they declare further
that they will make 1o move until that is
done. ‘The committee will have a meeting
on Monday, and in the meantime efforts
will be made to bring about an under-
standing between the Hon. John James
Jenkins and the Hon, Charles Edgar Little-
field as to who i= to be the leader, provided
each can find out what kind of a bill the
other want= and what kind a bill he himself
can support

As ’ur the influential Republican Sena-
tors, they are still inclined to think that,
in view of the President's solicitude, a
trust-busting bill might possibly be put
through, but that 1t st he the “rigit
kind" of a bill.  What kind the “right kind”
i& nobody seems to know.

TWEEN EVANS AND KENNY.
‘Each Prefers Charges Against the Other
10 the Secretary of the Navy, but the
Trouble Wil Be Adjusted Withe
out Reference to a Court-Martial,

WasainaToN, Jan. 9 —The Secretary of
the Navy has before him for action charges
involving two Rear Admirals, which, how-
ever will be adjusted, it i believed, without
reference to a court-martial. The officers
concerned are Rear Admiral Robley D.
Evans, commander-in-chief of the Asiatic
station, and Rear Admiral Albert S. Kenney,
Paymaster-General of the Navy. Admiral
Evans began the trouble by filing charges
against Admiral Kenney, who has retaliated
with counter charges against Admiral Evans
The difficulty between these two high
ranking officers is the result of an alleged
misunderstanding of an order issued by the
Navy Department in regard to changes in
the equipment and clothing of persons in
the service, Upon the receipt of the order
by Admiral Evans he made formal requisi-
tion on the Navy Department for the neces-
sary material to put into effect the changes
required. The requisition was referred to
the Bureau of Supplies and Accounts, of
which Admiral Kenney is the chief. Admiral
Kenney returned the communication to
Admiral Evans, with the statement that such
an immediate and wholesale change in
uniforms as that contemplated was con-
trary to the interests of the Government,
and Admiral Evans was informed that if his
intention was approved the Government
would have upon its hands a large amonnt
of old material which it was desirable to use
before the new material was drawn upon,
Admiral Evans then wrote to Secretary
Moody saying that Admiral Kenney had
not only exceeded his authority, but had
been disrespectful to a brother officer. He
charged also that Admiral Kenney had
attacked the Secretary of tha Navy by
questioning the wisdom of the order issued
by the Department.

Admiral Evans's allagations were referred
to the Burean of Navigation, which made
an indorsement favorable to the attitude
of Paymaster-General Kenney, to whom the
papers were sent for comment and ex-
planation. Admiral Kenney replied by
ohnrgmq that the communication from
Admiral Evans contained statements in
violation of the naval regulations, in that
they reflacted upon the Paymaster-General.
He alleged also that Admiral FEvans had
been guilty of misconduet in failing to fur-
nish the Paymaster-General with a copy
of the charges, a requirement which Ad-
miral Kenney did not averlook in his own
pr-numnunuuuinm Admiral Evans, by mail-
ing a copy of them to that officer, duly cer-
tified and otherwise put into official form
There has beon a voluminous correspon-
dence, which Secretary Moody now has on
his desk. It is said, however, that he will
fgnore the charges and counter-charges and
merely file them in the Department records
Au‘hmrul Kenney will reach the retiring age
this month, but on_Secretary Moody's
recommendation the President has decided
to retain him on active duty until the expira-
tion of the term of four vears in which he
was commissioned as Pavmaster-General
in May, 1509

S“HUSBAND' HELD AS ABDUCTOR.

Justice Wyatt Deals s Blow to East Side
Corruption.

Harry Manheimer, an East Side youth,
was arrested yesterday in the Children’s
court by order of Justice Wyatt on a charge
of abduction. The arrest surprised Man-
heimer greatly, because he volunteered
the information that he had married a
wayward fifteen-year-old girl who was
about to be sent to a reformatory by Jus-
tice Wyatt owing to reporte made by the
Gerry rociety and an officer of the chil-
dren’s court. It was parole day yvesterday
and the girl's case came up on the report
made by Supt, Jenkine, She was remarded
to the care of the Gerry sobiety and Man-
heimer was sent to the Tombs, to be ar-
raigned on Monday before Justice Wyatt.

This disposition of the case started a row
among the friends of the girl and the band
of young East Siders who were giving Man-
heimer moral support. Half a dozen court
officers started to put the whole crowd
out, and as they more than had their hande
full, policemen from other precinets went
to their aid. Outeide of the court the
ejected ones defied the police, and a few
heads were punched befors the crowd
was driven away. .

