Commander of the Fighting 38th Paises
Away in s Eightieth Year,

Col. Edwin Franklin Brown, Inspectors
General of the national homee for dis-
abled volunteer soldiers, died in his apart-
ments in the Westleigh in West 123d street
Yesterday morning of angina pectoris. His
son, Judge Oren Britt Brown, and wife of
Duyton Ohio. and other relatives were at
his bedside.

Col. Brown came of good fighting stock.
He was a son of Jeremiah Brown, who was
& captain in the War of 1812, and his mother
was the daughter of » R volutionary officer,
Iu the Civil War he was among the first to
volunteer and assist in organizing com.
panies, and was commissioned Lieutenant-
Colonel of the Twenty-cighth New York
Infantry Volunteers, which entercd the
United States service in May, 1861, and was
mustered out on June 2, 1863.

In the battle of Cedar Mountain on Aug.
9. 1862 the regiment's casualties were 60
per cent. of the number taken into battle.
Its commander, Col. Donnelly, was mortally
wounded, and Lieut.-Col. Brown was
wounded his ‘ound resulting in the am-

utation of his left arm. While in the field

ospital he was captured and taken to
Libby Prison, but was exchanged in October,
cominissioned Colonel of his regiment and
commanded it until mustered out,
