NEW PLAY WITH A CREDIT TO
THE GERMAN OU'T AT BlJOU,

And the Dramatist While Aocknowledging
Its Origin Has Made It Al His Own
and It's Another Success—Scene Lald
in & Massachusetts Mill  Town.

[* was rather a relief last night to read
on the house bill of the Bijou Theatre that
*The Bird in the Cage” was “from the Ger-
man of Von Wildenbrueh,™  This not only
revealed candaor on the part of Mr. Clvde
Fitch, but it also demonstrated the pleasing
fact that he is a man, not a syndicate. 1In
dear old London, where the bad plays
grow, Andrew Lang is called they; he writes
g0 many books about so many different
subjecis every woek. At one point in his
tumultuons carcer it looked as if Mr
Fiteh was to become the Andrew Lang of
the American stage

However it is not the case, though he is
maore largely responsible for last night's
play than vou may think. He has been 100
modest by half. When the Von Wilden-
bruch comedy was plaved at the lrving Place
Theatre over ten vears ago (it was called
*Haubenlercha™ it seemed more senti-
mental, mehr achudrmerisch. Mr, Fiteh
har transformed the piece into a brisk
little play full of modern saws and a wise
Irishman.

Every one in the lobby of the Bijou, from
Standford Whita to Marshall Wilder, said
that “A Bird in the Cage” was worth the
two green eyes of the girl at the Savoy.
But that was idle jesting. The story is
only mildly entertaining, its probabilty
nearly nil. It reeka with sentiment at
times and it often moves on leaden pinjons.
In reaiity it might hear as a sub-title:
“The U derpinnings of Aunt Nora." Those
poor helpless legs, stricken by intermittent
rheumatisin, are the leading motives, the
problem of the dramatist, If it had not
been for them, sweet Rosalie O' Brien would
rever have consented to engage herself
to the wealthy mill owner, Philip L«r rg.

And what a bore he is, what a prig. He
looks like a stupid minister, indeed, as his
gay lark of a vounger brother ruggesta.
Roaalie ix poor but clean. As impersonated
by Sandol Milliken she really is a cut above
her relatives. We doubt greatly if a Maa-
sachusetts mill town ever produees such
a jfine fleur as Miss Milliken. She is very
pretty, very winning and of the type dell-
cate. She could be easier fancied as a
poetic Perdita than as an offspring of the
O'Briens. This is, however, a mere thaatri-
cal detail,

Loved by the elder Loring she firts in
an innocent fashion with the younger
brother, a blade who goes on reckless trips
to Boston picture the drab, devilish time
one can 'ﬂ\t‘ inacity where drinks cease
at 11 P M! nml)’um tor sheer spite Albert
- they call him Bertie-makes his bhrother
miserably jealous,

Aha! A bird with green eyes, a cage

littering with the emerald hues of jealousy

& depict:d. Roaalie, tor the sake of her
weak-kneed aunt, submits to an enforced
engagement, though she reglly loves the
foreman of the L e g mills, whose manly
chest and unaffected way of wq-armg turn-

down collars at once betrays his “pull”
wit h organized labor.

How Rosalie is nearly trapped—she ig to
be quite frank, a «illy little goose—by the
graces of Bertie, and how the truth dawns
upon the bullet-headed brother, need not be
dwelt upon; suffice to say that she escapes
Hw twao cages prepared for her, and marries

“Bill" and his honest dinner pn! Of course,
they all live happily ever afterward at the
lorings and eat the latest thing in break-
fast cereals.

The lay in effect is a slight, very alight
thin As paraphrased by “our own
Clyde,” it is full of his little sayings, his
Httle cheervations of life—life as seen over
an afternoon of tatting and gossip. The
humble household of the O'Briens 18 a
trifle unrezl, a trifle exotic. The very
palpable {\runn:v of Fdward Harrigan as
a sly old labor agitator, always pessimistio,
always thirsty and always keeping hiseye
on the main chance, made the second act
endurable.

Mr. Harrigan was enthusiastically re-
ceived and as the familiar intonations fell
upon the ears of the audience there was
much laughter, much applause. He is
the same lovable Edward Harrigan. Miss
Milliken was very charming. Her best
soene was with her betrothed's brother and
there her indecision, her ignoranoceof life,
and trustfulness were delightfully indicated
She looked even younger than the part
demanded. Arnold Daly as Bertie was
clever and sympathetie, too sympathetic
for such a riscal. He left his stage brother
in the rear, so far as the sufirages of the
audience were concerned, though praise
must be awarded Guy Bates Post for his
assumption of a deadly dull character

Groce Henderson, Jennie Satterly--in an
invalid's chair—and Charles Mackay made
up the rest of the excellent cast—a cast,
let it be added, without which “The Bird
in the Cage” would pipe rather drearily
The artificial canary in Aot surely
earned his seed.

GOUNOD'S
GIVEN

ONCE AGAIN.

Mme. Emma Eames Reippears in One of
Her Most  Admired

Gounod's *“Romeo et Juilette™ has
usually been heard early in the course of
the season at the Metropolitan, but this
winter it waited its turn till last night, the
eighth Monday of the werios. There are
good reasons for the lateness and the prol;-
eble infrequency in the future of per-
formances of Gounod's popular
New York audiences some time ago formed
an ideal of Romeo which canuct be realized
or indeed approached by any mgmber of
the present company. Again the organi-
zation ar it now stands does not contain o
thoroughly satisfactory representative of
the voletile and lovable Mereulio. Again
the hatitués of the Metropolitan associate
with the head of the house of Capule! the
distinguished figure of the elegant Plan-
¢omn. °

In these circumstances much of the bur-
den of interest must of necessity fall on
the fair shoulders of the impersonator of
Juliette. Happily the company contains
ore who has for rgome years heen accepted
a8 an ideal embodiment of the graces and
musical charm of the Gallicized Shake-
spearean heroine. 't was in 1880 that Mme
Emma Fames made her début on the oper-
atie stage at the Graond Opéra of Paris,
where she succeeded Adelina Patti as
Juliette. Her beauty, her distinetion, her
lovely voice and her polished vocal style
st the French capital aflame with excite-
ment,

In America she repeated her Parisian
success, Others have sung the role since
she was first heard here and have pleased
the publie; but it is not #uch a fickle public
as it is said to be after all. Mme, Eames
has never lost the hold on its affections
which she gained with her first appearance
here as Julie'te. Her performance last
night was as beautiful as its predecessors,
but it was not absolutely flawless in vocal-
ismm. Mme. Eames has been suffering from
a slight touch of hoarseress, and in the

first act last night her voice was not quite

emooth. The roughness marred her de-
livery of the waltz song, and caused her
to sing it with palpable effort. But after
the opening phrases of the balcony scene
the voice cleared up and she rang her share
of the duet with her wonted beauty of tone
and style. In such music as this Mme.
kames is a ceaseless delight to the lover of
baeutiful singing. She is thus far in her
career far more successful in such operas
than in works of the * lmoa variety,

Mr. Alvarez probably pleases Paris with
his Romeo, but it does not satiefy the de-
sires of the cognoscenti in thig” barbaric
city. His Romeo isx much too stalwart
and too greatly addieted to guttural tones,
Again, it is always in this part that he falls
from grace by ging in his intonation
Yet it must be said for him that he sang
the love duet in the exquisite baleony scene
much better last night than he generally
does.  Of course he was happy in the vigor-
ous declamation of the duel and the pas-
sionate action of the last soene

Mr. Declery is a lamentable Mercutio, and
