LITTLE EVIDENCE TO CONNECT
JIM WITH FOSTER'S DEATH.

Aitness Says Disbrow Told Him That He
Fought With Foster and Envied Him
apimple’ Lawrence's Love—Defence
ntimates & Surprise for To-day.

pivertean, Lo 1, Jan. 14.—District At-
tarney Livingston Smith, who is prosecu-
ting lonis A, Disbrow in the Supreme
Court here for the murder of Clarence
Foster, prung a surprise this evening
when, after securing the admission as
evidence of a deposition made at the pre-
Jiminary hearing, he announced that the
prosecition had completed ita care, Mr,
Miles, for the defence, moved that Disbrow
e adjudged not guilty on the ground that
the prosecution had not proved the crime;
that the corpus delicti had not been estab-
lished and that the evidence produced had
wen insufficient. Justice Maddox denied
the motion and the defercs will be begun
{o-MOrrow morning. 4

The most conclusive evidence of the prose-
@ifinn was the testimony of Miss Anna K.
Pearsall It became known earlier in the
dayv that Anna K. Pearsall was out of the
jurisdiction of the court and would not
appwar as a witness. A lively argument
against the introduction of her deposition
given at the preliminary hearing was made
by Lawyer Miles, but he was overruled.

Lat« in the afternoon William H. Rafford
an Under Sheriff of Suffolk county, testified
that he served & subpana on Miss Pearsall
on Dec. 28 at Atlantic City, N, J. Then
Judge Fdward H. Foster, the Justice of the
Peace at Southampton, before whom the
preliminary hearing was held, said that Miss
Prarsall testified before him and had signed
her name to the deposition which he held.

A recess was taken until 7 o'clock, when
Mr Smith offered the depoeition as evidence,
lawver Milea objected,on the ground that
the prosecution did not use due diligence in
scoking to serve the subpoena in this State,

“I claim,” he said, “that my learned op-
ponent, the District Attorney, did not use
due diligence in the matter, Miss Pearsall
wax not a resident of this State, The Dis-
trict Attorney kmnew and should have sub-
1@ aod her while she was within the juris-
diction of the court, That would have
teen due diligence, and I do not wish to ap-
pear to criticise him unduly, but—--"

“I don't care for your criticiam, but you'd
petter not——" shouted District Attorney
Smith, rising.

“Stop right there!" roared the Justice.
“Mr. Smith, you have gone too far, There
was no necessity for you to speak as yvou
did. We have proceeded thus far in a
decorous manner and I intend to enforce
nm-i; _ounducl by every one during the
trial.

J ustice Maddox ruled that the preliminary
hearing was a stage of the proceedings
against Disbrow and that when Miss Pear-
sall testified both Disbrow and his counsel
were in court and had opportunity for
ecross-examination. He therefore allowed
the deposition as evidence. Miss Pear-
rall's testimony was summarized by the
District Attorney in his opening yesterday.

Up to the time that the evidence of Miss
Pearsall became an issue in the case it
seemed as though the prosecution had
made little headway. r. Smith's wit-
nesses adduced small evidence that con-
nected Disbrow with the case. They testi-
fled that on the day after Foster and “Dim-
ples” Lawrence met their death Disbrow
told them that Foster was in the Squire-
town woods, he supposed.

Others said that Disbrow, after he had
left Good Ground, stayed at placea where
Distriet Attorney Smith said he did in his
outline of his case yesterday. The letter
which Disbrow wrote for Mrs. Lawrence
telling of his devotion to her daughter
was also introduced, as was some slight
evidence that Disbrow was nervous after
he left Geod Ground.

John 8. Lawrence, father of *“Dimple,”
was one of the firet witneases to-day. His
appearance on the stand was unexpected.
.\lr‘ Lawrence said that his family lived at
Freeport before they went to (iood Ground
last summer, and that at the former place
Disbrow called on his daughter about
eight times, He said that he went to Good
Ground last June,

On cross-examination  Lawver Miles
wrung from Walton the admission that he
had been in jail for theft, He also tried
to get Walton to say that he was drunk
during his trip with Disbrow, but could
draw from him only an admission that he

Mr. Miles appeared to take much interest
in testimony referring to whether or not
Walton was sober, and asked that question
of several other witnesses, He also asked
Walton if it were true that he was so drunk
a' one time when he was with Disbrow
that he <lept in a chair in a drunken stupor.

Walt m denied it, but the manner, in
which Mr. Miles asked the question strength-
ened the theory that an attempt to prove
that Disbrow was drunk either immedi-
a'-"lv before or after the tragedy will be
Made
_ On this point, as well as all others touch-
ing his deferce, Lawyer Miles declines to
80 anvthing definite. He did say, how-
ever, that he has thirty witnesses and that
he may ~pring some surprises. This may
mean that Inghrow will be called in his
own defence

The ulternoon session was almost entirely
taken up with the testimony of physicians,
Do John H. Benjamin of Riverhead said
that he performed an autopsy on Foster's
body nine days after death. He examined
the heart, lungs and stomach, he said, and
found onlyv a -vfi‘ghl congestion, with a small
amount of water in the lungs. Dr. Ben-
famin ~aid that except for the water in the
g 11 condition of the body led to the
beliof that Foster was not drowned.

from the ears could not have been caused
by simple eoneussion,

Dr. Otto Schultz of New York, a former
Coroner’s physician, who qualified as an
€xperty suid that b was unable to decide

Dr. Henry P. Loomis, of the Cornell
Medical College of New York, =aid
thought that death was not caused by
drowning Dr. Ferdinand M. Jefferies of
New York, agreed with him. These physi-
cla s testifiad an experts,

T'hey were ssked their opinion of the cause
of the bleeding at the ears, to which several
witnesses tostifie ] vesterday. They agreed
that a fracture at the hase of the skull would
caure such a flow, but physicians who
examined the body raid that there was no
such fracture.

