Miss van den Hende played for the first

“DER RING DES NIBELUNGEN"

THE PROLOGUE OF WAGNER'S
DRAMA IN FOUR OPERAS.

“Das Rheingold’ at the Metropolitan
Opera House—Wednesday Night Subs
scribers and Boxholders Have a
Chance to See How They Like It

“With every year the roses bloom and
with every year men love,”"says Quida. She
might have added that with every year
Wagner's music drama, which takes four
nights to perform, becomes ripe. “Der
Ring des Nibelungen” time is always after
the holidays. It comes in with hockey,
basketball and whiteegoods sales, though
it is usually the last of the lot. With its
dwarfs who change into enakes and toads,
its giants who build palaces for gods, its
magic ring which gives its owner unlimited
but useless power, its Valkyrs who fly
through the clouds on marvellous steeds
of the air, its bird that sings first with the
voice of a clarinet and afterward with that
of a colorature soprano, its dragon that
sings German words in a bass voice, its
aword that cleaves an amvil, it Tarnhelm
which enables people to exchange per-
sonalities, and its enchanted drinks which
cause men to forget that they remember
and remember that they forget—it ought
really to be put on in the Christmas holi-
days, for it is the biggest and the most
eloquently ethical of all fairy tales.

But in the holidays people do not desire
to take their fairy tales quite so sericusly.
So “Der Ring des Nibeluugen” is reserved
for the second half of the season. It was
nearly a month later than the present
period of the year when the cycle was
brought forward last year. It was then,
as usually has been the case, presented
in extra performances outside of the sub-
scription. Some complaints were heard;
but if the truth were known, Mr. Grau
was really doiug his patrous a kindness,
The fashionable element among the reguiar
opera goers naturaily does not care much
about this extremely serious and formid-
ably protracted drama. I urthermore, the
custom of keeping the auditorium i dark-
ness during tiae porformances i distaste-
ful to those who find pleasure in the bril-
liaucy of the parterre aud in visitiig from
box to box. As most of these pay very
nigh indeed for their operatic whistle, they
have rights which even profossors of coun-
terpoint are bound to respect.,

Mr. Grau, however, declded that this
season he would give the fashionables an
opportunity to see how they liked it. To
do them justice, they bore the ordeal well,
Of course, the Wagnerite old guard turned
out in full foree, that devoted old guard
whose war cry is, “The king can do no
wrong,” and whose want of alility to per-
ceive the weak spots in this stupendous
art work makes it impossible for them
rightly to measure its real greatriess, But
never mind; taiey make these performances
possible, and so put the ()L\w:-minded lover
of lyric art under a large burden of obliga-
tion.

The performers who rhouldered the
burden of last night's presentation were
that thorouguly tried-out Bavreuihian Mme,
Reuss-Boloe as Fricka, the discontented
queen of the Norse Olympus: Miss Marylli
At Freia, the Venus of the Scalds, with ner
golden health apples and her heavy rao-
som; Mme. Schumann-Heink as Frda, the
giver of all good advice; the same lady
together with Mme. Scheff and Miss Bride-
well a8 the mermaids who got into trouble
through fliriing with a dwarf; Mr. Anthes
as loqge, the tempter of the frail immortals;
Mr. Van Rooy as Wotan, the unsuccesstul
god, who did not know enough to keep
sin out of his own paradise; Mr. Bispham
as Alberich, the Nibelung, who mads the
ring and cursed it when ‘v was stolen from
him; Mr. Elmblad as Fafner, the giaut,
who slew his brother for gold ard then be-
camne a miserable “Wurm;" Mr. Blass as
Faaolt, that most amiable giant who was
honestly in love with Freia aud who might
have sattled down to a peacelul domestic
life with her if she had known a good man
when she saw one; Mr. Reiss as Mime, the
blond dwarf, who had nothing but hard-
luck stories to tell until Sicg/ried smote
off his buzzing head; Mr. Bars as Froh,
who had no particular value, aad Mr. Mukl-
mann as Dunner, the rainmaker of Wal-
halla.

The performance lad the merits and
defects which seem inseparable from this
ill-starred work, but, on the whole, it was
much better in rl‘s;';-\ t of stage management
than last year's. The Rhine daughters still
swing in the water like pendulums til one
is tempted to ask what time it is by Fritzi
Scheff; the vampires through which Alberich
disappears continue to slam like summer
screen doors; lights persist in shining in the
wrong places and flickering when they
shou)ﬁ be steady, and minor mishaps yet
happen. But,on the whole, the light scheme
last night was admirable, and the scenery
was displayed to excellent advantage.

Mr. Hertz did his share of the evening's
work—a very large one—well. He kept the
orcheetra within bounds,yet made sufficiently
pronounced crescendi. His treatment of
the entrance of the giants was particularl
happy. He permitted no harsh forcing o
tone among the instruments and his tempi
offered no reason for objection. The tenor
tubas were generally intune. A white mark
should be put after this statement .

Ammu‘ the principals only Messrs, Anthes
and Elmblad call for special comment. It
is no child's undertaking to impersonate
Loge on the stage where the réle has been
enacted by Heinrich Vogl and Ernest Van
Dyck. Mr. Anthes was so much in earnest
that he neglectad most of the light touches
which go to make the subtlety of this

lendid character manifest. ‘Lhere was
little flexibility in this Loge and less repose.
It was a nervous, anxious, strenuous
and generally insignificant imnpersonation.
There was little good -inring]in it, and the
beautiful narrative went for almost nothing
No wonder that the “Weihes wonne und
Werth" made less impression on the public
than it did on the gods.

Mr. Elmblad brought back vivid recollec-
tions of the brave days of old when he was
the stentorfan Fafrer of the first days of
“Das Rheingold.” His voice, though it is
a little heavier and more cumbersome
than it was, is still admirably suited to this
music, and he declaimed his fext admirably
Mr. Blass was a satisfactory Fasoll. So far
as the work of the other principals was
concerned, it was erally smooth. Mme.
Reuss-Beloe is probably an acquired taste,
New York ig only in its second season of
anjormmt of her labors.

The prevailing interest in athletic tralning
i& shown by the earnings of one *professor,”
which every month amount. to $6.000.
