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THE TRUST-BUSTER IS BUSTED

ATTORNEY-GENERAL KNOX BUSTS
IT INTO SMITHEREENS.

He Thinks It Is Too Much of & Buster and
Would Bust Tee Many Things It Is Net
Wise te Have RBusted—The Publicity
Feature Is Too Drastic and Must Be
Changed So That the Buster Will Have
Some Show to Bust Through the Senate

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—Attorney-General
Knox, the head trust-buster of the Ad-
ministration, to-day busted into smithereens
the trust-buster of Sub-Chairman Little-
fleld and his assistant busters, Powers of
Massachusetts and Overstreet of Indiana.
Mr. Knox was present yesterday at the
White House luncheon when the sub-com-
mittee's trust-buster was laid before Presi-
dent Roosevelt and carried back to the
Capitol, presumably with the President's
approval, but all plans of yesterday were
busted over night and the trust-buster of
yesterday, which was so proudly pressed
to the bosom of its authors, is to-night
but a busted bubble, and Buster Little-
field and the other busters of the Judiciary
Committee are almost busting with despair,

The sun was shining brightly this after-
noon when the three now famous trust-
busters, Littlefleld, Powers and Overstreet
busted through the front door of the beauti-
ful residence of Attorney-General Knox
on K street, and hope was high in their
breasts, for each buster carried in his pocket
a copy of the trust-buster that yesterday
was stamped with the White House seal.
Two hours later the sun was still shining,
but all the joy of it had been busted out
of the hearts of three trust-busters, and
«adly they went back to the Capitol, where,
after a hasty conference, they issued the
folllowing official notice:

Trust-busting bulletin No. 1,

We have had a conference with the At-
torney-General, and we have been informally
considering among other things his sugges-
tlons, as well as discussing the general form
of the legislation. No definite action has
been taken by the sub-committee, and we
shall not be prepared to report to the full
committee before the early part of next
week.

No name was signed to this bulletin, which
busts completely all the promises made by
the sub-committee with regard to their
plans and purposes, but it was written and
approved by Busters Littlefleld, Powers
and Overstreet. These are the very same
busters who announced yesterday, after
busting the White House luncheon and hav-
ing their little trust-buster put into print,
that they would to-day submit it to all the
Republican busters on the Judiciary Com-
mittee and to-morrow report it to the full
committee, of which Coal=Buster Jenkfns
is chairman, and immediately thereafter
report it to the House as a trust-buster
approved by the trust-busters of the White
House, the Cabinet and the House of Repre-
sentatives and warranted to bust any trust
that would dare to stand up against it,

Nome of the trustebusters of the Judiciary
Committee will tell just what happened to
the trust-buster of Littlefield during the
brief time that it reposed in the home of
Attorney-General Knox, and in fact only
three of the bhusters—Littlefleld, Powers
and Overstreet—could tell if they wanted
to, because the other trust-busters are only
busters by name and don't know yet what
the terms of the emasculated trust-buster
are. Mr. Knox has gone to Pittsburg and
taken with him the secrets of what parts
of the sub-committee’'s trust-buster he
busted and why he busted them, and so far
as any official statement is concerned,
therefore, the subject of the busted buster
fa shrovd=d in mystery.

Unofficially it is understood that while
Attorney-General Knox did not feel called
upon to bust the hearts of the authors
..{ the buster yesterday, when the trust-
husters of Congress met the trust-busters
of the Administration around the festive
White House board, he was more business-
like to-day, and expressed the opinion,
plainly and frankly, that the official objec-
tion to the proposed buster is that it is
altogether too much of a buster and would
bust too many of the things that it is ntc:

thought wise to have busted. To
more specific, the publicity features of
Buster Littlefield's trust-biisteris too dras-

tie, and must be rewritten and put into such
shape that after the House shall have rmed
it, the buster will have some show of buat-
inf through the Senate. .

t was a cruel blow to Buster Littlefield,
because publicity is the one thing that he
has been stuck on, so to speak, ever gince he
took upon his shoulders last summer the
burden of busting the trusts instead of
1aking his usual summer vacation. Pub-
licity to the extent of giving the Executive
authority to call upon the trusts for infor-
mation as to the conduct of their businees
from time to time is one thing, and publicity
as to the right of the Government to demand
this information and force the officers
of the trusts to produce their books and
papers, is quite another thing, and if any
trust-buster is to pass Congress at the
present session it must call for publicity
of the first-mentioned kind, and that is not
the kind that is provided for in Buster
Littlefield’s busted buster.

