The
wheat sales for foreign account this week
amount to fully 2,000,000 bushels.

The foreign demand has also been stim-
wlated by some advance In European
grain markets, the smallness of foreign
stocks and the cheapuess of ocean freight
room. There have been unfavorable crop
reporte from Russia, Austria and Australia
and the famine in Bweden is not without
its effect. All this has had a tendency to
put up the grain markets, not only here
ard in the West, but also in Liverpool,
Parie, Berlin and Budapest

Australia, so great has been the damage
on that continent, will have to import,
according to a high English authority,
wome 12,000,000 bushels of wheat. Eng-
jand, France, Germany, Italy and koumania
promise to have fair wheat crope and iu
Argentina and the United States there is
a promise of a pretty full yield. But the
consumuption of wheat is annually increas-
ing rapidly. Russia will have less than
usual to export this meason, Australia will
export noue at all, and it looks as thougn
there would be & good market for all the
wheat the United States has to sell.

J. 0, Armour has been a big buyer
of May wheat in Chicago of late. Interior
stocks at the Northwest are said to be only
6.000,000 bushels, against 11,000,000 & year
ago, that is the smallest for some years
past. Steam flour mills are h
1o some extent by the scarcity of coal, &
fact which gives Minneapolis mills a cer-
rain advantage, for they work by water
Nwer,

' The corn crop is something over 2,600,000,-
0 bushels, the largest in some years, but
after last year's practical failure of the crop
in this country—it was a billion bushels
|jess than this year's yield—and the ver
moderate yields for several years previ-
ous, the bins of the West were swept clean,
and the point is made that although we
have this year one of the largest crops
on record, there is & big gap to be filled
in this country and abroad to bring re-
rerve atocks up to the normal point, to say
nothing of the annual increase in the con-
rumption. American corn is slowly mak-
ing its way in parts of Europe where for
eonturies rye has been the cereal chiefly
consumed.

The market closed strong yesterday
with & continued good export demand.
The short Interest in corn is believed to be
large. The receipts at the principal points
of accumulation at the West are light and
tha proportion of contract grade in the
arrivals is still remarkably small. Out of
270 cars received at Chicago on Thursday
only ohe was graded up to contract. Yes-
terday 281 cars were received there and
n{dn only one was up to contract grade.
This sort of thing has been going on now
for two months and a hall. One bull re-
marked:

“Practically only six weeks exist in which
to bulld up a large-sized stock of contract
at points where it should accumulate. Bad
roads and spring farm work are more than
likely to be roﬂ.rictilig influen, after
the 1st of February. 't ween tﬁ:‘t point
and the expiration of the ‘lay delfvery it is
altogether improbable that stocks ac-
cumulate.”

In addition to the activity in wheat and
corn very large export transactions in
oats have taken place. In fact, there has
been a brisk foreign demand for all our
rrmn throughout the week, and prices
1ave risen one to two centa for each cereal.

The exports for the week were 4,878,624
bushels, against 5008051 last week and
4,800,202 in the oorr:f)ondln( week last
vear, making the to sinoce July 1, the
heginning of the season, 140,640,800 bushels,
against 158,004.139 in the corresponding
period last season, The exports of corn
for tha week were 2,204,812 bushels, against
2870.9% last week and 208,003 last year—
total thus far this season, 15,078,018, against
1.255,447 in the same time last year.

1 knew of the purchase. That is the Penn-
sylvania's business, and I know nothing
of it. Their reasons for issuing stock are
also their own.”

Both stories were ridiculed in bankin
housee understood to have close Pennsyl-
vania connections, and in a banking quarter
largely interested in both the Central and
the New Haven this statement was made:

*“The New York Central story is perfectly
absurd and abeolutely improbable.

Manufacturers of cut nails have made an
advance in the price of their product of
five cents for each 100 pounds. The ad-
vance was expected in the trade.

GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.

The active board member of a large com-
misaion house left the place yesterday to
interview his senlor partner and ask him
what he thought of things. The board man
himself was disgusted with the market. The
senior partner was inclined to be hafllish.

“Gn down on the floor for ten minutes,”
sald the board man, “and they'll take all
that out of you.”

