STATENENT ON BASEBALL BY
NEW YORK CLUB PRESIDENT.

Informs Stockholders That He Wil Net
Submit te Peace Plans as Drawn Up,
50 Goes Lo Law—Latest Report Cone
corning American League Grounds.

A lor.g statement by John T Brush to the
stockholders of the New York Baseball Club,
explanatory of Lis attitude on the peace ques-
tion, and telling why he has evoked the laws
ald to restrain action on the matter at the
Cincinnati meeting to-morrow, has been sent
out. In part his statement says,

*“On Dec. 10, 1002, the National League
adopted, without any discussion as to terms,
plans, policies or desires, the following
rerolu’jon,

Whersas, 1t has been stated in publio prints that
the president of the American League has been
in favor of, and that the National League has been
apposed to, A peaceful settioment of the so-called
baseball war, therefore be It

Resoived, That a commities of thres be ap-
pointed for the purpose of conferring with repre-
sentatives of the American League now In this
city, If they 80 desire, to ancertain upol what basls
such a settlement can be accomplished.

“Not a word here about empowering the
committees to sign contracts! The National
League appointed its committee to ‘asoer-
tain upon what basis a settlement can he
accomplished ' That is plain language. The
American Leaguers cannot truthfully sav
they failed to understand it.

“No subsequent discussion followed, the
only consideration given to the subject being
the receipt of the report of the econferenoe
committee on Dec, 13, to the effect that the
representatives of the American League
agreed to promptly convene their lrague,
appoint a llke committee to cobperate with
the National under the resolution and call &
meeting of the two committees early (n

January.

“Mr. Johnson convened his league in
December and appointed his committee.
On Dec. 20 he demanded that our committee
be invested ith full power. Mr. Herrmann
then endeavored to secure full authority
for his committee, but failed. Brooklyn and
New York declined to place their interests
unchallenged in the hands of third and fourth
parties for compromise purposes without
any knowledge of what either party desired
and without knowing the attitude or dis-
position of our own committee even. New
York held that it had no such authority with-
out deriving it from the stockholders or
board of directors, and before they con-
aonted they would probably wish to be in-
tormed regarding proposed plans, and that
any nrbnn?- action on the part ol the oom-
mittee would be illegnl.

“Mr. Herrmann said on Dec. 21: ‘The Na-
tional League should sln' it committee
full power.” He also sald: °‘l also agres, s
one member of our committee, that we will
come to no final conclusion about any matter
on which there may be a division of clubs
in our organization, unless all clubs are first
consulted.’

=onJan. 2 Mr. Herrmann wrote Mr. Johnson
that ‘his committee had been .ivfn full power
by alarge majority of the clubsof thelcague,
but he was of the opinion that this power
siiould not be finally and fully exercised with-
out reserving the rignt to confer with his
colleagues on important matters that might
be presented during the conference,

“Fhe two committees met on Jan. 8 behind
elosid doors. When they emerged on Jan. 10
they declared the war over, and gave w the
preas a copy of their agreenient, which de-
clared that it bound mot only the individual
members of the committee but their represen-
tative leagies,
