PLAGUE IN SAN FRANCISCO.

THE SITUATION UNCHANGED AND
SERIOUS,

Representatives of Eleven State Boards of
Flealth Will Meet in Washington To=1Ry
to Discuss IL-Scourge Sproads to ine
terlor Towns and to Coast of Mexico,

WASHINGTON, Jan, 18— Representatives
of eleven State boards of health will
meet here to-morrow for the purpose ol
discussing the alarming situation ansing
from bubonic plague in San Francisco
The meeting is to be Leld in responseto
a ¢eneralcau f()rat'hl‘:[n-n-n('l‘ of State health
officers, the necessity of which war declared
in somewhat sensational resolutions adopred
at a muional meeting held in New Haven,
Conn., late last fall .

At the New Haven meeting it was declared
that & disgraceful as well as dangerous
state of affairs existed in San Francisco,
resulting from the cfforts of the local an-
thorities to suppress the fact that bubonic
plague exists in that city, It was declared
that other cities of the United States were
in danger of contamination, and that some-
thing must be done to improve the situa-
tion on the Pacific Coast

One of the vighteen delogates to to-mors
row's meeting declarcd that it was signifi-
cant that while there were twenty-two
cases of death, from plague in California in
1900 and twenty-nine in 1901, there were
forty-nine in W52, If this condition should
continue, L said, other States would L
obliged to consider the establishment of
quarantine against California,

worions. The regular weekly issue  of
Public Health Reports, published by the
Treaswry Department, which came out
on the Saturday following Dr. Wyman®
return, significantly omitted the report
of “Plague in the United States” A table
under that heading had been published
in the Weekly Bulletin every week for
the last two years, although the pubiica-
tion had been suspended for a time in the
early spring of 1901, upon representations
to the Treasury Department from ¢ om-
mercial interests in California  that the
publication of the reports we 11 do great
njury to the port of ~an Franceco,

When the publication «f the pogae re-
ports was agaiu suspended @ week ago
there was a good deal of unfavorable com-
ment, and it was charged again that the
Treasury Departinent was cooperating
with the San Francisco interests (o suppress
the truth of the situation. Whethel as @
result of this eriticism or from othier causes,

the publication of the reports was resiiied
in the issue of Public Health R poris,
which appeared yesterday. 1t shows that

there was one case ol death from bubotin
lague in San Francisco on tue 1th lust
he same issue conutialhs several pages of
letters and telegrams from marine hos-
ital surgeons relating to the plague in
fexico, which, it 1= declared, was carried
there on a ship from San Prancisco.

Despite all thie efforis that have been mads
to minimize the reports of plague in Cali-
fornia, there is a widespread feeling that the
gituation is growing worse instead of better.
It is regarded as of the most serious sig-
pificance, that while the municipal authori-
ties of San Francisco and the State officers
of California have been denying for three
years that there is any bubonic plague on
the Pacific C ast, the disease has actually
spread to interior towns in California and
1o points on the coast of Mexico

ll;-'n! believed that not all the cases waich
have occurred in San Francisco during
the last three years have been oficiully
reported, and that not a few cases of death
from that disease have beenreportedby the
Jocal authorities as due to other causes,
Many persons in high official  position
in California and in San Francisco still de-
clare that the disease which has heen re-
ported as Lubonic plagiae is in reality
chicken cholera,

It is pretty generally recogrized in Wash-
ington that the situation in California hae
reached a serious stage, almost solely
through the corspiracy on the part of
California «fcials to suppress the facts
and to ignore, for commerdcial reasons, the
existence of danger. Despite all denials,
the facts are that, althcugh the death rate
from the plague is ot increcsing in Sar
Francisco at this time, the situation in that
city has not improved, ard the dreaded
soourge has spread to other places on the
const and in the interior, Tt has bheen di-
clared that this typically Oriental disease
ocould not thrive in any climate found in the
United States, Lut the faet is that it is here,
has been lLere for a long time, and is not
decreasing.

Mexico's Plague Not Spreading.

