A FIRST TRIP IN AN AUTOMOBILE
NEAR CANTON.

The Natives Took the Machine for a Devil
in Fact—So They Were Scared—-Then
the Auto Broke Down--Some Perilous
Momentsfor Its Passengers Thereafter.

“1t amuses me to hear the plaints of
chauffours who say they are persecuted
Ly Long Island constables and over-zealous
AAicials in the rural distriets,” said a man
who has run an auto enough times to de-
name veteran. “Wait until
o of these persecuted ones has gone
awainst the game in a country where the
inhabitants actually believe the machine
o e w red devil, or & white terror, and he will
upprociate what hostility to the autos really
mealis

“1 had that experience once in the suburbs
ot canton, and I ean truthfully say that
cnee was amply sufficient. Other people
can have the job of agent of civilization
i that particular line without one jealous

wail from me,

*[ had run an automobile long enough
i be fairly expert and mighty enthusiastic,
when business of the firm made it impera-
tive on me to take a trip to Canton, China.
so | bade a reluctant adien to my latest
wachine, boarded the Limited, and a few
days later sailed out the Golden Gate on one
of the big transpacific liners.

I had become 8o fond of the sport that it
was my principal recreation outside busi-
pess hours and my main vexation at the
long trip was because I would be deprived
of my favorite amusement until I struck
this country again. On board the same
stearner was the agent for one of the big
automobile companies.  Of course it wasn't
jong before we were fast friends,

“The agent was on his way to Hong Kong
to deliver some of the machines to wealthy
foreign purchasers and to try to build up
a demand for them in the Far East. He had
billed one of the machines, a powerful,
high-speed racer, with the understanding
that he could drop off with it at any port
if it seemed good business policy to exhibit
it. The auto was a beauty and the sight
of it made me tingle for a swift spin.

“After the steamer left Yokohama for
canton this desire kept growing on me
until it was worse than that of an opi m
fiend for his favorite drug. This was a
comparatively early period in the auto-
mobile industry and there was no chance
that I could find one at Canton. So I laid
siege to the agent,

“1t wasn't such a difficult task, for he
was nearly as anxious for a spin as [ was.
Then, too, it was a fairly good business
proposition, or so it seemed to us at the
time, for there was plenty of wealthy for-
eigners in Canton. The outcome of the
matter was that the day before we reached
Canton the agent Inade arrangements
to have the exhibition auto unloaded there,
whila the rest of his machines were to be
left in charge of the factor at Hong Kong
until his arrival.

“To say that our racing machine made
a sensation in Canton would be putting
it mildly. It was the first one ever seen
there, although, of course, the foreign
residents had heard all about them. But
if any enthusiast i looking for a place
in which to test his machine 1 wouldn't
recommend Canton

“The streets aren't built for automobiles,
And neither are the people. We were
solemnly warned that it was dangerous
to take the auto out of th o hotel vards and
on no account to venture beyond the for-
eign quarter

“Canton has the largest foreign popula-
tion of any Chinese city, is a treaty port,
and the people are used to the vagaries of-
the foreign devils, but it was doubtful
if they would gtand for an automobile, we
were told. As for venturing bevond the
city limits our friends didn’t even think
to warn us against that. It never oc-
curred to them that we would do anything
o reckless

“And we wouldn't if we had really appre-
ciated what it meant. But after runuin
the auto back and forth in the hotel var
for a few davs and taking a couple of hun-
dred vard trips in the foreign quarter, the
agent and myself felt that we would be
willing 1o take any risks for one good spin.
Our little whirls, so far from satisfying
us, had acted like a few starting drinks on
a man who has been fighting his thirst
too long. .

“S0 one pleasant afternoon, without
giving the people in the hotel a hint of our
intention,we started out for a trip through
the suburbs of the town. We ought to have
roalized what to expect from the reception
we got the swond we were beyonc the
foreign quarters.  Scared? I never raw
hutna beings look so utterly aghast as those
Chinamen did at the sight of our auto-
mobile gliding along, apparently without
anv reason for its locomotion

“Thev evidently thought it was either an
invention of a devil, or perhaps some living
personal devil himself, {:r I have no doubt
that most of them thought the auto was
alive. The streets of every C(hinese city
are narrow and crowded to such a degree
tLat passage through them is slow and
tedions. But this didn’t trouble us at all.
We had the whole street to ourselves—a
olear case of a fleeing crowd ahead and
solitude behind

“The Chinese didn't offer to trouble us,
probably they were too much frightened
at the sirange apparition, But it was a
mighty unpleasant sort of journey at that

“We put on more speed, 8o as to get o
the open country as soon as possible We
figiured that as there wouldn't be many
persons to be frightened almost out of
their wite we would enjoy our trip.

