FEAR NO. 13 AS A HOODO,

Glendale Fire Laddics Fight to Get Another
Billet,

The number 13 is held in such supere
gtition by the members of the Glendales,
of the Newtown, Queens county, fire depart-
ment that an action at law has been brought
to get rid of the number. This suit is op-
posed by another company of volunteers,
the Metropolitans, who will have to ac-
cept the hoodoo number if the court
should side with the Glendales.

A law passed for the organization of the
Newtown fire department provided that
each company might bear whatever sen-
timental, brave or ingpiring name it pleasad,
but each company must be numbered.
The Glendales proceeded to take out a
charter and to make application to the
fire department to Le listed. At that time
eleven companies were on the list, The
Metropolitans took out a charter, too, but
after the Newtowns had secured theirs,
Both flled applications with the jpresident
of the fire department. He listed the Mets
first, so the Glendales got the number 13,

In the expectation that they would be
enrolled ahead of the Mets the Glendales

bought caps and shirts bearing the num-
ber 12. When the action of the fire de-
artment was made kuown, the Glendales
weld an indignation meetin After vain
appeals to the local anthorities they hired
a lawver, who went to Long Island City
and applied for a writ of mandamus to
compeY the president of the fire depart-
ment to put thewm on the list ahead of the
Mets

I'he Metg, by Lawyer T. H. Friend, who
appeared for President Cadwell of the fire
department, opposed the application. The
Glendales averred in their formal state-
meut of grievance that if they were com-

led to wear the number 13 they would
!: subjected to great humiliation and

ignominy. :
Among the affidavits presented wasone
by Charles Popp, who swears that he is

number 13 as the men of the company
are numbered, and that if he must be 13
in Company 13 he is afraid his luck
cannot stand the strain,

Both rompamea were admitted on the
same day, Jan. 5. In his defenoce the presi-
dent_of the fire department sets up that
the Mets put in their application nineteen
days ahead of the Clendales and are en-
titled to the preference.

The case came up in Long Island City
yesterday and was adjourned for a week,
