Pramvererp, N, J., Jan. 30 —Not until
to-day did Plainfleld fully realize the mag-
pitude of the awful railroad disaster of
Tuesday night. This was the day for the
funerals of many of the vietims and
the proclamationa issued by the Mavors
of Plainfield and North Plainfield that this
afternoon be observed as a period of mourn-
ing were generally responded to

There was an entire suspension of busi-
ness during the afternoon, all the public
schools were closed and flags were flying

at half mast in all parts of the city.
The list of victims has been increased
by two, making a total of twenty-three
dead. William M. V. Clark of 214 FEast
Ninth street, died at the hospital this morn-
and J. Everitt Reighton died to-night.
Vith the exception of Wilkon Frederick,
all the injured at the hospital are doing
well. He has a small chance to pull
through. Of the injired ones at their
homes, there are report= of improvement,
The city was filled with strangers to-aay,
who had come 10 pay a last fribute to the
memoriea of the victims, whom they had
known in life. Churches were filled to
overflowing and the funera
wore the largpest ever seon hore )
The funeral of (harles T Thayer, superin-
tendent of the National Express Company,
brought together an unusually large num-
ber of prominent business men.

TielUp Wil Be Made (General To-day
-Strike May Spread.

AMSTERDAM Jan. 30.—The strike here,

UNION PACIFIC STRIKE GOES ON.

President Burt Tells Men They Must Submit
to Plece Werk Rule.

OMaHA, Neb,, Jan. %.—The etrike of
the Union Pacific machinists and other
shopmen will continue to a finish. The
conferences were resumed in Omaha this
morning and lasted Just three minutes,
ending in the strikers leaving the Union
Pacific headquarters in a bitter mood, with
their demands refused.

President McNeil, of the boflermagrs
acted as spokeesman. He said that he and
the other leaders had thoroughly investi-
gated the sentiment among the strikers
since the New York oconference, and that
he was instructed to demand the absolute
withdrawal of the piece work order before
the men would return to work.

“Gentlemen, I congratulate you on the
good fight you have put up,” said Preaident
Burt, “but you can never work on the
Union Pacific again except under the piece
work system.”

NEXT WEEK.

The Week After That for Arguments
—Miner Whe Testified and Lost His
Job to Get It Back—Reading Closes
the Case for the Operaters—Pajyrolls

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 30.—Prompt righting
of what the strike commission considered
a wrong marked the session of the inquiry
to-day.

Lawyer Wolverton had called John E.
Davis, mine foreman at the Potta colliery,
¢o testify In reference to the discharge of
John P. Clark, a miner who had testified
before the commission at Scranton. The
wituese said that Clark neglected his work
and although he knew that Clark went to
Bcoranton, he was not aware that Clark had
been summoned before the commission.
Three days later, when Clark returned to
the Potts colliery, he was informed that his
services were rofonger required, as another
man had his place.

| pecially colonial interesta, to American
| bluff and accepts it as gratefully as if the
| original claim was rather one of right than
| of impudence. It adds:
l *“We have so consistently given way to
' the United States on every or
| many years that sucoesaful opposition
becomea more difficult at each encounter.
Seriously disturbed at their own audacity
lin daring to aot in union with a Govern-
I ment of which the United States has sus-
! picions, the directors of our policy are
| throwing our premier colony to the able
! diplomacy of the United States ss a smal
pledge of our determination to be friends
ot all hazards. It is, of course, conceivable
that the American Senate may be so blind
to its own interests as to rejeot the treaty,
but we do not anticipate such good fortune.*
The Reriew scouts the reported Canadian
acquiescence in the treaty, and declares:
*It remains to be seen what the attitude
of the Canadian people will be toward this
pitiful abandonment. It may be such as
not only to shake the imperial position of
the Canadian Prime Minister, but to shake
even the imperial connaction between our-
selves and the colony. Well informed
Canadians anticipate an unfavorable de-
cision, an anticipation which we entirely
share. Englishmen know uand care so
much more what Americans think than
they do for Canadian opinion that they
will one day have a rude awakening. Our
Ministry is doing its best to demonstrate
to the Canadians that their particular in-
terests cannot be allowed to cpnflict with
those of the foreign Powers, which for the
moment the man in the English street
delighta to favor.”

FOREST AND GAME REPORT.

Legislation for the Adirondack Region
Recommended.

ALBANY, Jan. 30 —The State Forest, Fish
and Game Commission iun its annual report
to the Legislature, which was handed down
in the Assembly this morning, after review-
ing the work of a highly successful year,
makes the following recommendations

Mr. McManns Introduces & Bl Almed at
Patent Medicine Companies—Bill to
Protect Greuse and Woodeock Is
Reperted Favorably in the Senate.

ALBANY, Jan. 30.—To-day there was not
a bandful of legislators in either house.
Senator Raines presided over the Senate
and Jean L. Bumnett of Ontario, deputy
majority leader on the floor, acted as
Speaker of the Assembly and John Hill
Morgan acted as majority leader. One of
the rules set down by Speaker Nizon and
Leader Rogers this year haa been that no
bills shall be introduced by unanimous
consent. All bills must be dropped in
the box.

Aseemblyman McManus wanted to intro-
duce a bill aimed at all patent medicine
concerns. Mr. Morgan cbjected to ita in-
troduction. Mr. McManus at once raised
the question of no quorum. Mr, Burnett
said that the clerk would ascertain if there
was a quorum present, but Minority Leader
Palmer and others asked Mr. McManus not
to raise the point, and he withdrew it on
being permitted to introduce his bill, which
is a rather unique one.

Several bills aimed at patent medicine
companies have made their appearance
this year, but this one differs from all
others. It prohibits the publication in an
advertisement of nn.yl pictures h:r testi-
monials of persons alleged to have been
cured without first having been certified
to by the board of health of the place in
which the person lives, and for every such
testimonial the company must pay a local
tax of $25. The bill d:;'dp;oﬂdolo that
eve reparation advert or sale must
ﬂrmry\: sscmitwd to the local boards of

| health for analysis.

MUSTN'T ACCEPT PASSES.

An Assemblyman Informed That It Woeuld
