Meanwhile the doors were kept locked and
the - notice announcing the temporary
suspenaion kept posted.

At 9 o'clock, the usual hour for opening,
a crowd of savings depositors, most of them
poor people, filled the hall of the bullding
in which both Institutions are lccated, and
another crowd walted on the street. When
they saw that the company was going to
remaln closed they went away, a lot of the

women crying.

Many folt disturbed because the trust
company, instead of opening for business,
callod for the examiner, but the offioers
say that this is a precautionary measure
to show their depositors that tho company
is sound.
