George R. Bristor, Attorney of the Firm,
Arrested on Another Charge, Sald
to Have Had No Interest In the Firm
—He Glves Ball In Assault Case.

The statement in yesterday's SUN about
a defalcation in the office of William Cos-
¢itt Cone & Co., stock brokers at 44 Broad
Atreet, was prom)um-ed correct vesterday
by counsel for George R. Bristor, the at-
torney for the firm. Bristor's lawyer said

@Mr. Bristor had no connection with the
firm except as attorney. He was not a
partner and had no financial interest there.
During the past five or six years William
Cossitt Cone has had four or five partners
under that firm name. His brother, Fred-
erick Hayes Cone, has not been a member
for some time. Under the law Mr. Cone
had a right to continue the use of the firm
name. Some of his former partners be-
came employeen later.

“There existed in the offices a perfect
confidence between employer and employee
which has resulted apparently in a breach
of faith. For many months the accounts
have been manipulated to cover thefts of
cash. These pilferings were covered up
during the month in the petty cash account
and at the end of the month were chargt
to profit and loss. Fo far as has been dis-
closed the defalcation amounts to between
$20,000 and $40,000. It is understood that
the firm will be in position to continue
business as soon as the experts have ascer-
talned just what the situation is.  One of
the accountants has found that in one in-
stance a customer paid in eash for margin
on stocks and the money was charged off
as expended for sundries, )

“Two men are under police espionage,
bus I do not know that any criminal charge
will be laid against them, It seems certain
that more than one person had a knowl-
edge of these transactions and probably
more than one profited by them.

“We understand that William Cossitt
Cone & Co. are solvent and that no suspen-
sion or wiﬁnmﬁnt is to be expected.