The girl was Sadie Garstadt of 184 Fast
10181 street, who was arrested on )uv [}
up n complaint of her fu'her, who said she
was disorderly, Shy was econvieted and
paroled until yesterday, but was again ar-
reated on Jan. 3 hecauss Policeman Mufm
of the Children's court squad reported that
he had seen her on a street car with a
disreputable woman.

The girl's lawyer, as a last resort, pro-
duced Manheimer, who declared that he had
married the girl on Nov. 13 before a notary.

When he had pretty well proved his
claim as to the marriage Justice Wyatt
said: .

“You'll be placed under arrest imme-
diately for abduction.”

THOU SHALT NOT HOUSTLE.

THE IMMUTABLE LAW OF THE
PLASTERERS' UNION.

Also, Never Work Alone Where It Is
Possible to Work Double, and Don't
Get Through Too Soon—Provisions of
the Constitution of Cantor's Friends.

Work under our labor grows luxurlous by re-

stralnt. ~Miton's “Paradise Los!."

The Plain and Ornamental Op ‘rative Plas-
terers' Society, to whose dictates concerning
the work of repair going on in the City Hall
Borough President (‘antor has just yielded,
has issued a pamphlet which throws a
stream of light on its methods and purposes.
It is entitled “Instructions for Foremen
Plasterers and Information for Employers.”
In reality it is nothing but an extract from
the constitution of the union, giving six
of ite articles that refer to foremen, ap-
prentices, scale of work, character of work,
rules of work and country work.

“Thou shialt not hustle® is the command-
ment that, like a red thread, runs through
the pamphlet. One section prescribes that
any foreman who “insists on rushing the
men” shall be suspended by the walking
delegate until he is tried and, if found
guilty, shall be fined $50 or not recognized
as foreman for three yeara. A second
offence calls for an increased fine and a
refusal of the union to recognize such
foreman ever afterward.

“It shall not be allowable for members
to work ringle-handed at any part of the
trade of plastering where two men can
work to advantage,” says another section.
In order that two men may be able to work
“to advantage” on any job it is prescribed
by an article headed “Scale of Work" just
how long a time shall be spent on each
kind of work.

Thus the serateh coating, or preliminary
plastering, of a ten-room tenement-house
floor mugt not be finished in less than two

dayg by one man or one day by two men
The rame precaution that the work may

not be done too quickly is taken in regard

to every other detail. The time for “brown-
ing,” or putting on the second coat of plag-

ter, in a tenement floor of the kind already

described is ket at three daye for two men,
and to the third coat of hard finish the
same time is allotted.

A member of the union waes asked yester-

day what the men were to do if they got

through with their work in less time than
the constitution demanded.

“Well," he replied, rubbing his r‘hin.l

“they take blamed good care not to get
through.”

“But if -accidents may happen

“Weh-ll, I guess they'd sit down and roll
their thumbs ”

“Why couldn't they go home?" was
asked

“Not on your life " answerad the plas-
terar.  “Then they'd violate the rule that
says the working dav #hall be eight hours
That works both ways, vou see, and pro-
tects the emplovers as well as the work-
men.”

“By makjng the men cpend their super-
fluons time in rolling their thumb 2"

“Wall, there ain't no superfluous time,”
was the decisive answer

The article devoted to apprentices con-
tains a provision that no one may learn
the trade except by being indentured to an
emplover.  The emplover mayv not have as
many aporentices ag he chooses,  (One is
the imitf he Las been in business only one
vear. Whea Le has been in husines: fer

Ltwo vears be may have two apprentices,

and three, bhut no more, when he exceeds
that time. Every apprentice must serve
four years and none may change emplovers
during that period.  And, finally, 1o instil
into the novice the proper spirit of indo-
lence, the apprentices are strictly  pro-
hibited from performing any other kind
of work than plastering for the master
to whom thev are indentured,

The pamphlet is foll of ordinances limiting
the freedom of the persons for whom the
work i® done as well as that of the em-
ployers. For instance, imported moedels or
castingg are not tobe handled |y members
of the union.  As “none but members in
good standing in tha union shall be per-
mitted to work at the trade of ')lf‘uﬂl‘l‘ih(,“
there 1« small chance [or imported mede's
or castings to find their wav into this coun-
try.  An unusual dogree of liverality -
displayed in the following section :

“In permavently established or occupied
dwellings a changed character of decora-
tion shall be permissible of completion, as
desired by architeot or owner

Ail members must Le paid onece a week,
unless they dotaard to be paid at 1he end of
each 1l'n)"~ waork The plastorer's week
ends officiallv.on Fridav rig
must pay that s=ame evering ord ey
must pay not later than Satardey They
may not pay on Fridav ore veek rrd on
Saturday another week.