Mr. Miles and Mr, Smith alko questioned
the physicians as to the actions of a drunken
man when thrown suddenly into cold water
and were told that it would revive a man
who was not very much intoxicated, but
that if he were in a state of alcoholic coma
he would sink.

sToward the end of the afternoon session
William J. Kinsley of New York, a hand-
writing expert, said that in his opinion a
telogram alleged to have been filed by Dis-
brow to be sent to Mrs, Foster and a letter
sald to have been written by him to her
were written by the same hand.

To-day, however,
e whispered to his counsel when there was
a moment 's rest in the proceedings, smiled
several times at teetimony, and grinned
during the reading of the letter which he is
said to have written to Mr=. Lawrence.

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EXPECTS NO EASY TASK HERE.

Baren Speck von Sternberg Discusecs His
Mission to Washington.
Special Cable Despaich to Tur SUN.

BeERLIN, Jan. 14.—The Leipsiger Tageblalt
publishes an interview with Baron Speck
von Sternberg, who has been appointed
to represont Germany at Washington in
place of Dr. von Holleben. He spoke
respectfully of the American press, but
said that the chief desideratum was that
the newspapers should be correctly in-
formed. The reports that he and Dr.
von Holleben had long been rivals, and
that the latter's friends won the dikpute
by having him (Baron Speck von Stern-
berg) appointed German Consul at Cal-
cutta, were inventions. Dr. vou Holleben
had nothing whatever todowith the affair.

The Baron compared President Roose-
velt:s working power with that of Emperor
William. The Monroe Doctrine, he raid,
is unwritten law for the Americans, and
President Rooerevelt regards it as a guar-
antee of peace. The Venezuelan matter
was doubtless regarded as a test caee,
In conclusion, Baron Speck von Stern-
berg paid a high compliment to the straight-
forwardnees of American statssmen.

The Baron said that the Venezuelan
business will not present any difficulties
for Germany or himself if personages con-
cerned are men of President Roosevelt's
type. He added:

*I like the idea of going to Washington,
although the task of the German repre-
sentative there is not a bed of roses, con-
sidering the popular dislike of Anglo-
German ccoperation.”

GLENN IN HIS OWN DEFENCE.

Says Gen. (haffee Didn't Want Reports
on the Situation In Samar.
Special Cable Despalch to TRR SUN,

MaNILA, Jan. 14, - The court-martial
trial of Major Glenn of the Fifth Infantry
on charges of cruelty to natives was re-
sumed to-day. Major Glenn took the
stand in his own defence and frankly recited
his experiences in and opinions of the
Samar campaign. He repeated his pre-
vious statement that Gen. Chaffee said to
him: “I want you to go to Samar to help
Gien. Jacob Smith. 1 do not know the
conditions in Samar. Smith makes no
report to me. 1 do not want him to make
any.”

Counsel for the defence then read Gen.

RUSSIA'S SCHEME IN CHINA.

Much Opposition to Allowing Her to Col.

PAID TO INJURE WORKERS.

Strike Picket Said He Was to Get 838 for
Maiming Non-Unlon Men.

CHICcAGO, Jan. 14.-How union pickets
received a bounty of $28 for every non-
union man who was so badly beaten he
could not work was told in court here to-day
by Albert Fridley, a witness for the State
in the case of the members of the Brass
Moulders' Union now on trial for conspir-
acy.

The witnesa declared also that he volun-
teered to shoot through the windows at
non-union men at work in the Western
Electric and Strombei g Carlson plants,
where the brass mcuiders were on strike.
He swore, too, that he offered to dynamite
the Western Flectric plant. One man, how-
ever, he said, pevented hix offer being
accepted. Fridley testified that he was
employed as a picket during the strike at
the two plants.

“After 1 joined the union under the pres-
sure of J. E. Johnson, the business agent,”
said Fridley, *I was put out as a picket, with
the promise of strike pay, which is $4 for the
first week, $68 for the second and 80 for the
third. I kept track of all of the non-union
men and pointed them out to Johneon and
other members of the executive committee.
T hese men were attacked openly and 1 had
a hand in it. We carried revolvers and
billies and used them whenever we had a
chance,

“Where a man war o geverely injured as
to force his alwence from work, we were
supposed to receive $25, but we didn't always
get it. I helped to assault three men, and
Johnson paid us $25, claiming that the men
were not severely enough punished

“1 offered to put dynamite in the Western
Flectric shops and volunteered to shoot
through the windows at the non-union men,
bt Andrew Anderson, one of the executive
committee, backed out on the proposition.”