There are so many able and enthusiastic
trust-busters in the House, of which Bus-
ters Jenkins and Littlefleld are shining
examples, that it will be comparatively
easy to put through successfully a trust-
busting programme there, but trust-bust-
ers are not so numerous in the Senate,
and if any trust-buster is to that body
it must be one that leaves something to be
busted by the generations yet to come,
and that will not attempt to bust wide open
at one fell blow everything in the universe
capable of being busted.

,;‘1.) lick Buster Littlefield’s trust-buster

IT'S WAR AGAINST THE FRIARS.

Cause of the Church Trouble In the
Philippines. s

WasninatoN, Jan. 15.—The Chureh
trouble in the Philippines continues to give
the President and officers of the War De-
partment much concern. The situation
with respect to the friars remains un-
changed, notwithstanding the presence in
Manila of Mgr. Guidi, the Apostolic Dele-
gate sent to the Philippines to negotiate
with Gov. Taft for the sale of Church
property and the adjustment of land t'tles,
The failure of the Vatican to withdraw
the friars, as promised when Gov. Taft
was in Rome, is looked upon by the officials
hereas the cause of the present religious dis-
turbances in the islands, and one authority
on Philippines affairs declared to-day at
the War Department that conditions will
reach a critical stage unless the friars are
withdrawn.

“The people generally hate and detest
them,” he said. “They are determined
not to have them in the islands, and Gov.
Taft has promised to do all in his power
to secure their removal. It is this ques-
tion that is keeping him in the Philip-
pines, and it is well known by his
friends that he will stay there ten years,
if it takes that long, to secure a satis-
factory adjustment of the Church land
question. Apart from the agrarian trouble
there is no more important question to be
determined than that relating to the status
of the Catholic Church in the Philippines.
It is not tl@e Church that is disliked, it-is the
friar organization, and even the Catholic
clergy outside of the monastic orders are
opposed to the friars. What the ple
want i8 a Catholic Church independent of
the friars. They built the churches by their
own labor and the present trouble grows
out of their claims to ownershup. It re-
quires very careful handiing of the situation
not to inflame the peo(plo and at the same
time do justice to the Church. Gov. Taft's
instructions to Governors of provinces
not to interfere in favor of either side is
very timelyand is in line with the Adminis-
tration policy of not becoming involved
in the controversy.”

he War Department received to-day by
mail from Manila an account of the prog-
ress of the Aglipay movement for an in-
dependent Filipino church, which de-
scribes an outbreak in Malabon, caused
by two priests who tried to prevent Agli-

y from celebrating mass. The Arch-

ishop of Manila, hearing that Aglipay
was in possession of the church, sent two
priests to Malabon to get the keys. Mean-
while Aglipay's followers went before the
municipal o rs and made out papers
of ownership as trustees. The priests
arrived as Aglipay was being clothed with
the holy robes, and, rushing toward the
altar, they threatened every one with
excommunication. Aglipay replied in a
tirade against the frrnm and the people
applauded. T{hen utwo polk;l(l’\en. dwuh
a sergeant of police, appea and or-
dered the two priests to L quiet or leave
the building. {erefuned to do either
and declared that their authority was from
the Pope and not any “pig of an American.”
The police then seized the priests and forci-
bly ejected them. In the fight the sergeant
of police was badly done up, his clothes
being torn and his shoulder straps trampled
in the dirt. Aglipay meanwhile proceeded
with mass.

Reports from Manila show that similar
outbreaks are occurring in other provinces
and that Gov. Taft's action in warning
Governors of yro\'lnm not to interfere
is caused by information that they are in-
clined to favor the gm:ople an net the
Church, while it is the purpose of the offi-
cials to let the courts determine the ques-
tions involved.

HEARING ON DRAWBACK BILL.
Committee Told Why American

i

House
Goods Are Cheaper Abroad Than Here.
WasHINGTON, Jan. 15.—W. H. Seaver

secretary of the National Wire Association,
at a hearing before the Ways and Means
Committee to-day on the Lovering Draw-
back bill, gave a reason for the fact that
American-made goods are sold cheaper in
foreign countries. He declared that it was
due to the drawback feature of the Tariff
law, which certain manufacturers are en-
abled to take advantage of. Without it, he
said, his own corporation would absolutely
be unable to export any of its finished
product. The difference in the prices
quoted to foreigners and to domestic buyers
is the amount of the drawback.

He said that the United States Steel
Corporation, from which his company
purchase largely, obliged domestic pur-
chasers to pay more than foreigners.