“That.” replied the senior partner, “is one
reason why I feel bullish. When your room
crowd is so very bearish I feel always like
taking the other side. 1 really have a broad
opinion of the market from the floor "

There is no question about the floor crowd's
bheing bearish, The board room seemed
vesterday to be the bluest place in all Wall
8treet. Moat of the professional traders are
siid to be short of the market, and some who
are afrald to sell stocks short are none the
|ras bearish. These same traders all say
that they have not been making money.
They appear to be a discontented |ot.

London did comparatively little in this
market yesterday, and that little wasap-
parently to no particular purpose. Southern
Rallwany common wnas #old on the advance
by a house whose foreign transactions as a
rula represent genuine buying or selling
rather than arbitrage speculations. It is
believed that London is still short of Ameri-
can etocks, although it is impossible to tell
for sure

Speculative Interest in Chicago Great
Western issues was revived by the sharp
advance of the B preferred stock. There
was an active rumor to the effect that St
Paul {nterests were getting or had already
got control of the property, but this was de-
nied. A Chicago despatoh said very posi-
tively that control of Chicago Great Western
was not passing. But In LaSalle Btreet as
well as in Wall Street it is belleved that an
announcement of some Importance is soon
to be made.

Professional criticism inclined yesterday
to the view that the market is likely to con-
tinue for a while inprofesaional lines. There
was no perceptible Improvement in com-
mission house interest. Ordinary traders
seem to be afraid to sellthe market short. A
large commission house which has been con-
sistently bullish on the market and whose
clients are long of stock reports that it s
lending heavily to professional traders who
are short.

Wrenn Bros, were the largest buyers of
American Car and Foundry common, as they
were also in Thursday's session. Rumors
were heard alleging that the property will
pass to the United States Steel Corporation
This has been rumored hefore. Extravagant
prices are predicted for the common stock.

The bulling of Republic Iron and Bteel ia
said to be on the strength of earnings
Keech, Loew & Co. were active in the stock
yvesterday. There Is suppored to be an old
bull pool in it composed largely of inside
interests.

Wasserman turned his attention vesterday
to Southern Rallway common. At 86 he bid
for any part of 10,000 shares and later he bid
863 for any part of 7.000 He was the prin-
cipal buyer. Bouthern Raillway's strength
was reflected in Louisville and Nashville.
Both stocks were objects of more favorable
speculative attention as a result of the im-
pressions produced by the testimony before
the Interstate Commerce Commmission con-
cerning the recent change of Louisville and
Nashville control. Bullish information on
Routhern Railway common has been current
in the Street for some time

Frie declined sharply in speculative interest
and aleo in price, but the latter loss it recov-
covered, closing at a fractional net gain
Wasserman was rather a heavy seller of Erie,
which caused considerable comment in view
of the fact that he had been the prinecipal
buyer in several preceding sesaions.

The Washington correspondents of several
Wall Street houses insisted yesterday that the
President is likely to send a message to Con-
gress on the Panama Canal matter.

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MANBATTAN LEASE RATIFIED.

PRESENT MANAGEMENT TO CON-
TINUE UNTIL JAN. 1, 1906. .

Stockholders Autherize an Increase of
813,000,000 In the Capital, Part
te De Issued at Once—Interbereugh
Company Also Holds Its Meeting.

The lease of the Manhattan Railway
Company's system to the Interborough
company was formally ratified by the stock-
holders of both companies yesterday and
the lease was signed by their representa-
tives,

There were two special meetings of the
Manhattan company’s stockholders. R. M.
Gallaway presided at both, and about a
dozen stockholders were present, includ-
ing directors of the company. The meet-
ings were held at 196 Broadway. The first
meeting ratified by a unanimous vote of
430,301 shares, out of a total of 480,000, the
proposition for an increase in the ocapital
stock of the Manhattan eompany from
$48,000,000 to $60,000,000.

The resolutions provide that 72,000 of the
new shares shall be lssued at once and the
remaining 48,000 shares shall be {ssued at
some future time, but not prior to Jan. 1,
1900. The resolutions also provide that the
funds obtained from the increased issue
shall be used to complete the improve-
meats in the structure and equipment of
the company's property.

At the second special meeting the lease
of the property and franchises of the com-
pany to the Interborough Rapid Transit
Company on the terms made public some
time ago was also ratified by a vote of
430,301 shares, which represents about
90 per cent, of the total capital stock. This
is one of the largest votes ever cast for a
transaction of t‘he kind. Thirty shares
were voted against the lease.