Crry oF Mexico, Jun. 18 — Dr. Eluardo
Liceaga, president of the National Board
of Health, in an address before  the
Academy of Medicine i this
said that great deceit is often practised
by the captains of
sanitary conditions of the ships and that
the appearance of the pligue at Muzatian
was probably due to pract icos of this nature,
though he would not affirm this to be the
case, as he was awaiting the report of the
committes appointed to investigate this
very point

ACCIDENTS ON THE RAILROADS.
S48 Killed and 11,102 Injured During
the Quarter Ended Sept. 30, 1002,

WasHiNGTON, Jun. 185 Aceidnt  Bul
tin No. 5, which has just been issued by the
Interstate Commerce Commission, gives
an account of railtoad accidents in the
United States of the three months endinge
Sept. 30, 1902, It shows that during that
quarter there were 203 persons Killed and
2,613 injured in train accidents.  Other
kinds of accidents, including those sus-
tained by emplovees while at work and by
passengers in getting on or off the cars, &c ,
bring the total number of casualties up to
12,007, being 845 killed and 11,182 injured

The bulletin shov s a derailment in which
twenty-one passengers were killed, and a
collision of work trains in which thirteen
employees were killed.  Except these tvo
items there is no apparent reason for an in-
crease in the totals other than in the well-
known fact that during the three montls
the traffic of a lurge majonrty of the rail-
roads was heavier than ever before, which
necessitated the employment of new men
for service in train and vard work

The total pumber of collisions and derail-
ments was 2445, of which 1,444 were colll
slons and 1,014 derailments, of which 51
collisions and 92 derailments afiected pois-
senger trains, The damage to cars, en-
gines and roadway by these accideuts
Ginounted W 82,188,012

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THE BATTLESHIP EXPLOSION.

Admiral Higginson Falls to Expiain the
Mscrepancy in His Two Despatohes.

WASHINGTON, Jun. 18.—The Navy De-
parument has not received anything to-
day in answer (o the telegram sent yes-
terday to Rear Admiral Higginson at
San Juan, P. K., asking him to explain
away the confusion arising from the two
despatches that came from him in regard
to the explosion on the battleship Massa-
chusetts, In the first message recoived
le said that five men had been killed and
tour injured, while in the second, which
came five hours later, he gave a list
of dahgerously wounded and seriously
wounded, the names of those previously
reported dead being included in this list,
but did not mention any tatalities,

Some surpriss was expressed to-day
at the failure to hear from Admiral Hig-
ginson, as, according to press des atches,
lie was at SBan Juan yesterday and not at
Culebra, his regular” West Indian head-
quarters, which has no u-h-?rurhic com=
munication with the rest of the world.
The naval officials regretted to-day that
they had sent telegrams to the nearest
of kin of the men killed informing them
that their relatives were not dead, This
was done after the receipt of Admiral
Higginson's second despatch, which indi-
cated that there had been no fatalities,
I'hw press despatches from San Juan,
printed this morning, showed, however,
that five men had met death in the ex-
slosion, and the authorities of the Navy
wpartiuent were forced to the conclusion
that the first message from Adniiral Hig-
ginson was correct in giving the list of
the dead bluejackets under the head of
wounded,

TIMBER IN THE PHILIPPINES.
Enormous Quantity of Virgin Forests,
Mostly of Valuable Hard Weods.

WasHiNaToN, Jan. 18.—Gifford Pinchot,
chief of the Bureau of Forestry has returned
to Washington from a trip around the
world, made to gain an insight into for-
e<try conditious generally, and with par-
tieular reference to the formulation of a
forest policy for the Philippine Islands.
Mr. Pinchot went to the Philippines via
fngland, France, European Russia, Man-
c¢huria and China, and returned via San
Francisco. Mr. Pinchot said to-day:

“1 found the opportunity for successful
Government forestry in the Philippines
lwtter than any other place I have ever
seen or known of, and my recommenda-
tions will deal with the general policy to
le adopted as well as with the details of
administration.

*1 found about 5 per cent. of the total
area of the islands heavily timbered. There
i~ an enormous quantity of virgin forest
in the islards. These woods are almost
entirely of the hard wood variety. There
i= a great deal of construction timber, which
will Le cliefly used to supply local reeds,
and there i+ an immense amount of cabinet
wood, which will be exported. This wood
orresponds to what is known in the United
Sstates as  white mahogany, satinwood,
rosewood, ebony and other varieties, Not
much over & per cent. is in the hands of
private owners

“This gives the United States Govern-
ment, through the Philippine Commigsion,
absolute Jurisdiction over the agricultural
and timberareas. The timber is now under
the control of the Bureau of Forestry,
ywganized under the Interior Department,
and ix sold to applicants under license as
<0 much a cubie foot standing. It is not
~old in unlimited quantities, for there can
v 110 more than thiry licenses issued in a
province and not more than 10,000 cubie
feet sold to an individual or 100,000 oubic
foot to a company.  The system seeins to
e working well "