AUTO MAKERS ON CONTESTS.

O0ld Ideas Derided and New Omes Offered
by N. A. A M.

An interesting discussion concerning
what character road contests for automo-
biles should have in the future and at what
time the national shows should be held
cropped out at the annual meeting of the
National Association of Automobile Manu-
facturers vesterday morning in the As-
sembly Room in Madison Square Garden.

The talk about contests was launched
by H. Ward Leonard of New York. who
sald he thought there should be some con-
sideration of what reliability contests
should be like, because the manufacturer
was the one most interested and having
the most at stake in such contests. Mr,
Leonard said that any run with a speed
limit of fourteen milea an hour, such as
the last one held, was a farce. His idea
was that one of two sorta of contests should
be adopted—have the cars compete in a
contest that will embody every sort of
test, including speed, hill climbing and
gasolene consumption, or els¢ have them
join in an affair such as is held in France,
where the first car to finish ia the winner.
He made a strong protest against the use
of observers, which, he said, was a futility.
Winsor T. White said he favored a run
1,000 miles in length.

After a little more discussion, Mr. Leonard
made a motion that the association should
favor a oohtest on similar lines to the
Circuit de I'Herault, held annually in France.
In this contest the course is about 100
miles, and a total of thirty marks is
awarded, as foliows; Gasolene consump-
tion, 10; reliability, 8; hill-climbing (in-
cluding brake test), §; comfort and ap-
pearance, 5; speed, 2.

John Brisben Walker called attention to
the half mile of road that extends north
trom the Harlem Speedway. This, he said,
would make a fine place for a contest,
which should begin at the Kingsbridge
road and lead to the top of the hill and
down again. It should a speed con-
test to the top of the hill and comilng dowa
there should be a couple of stops made.
A motion that such a contest should be
recommended to the Automobile Club was

SHAMROCK 111'S TRIAL HORSE

Wil Be the Oldest of Lipton's Trio and Neot
the One In Erle Beala.

The Cup challenger Shamrock I1., which
is atill in the Erie Basin, will not be used as
& trial boat for the new r, Sham-
rock III. The Shamrock IIE. will be tried
on the other side against the first of the
Lipton trio, and if it is thought necessary
to have a trial boat in these waters the Sham-
rock I, will be brought over with the Sham-
rock III. This information has been re-
celved from a reliable authority on the
other side of the Atlantic.

When 8Sir Thomas Lipton first made his
plans to build a third challenger he figured
on trying the new boat with Shamrock I.
in British waters and then having trials
off SBandy Hook against Shamrook II.,
which he expected to put into commission.
He has now been advised to confine the
trials of his boat to Shamrock I.

In the trials between the first two Sham-
rocks the older boat early in the season
made by far the better showing, and it was
not until the last three races that were
sailed on the smooth waters of the Clyde that
the new yacht showed any marked superior-
ity. The old boat showed that in a strong
breez» or in a very light one she could
sail faster than Shamrock II., and she was
better whenever the sea was rough. The
new yacht was faster only when the sea
wae smooth and in a 9 to 12-knot breeze.

Capt. Wringe, who sailed the Shamrock I.
in these trials, wag here to see the Cup
races and he was sure that had Shamrock I.
been the challenger's boat she would have
beaten the Columbia. Designer Fife is
also of the opinion that the Shamrock I.
in ukhlrltter all-around boat than the Sham-
roc A

The spars of Shamrock 1I. are to be used
as far as possible for the new yacht They
were all shipped to Glasgow recently.
These spars are seasoned and have been
thoroughly tested and will serve the new
yacht well.

The Yachting World of Jan. 8 has this to
say about the trials:

“Among the events which will give a
special interest to the early part of the com-
ing season will be the launch a d prepara-
tion of Sir Thomas Lipton's new America
Cup challenger, Shamrock 1II. These are
matters which require to be arranged a
long way ahead, and, -.I(houah definite
dates have yet to be settled, all the pre-
liminaries are already in good order. One
important change which will give a keener
interest to the x‘»rvr.n'ory trial raes
has been made. It is, of course, md
on all hands that a better boat than -
rock 1. is required to stand any good
chance of success, and the plans have n
laid in such a way as will put this matter
beyond all doubt.” One of the peculiarities
of the trials aailed on the last occasion be-
tween Shamrock and Shamrock II
was that the start was made in a very in-
formal manner, and no one but those aboard
the bohts—sometimes not all of these—
knew what the courses were or where they
finished. This thing will be done better
on the next trials. he trial races will be
round courses laid out in rcoing fashion
and true to distance, and the boats will
be started and finished to ‘lgnl as in an
ordinary regatta fixture. he ordinary
spectator will therefore have some definite

rounds on which to base his ”ﬂﬁ“m of
t respective merits of the challenger

and defender.