He also raid that with free raw material
his association would be able to pay the
same rate of wages it now pavs.

The Lovering Drawback bill purposes to
refund to manufacturers the tariff paid
upon raw material which goes into articles
manufactured for the export trade. Unde-
the provisions of the present law the iden-
tification clause makes it practically im-
possible for many manufacturers to take
advantage of the law, and the object of
the manufacturers is to have this section
of the law eliminated and allow the draw-
back without identification. Representa-
tives of many large national incorporations
were present at the hearing. Among them
were Mahlon L. Kline of the National Drug-

ists’ Association, Edward Tathem of

‘athem Bros., manufacturers of lead pro-
ducts; Walter Wood of Philadelphia, iron
pipe manufacturer; John Foord, secretary
of the American Asiatic Association; C.
H. Cramp of the Cramp Shipbuilding Com-
pany. and a number of others.

Mr. Kline argued in favor of rebating the
internal revenue on alcohol which goes
into articles made for the export trade.
He contended that it would cause no serious

Mayor Low's Proposed Bill to Prevent
Interference With the Service of the
Metropolitan Street Rallway—The
$380,000 Free Coal Bill Advanced
—The ('anal Men Begin Thelr Campaign

ALBANY, Jan. 15.—To prevent interfer-
enoce with the service of the Metropolitan
Street Railway a Dbill is to be introduced
in the Legislaturp noxt week, at the in-
stance of the Low adminktration. Cor-
poration Counsel Rives is drawing the
measure and it will be ready for introduc-
tion on Monday night. At the hearing
before the State Railroad Commission,
President Vreeland of the Metropolitan
Sitreet Railway Company said that the
truck drivers interfered with the street
car traffic by obstructing the tracks with
their trucks. The bill will amend the
Charter by giving the Commissioner of
Street Cleaning authority to apply for a
detail not to excoed seventy policemen,
to act under the jurisdiction of the Street
Cleaning Commissioner and to remove
all obstructions in streets and make arrests
if they are not removed. The Street Com-
missioner may cause the arrest of any truck
driver who needlessly obstructs the pas-
sage of a car by permitting his truck to be
left on the tracks or in a manner that will
prevent a car going by it. Ash wagons
and other vehicles which have been left
in the streets while being loaded are also
to be removed by this detaill, which will
report only to the Street Cleaning Com-

missioner

Another change that will be made to the
street cleaning section of the charter will be
to take the Bureau of Incumberances from
the control of the borough presidents and
place it under the jurisdiction of the Street
Cleaning Commissioner. This change, it
is thought, is aimed at President Cantor
more than any other borough president,
on account of the manner in which he has
directed the bureau. The salary of the
deputy commissioner in Brooklyn is to be
raised to $2,000 a year, he receiving $1,500
at_present.

BLOCKADE IN THE SENATE.

The Omnibus Statehoed Bill Causes It—
Must Be Soon Voted on or Abandoned.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—An apparently
hopeleas condition of things exists in the
Senate with regard to the legislative cal-
endar, and during the present recess,
which will last uutil Monday, the steering
committee will put their hcads together
to form some plan for letting some of the
important measures through. The Omni-
bus Statehood bill is what causes the
blockade, and it will soon have to be voted
on or abandoned. The bill has the right of
way and comes up every day at the close
of the morning hour, when perfunctory
speeches are made until adjournment time
It is probable that if a vote were taken
now Senator Quay would win his fight by a
majority of two or three, but the Repub-
licans do not mean to allow the bill to come
to a vote, )

Several of the big appropriation bills
are about ready to come out of the com-
mittees,and when it is thought to be unsafe
to delay them longer a vote will be forced
as to which shall have the right of way,
the Statehood bill or the bills appropriat-
ing money for carrying on the Government,

Army Bill Passed -Rill for a Department
of Commerce and Labor Discussed.

Mr. Stewart (Rep., N. J)) was totally
opposed to the establishment of the new
department, and Messrs. Caines (Dem.,
Tenn.) and Corliss (Rep., Mich.) objected
to the proposed bureau of insurance on the
ground that it was not commerce and
could not be brought within the control
of Congress.

The Agricultaral Appropriation Bill.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 15.—~The House Com-
mittee on Agriculture to-day authorized a
report on the Agricultural Appropriation
bill. It containg a provision retaining the
Bureau of Statistics, about which there has
been much controversy in the Department,
instead of transferring it to the Census
Bureau. The bill carries an appropriation
of approximately $6,000,000, which 1& about
$80,000 more than the amount appropriated
for the current year