The stockholders of the Interborough
company held their special meeting to
ratify the lease at the office of August
Belmont, president of the company, 23
Nassau street. The shares were voted by
the voting trustees, E. Mora Davidson,

B, Hamburger and Charles B. Ludlow,
and by the thirteen directors. The holders
of the voting-trust certificates met on

Thursday and gave their approval to the
execution of the lease.

HANOVER BANK MOVING.

Treasure te Be Transferred This Afternooa
and Let All Crooks Beware.

The Hanover National Bank began yee-
terduy the removal of ite effecta from its
temporary quarters at 7 Wall street to its
new building at Nassau and Pine streets,
where it will start business on Monday
morning. One roundsman and five patrol-
men guarded the entrance to the new bank-
ing quarters while part of the bank’s treas-
ures was being taken in late in the afternoon.
The appearance of the policemen attracted
a big crowd.

This afternoon the bulk of the bank's
riches will be taken to the new quarters
and preparations have been made to give
a warm reception to any stray crook who
wanders that way. In all something
something like $15,000,000 in gold, silver and
notes will be transferred and about $46,-
000,000 in prime securities, representing the
collateral held bz the bank against loans.

When the bank removed to ita tamporar
quarters from the old bank building, whic
stood on the site of the new building, there
was also a great transfer of treasure and
a whole bunch of crooks then came down-
town to lend a hand in the operation. Every-
thing was moved safely, nevertheless.

The new Hanover Bank Building is twenty-
ty-one stories high and is one of the finest
bulldings of the kind in this city. A prime
idea in ita construction was to have it give
esontially the appearance of a bankin
office from the sidewalk. The feature o
the main banking room is a series of great
columns which are covered with gold leaf
on an aluminum basis. The bank has a
capital of $3,000,000 and a surplus of

HAD DUN & C0."S RATING BOOKS

CITY MARSHAL DESCENDS ON A
MERCANTILE AGENCY.

Had tq Scrap With V. E. Engelbach te Serve
a8 Writ of Replevin—Dun Felks Say
International Concern Has Been
Stealing Its Copyrighted Reports.

City Marshal W. H. Broderick had a
lively time yesterday afterncon serving &
writ of replevin on the International Mer-
cantlle Agency of 848 Broadway to recover
three reference books belonging to R. G.
Dun & Co. The marshal recovered two
of the books after some lively sparring
with V. E. Engelbach, assistant secretary
of the agency.

R. G. Dun & Co. had suspected for some
time that the business ratings and other in-
formation contained in their reference
books, which are lent to their subscribers,
were being used by the International
Mercantile Agenoy. The latter organiza-
Uon recently issued a reference book of ite
own.

The Dun company employed a private de-
tective and learned that the International
Morcantilé Agency had three of the Dun
reference books. They also discovered
the very drawer in which theee books were
kept. The writ obtained by the Dua ccm-
pany charges the defendant agency with
using the Dun company's copyrighted
books for the purpose of copying ratings
and publishing them as its own,

The writ was served on Ross M. Turner
the secretary and general manager of the
International Mercantile Agency.

“We have no such books here,” said Mr.
Furmer. “Ican't remember that Iever paw
a Dbun reference book. 1 hardly know
what one looks like.”

“Well, you've had chance enough to see
what they look like,” retorted the marshal,
“and I'll get these books out of your office
in about two minutes.”

With that he brushed out of Mr. Turner’s
office into an adjoining office and went to a
certain drawer. It was at this juncture
that Mr. Engelbach opposed his progress,

“What right have you to open our private
drawers?” he demanded, and laid hold ou
the marshal to force him away.

But the marshal had operied the drawer
about two lnches and had seen thé books
he wanted,

“By right of this writ,” he replied as he
opened tae drawer still further.

Then came the fisticuffs, and those who
witnessed the bout say that it was exciting
while it lasted. The marshal won out in
one round, and Mr. Engelbach retired from
the defence of the drawer. Then the marshal
took the two books, and, finding they were
what the writ called for, marched out of the
office in triumph.

Secretary Turner had emerged from his
private office to watch tl e proceediug, but
#aid not a word. The marshal said that
he turned very white, One of the books
had a paper cover bearing the name * Ross
M. Turner,” written in ink.

The Dun ple say that there is still
another book that was in the possession of
the International Mercantile Agency and
is not accounted for.

The writ is returnable before Justice Finn
on Jan. 28.