Mr. Pinchot mays that while some of the
timber can he marketed with comparative
case, a good deal of it is at present almost
inaceessible, and in consequence the demand
in Manila is now w'f much larger than the
island i= able to supply. He added:

“Under proper control the sale of timber
from the public lands will be the means
of protecting these forests The sale of
timber already payvs more than twice the
cost of forest protective service,  Under
reasonable care the forest will reproduce
itaslf in good varieties and with certainty
The soil is rich, the timber grows rapidly
and th> climate is favorable to guch repro-
duction, so that the United States can
count on a perpetual revenue of large size
from the forest lands it holds in the Phil.
ippines J

Mr Pinchot said also that the agricult-
nral nossibilities of the islands were very
great  especially - with regard to food
produets

NO EQUALITY NOW, ADLER SAYS.

There Was In JefTerson's Time, but & False
Notion of Democracy Now Prevalls.

Dr. Felix Adler, leader of the Society
for Ethical Culture, spoke for nearly two
hours vesterday morning at Carnegie Hall
on * Anti-Demoeratic Tendencies in Ameri-
can Life.” To a large extent he directed
his address against the proposed use of
coolie labor in the Philippines, which, he
declared to be simply qualified slavery
and not for us to enter with our eyes open.
Dr. Adler said in part:

A Frenchman of distinetion bas said that
we are not a demoeracy but a company of
peop'e who are engaged in exploiting anew
country, +nl in invitin g others to help build
it up Mo said that our real object was not
to develop free industries and institutions
but a4 new continent. That may be an ex-
trome statement.  Our existing evils are due
10 # wrong conception of democraey, and the
wrong ides is the prevailing one.  The general
wea 18 that derocrucy means the equality
of every man nnd that ite object is to make
everybody rich and secure universal happi-
ness It is a base and degri ding idea of
democraey. It would only be saved from
heing despicable if all our men were free and
equal

If tnen are free and equal it will (o“low that
the happiness of all is assured The great
Lmentew s that oguelity among men does
It dia, fvi 4 time in the
dave of Jefferson.  Now inequalities of every
knd hnve increased  Before the Civil War

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GLOISTEIN GOES RAT FISHING.

FINDS LOTS OF EXCITEMENT IN

The Gloistein Fishing Club fished for rats
yesterday instead of golng to Jamaloa Bay,
but its members are not likely to try it
again. It all resulted from a call that Big
Jack Martin of the Bowery made on Louls
Geils at the Hanfleld House -on Saturday.
Martin got to telling Geils how he amused
himself by catching rats with a fishhook
baited with cheese,

*I just sit at de head of de stairs,” said
Martin, “take me old fishing pole, put der
cheese on a little sharp hook, sling me line
into der cellar, and when I gets a bite, I
yank dem up. It's better dan catching
fish.”

*Mein cellar is full of rads,” said Gefls.
*1 haf an idea; 1 ged der glub to come down
here, gif dem prizes undt peer undt dey
kill all der rads py mine cellar.”

*Sure,” sald Martin, “If dose women in
Connecticut can have a mice-killin' match
wid cats, wats der matter wid der Gloisteins
gettin’ after der rats?”

Geils rung up Gloistein on the telephone
to unfold the scheme and an animated
discussion followed.

Part of Qells’s remarks were:

Nod in mine head. Hello, hello, no, nod in
mine garret; in der cellar.”

It was finally made clear to Gloistein that
some sport could be had and he gave his
consent,

Geils then sent out invitations to the other
members of the club and about a dozen
were on hand yesterday afternoon.

Under Martin’s direction Geils provided
the ratcatchers with very small fishhooks
sharpened like a needle and small pieces of
cheese for bait. Then he led the way to the
long flight of staire leading to the basement.

A lighted kerosene lamp was placed in
one corner of the cellar and the fishermen
perched on the stairs.

The lines were cast and the crowd waited.

Gloistein yanked the pole and landed
the rat in the middle of the crowd, most
of whom were half asleep. Gloistein was
on the top step and in his anxiety to land
the rat, he forgot about those below him.
The rat ran over the heads and backs of
the crowd and Gl istein, ’ummn‘ after
him, bowled over nearly all of them. There
were shrieks and curses, but (iloistein
managed to kill his catch.

Steingut had about twenty-five feet
of line out and the rat managed to tangle
it up all around the cellar. In trying to
reel in his line he loat his balance and fell
over on top of those below him. It was
almost pitch dark where the other fishcr-
men sat and they all went down with him.
In falling he clutched Gloistein, who tum-
bled over the side to the floor below, land-
ing face down.