“The question has been asked whether
the older boat will be allowed to show
the hest of her powers, but an emphatic and
affirmative answer to this is contained in
the statement of the bare fact that Capt
Charles Bevis of Swanwick will be ir
supreme command of Shamrock 1. In
Ailsa and in Sybarita, to mention only the
largest of Lis charges, Capt. Bevis proved
himself to be in the very front rank of
racing skippers. He is painstaking and
eminently resourceful, and no man in
Britain knows better how to humor and
get the best work out of a dour boat. For
crew he will have a full muster, all picked
by himself and chosen because of special
experience or smartness, Bevis's reputa-
tion is that he sails his boat to a finish
His work on this occasion will be to give
the new racer the hardest tussle he can,
and it is therefore safe hpnin’ that the new
boat will be forced to sail for every flag
sha gets

ROUGH TACTICS IN HOCKEY.

College and Other Clubs Stronger In Them
Than in Team Work.

All the big colleges and many of the
schools and the athletic cluba have hockey
teams, and these teame, or the more im-
portant of them, have regular times for
practising in the rinks. Some of the smaller
ones have to wait until the natural ice has
formed on the lakes and ponds before they
can indulge in any practice, and so local
players are at a great disadvantage. In
Canada, where the game is almost a national
pastime, all the contests are played in the
open, and as there is lots of ice there in the
winter the Canadiana excel at the sport.

Hockey is not a drawing room gamas,
but there is no reason why is should be as
rough as it sometimes is. One trouble
with the local teams is that they do not play
hockey, but a game something like shinny,
with a little football and baseball thrown in.
The beauty of hockey ia team work. When
the puck is put in play it is the duty of the
forwards to carry it toward their oppon-
ents' goal and try to send it between the
posta. The Canadians and some of the big
athletio club teams, which are largely made
up of Canadian players, depend largely on
team work to do this. One player will
start off with the puck, but when finds
that he is going to be checked by an oppos-
ing player he passes it to another of the
forwards on his own team, and this playe
will in turn pass it to another. 8o by many
passes they are able to dodﬁe their oppon-
ents and get the puck toward the goal. On
a good team eac gluyer is playing for the
team and not looking for an “individual
record. The trouble with the local teamns
is that many of the players are trying for
records and want to be star players, and
little attention is given to team work. )

No player on a first class team will leave
his position, and it is noticed that when a

layer is going to pass the puck he does not
Knve to look first to see if his team mate is
ready, but makes the s, feeling oon-
fident that his mate will be there to get the
disk and mrr{ it along.

Many of the college and school teams
rely on force to get the puck toward an
opponent's goal and then rush it between
the posts in the same wav. A captain of
one of the local college teams recently at a
game played in St. Nicholas Rink gave
the other players on the team a few in-
structions before the game began.

“Get the puck,” he said, “and if an op-

nt i= in the way, knock him down.

he chanoes are that \fw referce won't see

you, and If he does he will only fend you
to the bench for a few minutes.

Thie i¢ where unnecessary tactios enter
into the game and very much mar the beauty
of the contest. Players frequently are hurt
by these rnug’h tactios and the gport gete a
bad name. Occasionally one sees a player
hit at the puck as though it were a baseball.
In the Cornell-Princeton game the puck
had been lifted, that is, raised from the
ice, and one Cornell player made a swat at
it just as he would at a baseball pitched,
and suocordod fo bittng it and sending it
into the goal. This time the play was sue-
cessful, but very often it is disastrous, and
some time another player's head gets in the
w.y‘of the stick and an ugly wound is the

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THE REAL ESTATE MARKET.

TRADING BRISK IN ALL KINDS
OF DWELLING PROPERTY.

Some Notable Purchases of High-Priced
Private Howses—Tenement Bulld-
ing and Other Constructien Werk
—~('ost of the Hotel Brunswiok Site.