SOCIETY AT ITALIAN CHURCH.

Bishep Dedicates Kt. Salvatore's, in Breome
sStreet, and Fine Folk Attend.

Bishop Potter dedicated yesterday the
new Church of S8an Balvatore, which has
been erected at 850 Broome street for
Ttalians of the Protestant Episcopal faith.
The church is the outgrowth of a small
mission which was started in connection
with Graoe Chapel nearly twenty years
ago by the Rev. Constantine Stauder.
Archdeacon Nelson has recently been the
minister in charge.

The cost of the new building and the
site, the latter a gift from Miss Catherine
Lorillard Wolfe, was about $115,000. The
expense of furnishing the church was
laurgely undertaken by women of Grace
Church congregation. The altar was the
gift of Mrs. George 8. Bowdoin. Mrs.

Frey gave the Eulpit and other gifts were
mc{e%y Miss Edith Newbold, Edgar
and the Misses Campbell. Miss Bruce

presented a $2,000 organ to the ocongre-
gation and Miss Catherine Blisa contributed
the cost of the second story of the parish

house.

Although it is estimated that there are
more than 200,000 people of Italian birth
living in this city, San Salvatore is the
only church in New York for Italian Epis-
copalians. In its interior design the ar-
chitectural features of the Italian churches
have been strongly reproduced.

The dedication services were attended
by many prominent members of the Epis-
oopal Church. Broome street has probably
never meen so many befurred coachmen
and footmen and such coetly carriages
and high-bred horses as it did yesterday.

W. M. Grosvenor and
George R. Van De Water.

Brief addresses were made by Arch-
deacon Nelson in Italian and by the Rev.
Dr. W. R. Huntington in ish. Dr.
Huntington remarked that he hoped the
time would soon come when the services
i~ the nhurch would be in the English
language.

“We want to have a oommontonguo
end a common foellni among all our citi-
zens,” he said, “and I hope that in time

VANDERBILT'S POISSTSTABLES

ABOUT FORTY HORSES IN CON-
STANT TRAINING.

Great Secrecy Maintained, but French
Public Knews Stable's Colors Are
Not a Neg!igibie Quantity—Stud Farm
at Villebon, Where Stallion Halms Is.

Panis, Jan. 10.—W. K. Vanderbilt's training
stables at Polssy are a model of what such
stables should be. There is none of the
useless waste of money so frequently lavished
on stabling, but everything is good, sound
and business-like. The absence of glittering
brass, expensive tiling and highly varnished
woodwork generally associsted in England
with & model stabld is very noticeable. But
there is plenty of evidence that this avoldance
of mere parade is due to good taste and com-
mon sense and not to any penuriousness or
disinclination to spend

An enormous amount of money must have
been laid out on the place, which is of vast
extent. It was formerly the old racecourse
of Poissy, and is an ideal spot for the purpose
for which it is intended. The Seine bounds it
on one side and high walls on the others, so
that the greatest privacy is secured. The
views from the ocourse are very beautl-
ful, belng diversified by hill, wood and
water. A grass gallop of about a mile
and & half, can be obtained, besides
which splendid sandy tracks have been laid
out. A riding school stands in the very
centre of the course, and insures plenty of
exercise for the horses in all sorts of weather
This covered track is just a quarter of a mile,
and at the turns there Is a slope similar to
those used on covered cycle tracks, so that
a horse can gallop jaround at full speed.

About forty horses are kept in constant
training, and perhaps no stable in existence
better maintains ite own secrets. But,
though trials cannot be witnessed, the public
{3 aware that the owner runs to win, and it
{s taken for granted by the betting public
that no horse carrying the Vanderbilt colors
is & pegligible quantity. Last year an un-
usual success for a new stable attended Mr
Hughes's efforts and Le speaks with confi-
dence us to Lis prospects for the present year

It is an open secret that In Sivarot the
stuble posseses a real highflyer who, bur
accidents, is bound to carry off some of the
chief events, At present all the Lorses are
in the pink of coudition und a fine set of year-
lings promises well for the future. On Jun
5 a "consignment” of seventeen lads, runk-
ing from 14 to 40, arrived at  Poissy
Frank Gardoer having no further use jor
thelr services, bis traner bLad applied to
Mr. Hugbes nsking if he could give them
a job. “Send them all along,” wus the reply,
and 80 the “youngsters” were sent irom
England to their new and comfortable home

at any .

The care of the stable boys is one of Mr.
Hughes's chief preoccupations. They have
comfortable quarters, good food und plenty
of exervise and amusement.