The activity in rosidence property which
has heen a feature of the brokerage business
for some months appeared in undiminished
volume in last week's trading. More than
a hundred private eales were reported, and
of these barely half a dozen affected busi-
ness premises, Every olass of residence
property was represented, except apart-
ment hotels, and the sales were fairly evenly
distriouted throughout the residence sec-
tions., The liat inoluded tenements, flats,
private houses, lots, antiquated premises,
and elevator apartment houses, which
ranked numerically in the order named.
The greatest number of transactions was
reported from the lower East Bide. Trad-
ing was active also in the midtown dixtrict,
on the upper East Side, and north of 110th
street. The upper and lower West Sides
ocontributed a comparatively small amount
of business,

The notable deals of the week were con-
cerned for the most part with private
houses. No. 12 East Fiftv-sscond street
was bought by Levi C. Weir, No. 13 East
Thirty-sixth street by Gerala F. Hoyt,
No. 17 East Bixty-third street by Mrs
H. B. Gilbert and N). 826 Fifth avenue by
W.W. & T. M. Hall. John R. Drexel
purchased Noe. 1 and 3 East Bixty-second
street as a site for a new residence and
W. K. Vanderbilt, Jr., completed negotia-
tions for a site, 50x130, at the northeast
corner of Fifth avenue and Fifty-seccn’!
street, forming part of the Hotel Lang-
ham property. These transactions were
supplemented by some twenty-five aeals
in less expensive private houses, a ma-
jority of which were located south and
east of Central Park. The demand for
dwellings in this locality ocontinues ap-
parently unabated, although cwners have
marked up prices to unprecedented heights.

Current brokerage reports reveal a ten-
dency on the part of builders to return to
the construction of elevator apartment
houses. Several plota were hought last
week for improvement with this type of
housing. Most of the sites were located
in Harlem and on Washington Heights,
and it seems not unlikely that a considerable
construction movement will be developed
there in the course of the spring. An im-
portant building operation on Washington
Heights, timed with referenoe to the opening
of the subway, was announced and others
will no doubt follow in rapidly increasing
numbers. H. Raabe & BSons expressed
theisr intention of beginning shortly the
erection of two six-story elevator apart-
ment houses, each containing accommo-
dations for 240 families, on Boulevard
Lafayette, hetween 1618t and 162d streets.

Most of the building prcjscts currently
planned, however, have reference to the
tenement district. The lower West Side is
receiving a growing share of attention from
builders. Many factories and loft buildings
have been erected there in the last few
years, while the shopping district in Sixth
avenue has been «x:ended half a mile north-
ward. These chauges call for new housing
to accommodate an increasing population
of wage earners employed in the depart-
ment stores, wholesale houses and factories
which are muhlﬁlytn. with unexampled
rapidity on the lower West Side. The ex-

sion of business there is not only creat-
ing a larfer local demand for labor, but is
constantly encroaching on the existing
supply of residence housing, and it seems
Hkgnx that the process of rebullding the
neighborhood on a large scale with tall
ter.ements cannot be long postponed.

Meantime the bulk of present move-
ment in tenement house property s con-
cerned with the East S'd+ aird is justificd
both by the existing demwi.d 1or new quai -
ters and by an increased investment de-
mand that is expected to ariss there
In the neighborhood of 400 tenements were
destroycd a year ago to make way for the
new Delancey street bridge. This change
meant an expenditure, probably, of con-
siderably more than $5,000,000. 1at money
has not yet been paid, but when it is it 'ifl
naturally flow back again into tenement
house aquities.

Not the least important news of the
week was the announcement that the
Brunswick Construction Company has
finally secured title to the site of the pro-
posed new Hotel Brunswick, which is ex-
pected to be a valuable factor in rehabili-
tating the lower ena of the shopping section
of Fifth avenue. The time 'g:k-g it has
saken to obtain the aite and tho high prices
paid afford an exoellent illustration of the
dificulties encountered in gathering to-
gether a plot of the dimensions needed for
modern buildinge in the built-up part of
Manhattan.

Seven parcels were aoquired. They
form a square 107.6x180.8, occupying the
block front on the east side of Fifth avenue,
between Twenty-sixth and Twenty-seventh
streetm. Three of them were bought
through Charles T. Barney, for a total of
$1.300,000; the north corner of Twenty-sixth
street at $580,000, the seven-story bullding
to the north of it at $820,000, and No. 7 East
Twenty-sixth street at $280,009. Through
J. Delmage Trimble were msecured three
parcels at a tosal of $1,080,000. These were
the south corner of Twenty-seventh street
at $260,000; the Lostimer house, No. 8 East
Twentv-sixth street, at $400,000, and the
adjoining Burden house, No. ﬂiut Twenty-
sixth street, at $880,000. The small build-
ing just south of the corner of Twenty-
wventh strect was bought from James
Whallace at $100,000. The total d forthe
entire plot was thus $2,5620,000. It isunder-
stood that, with the additional expendi-
tures required for buying up leases, the
purchase price will be not far from $100
a square foot,
