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HUSHED IN SHERIFF'S OFFICE.

WHEN ALBERT L. MEYER IS AR-
RESTED NOBODY TELLS.

it Has Happened Twice, Now—Sheriff
Says “If Anybody Got Any Money
for It We'd Like te Knew Whe He
Is '—Naturally—Society eof Silenoce.

The Bociety of Prosperous Silence has
gained a new momber. Who he ia s not
definitely known, but his business addrees
is belisved to be the Sheriff’s office of this
county. William J. O'Brien, the Sheriff,
does not seem to know the identity of the
new member nor do his deputies appear to
be any the wiser. But as a lawyer who
has frequent dealings with the Sheriff's
office remarked yesterday, “there’s a nigger
in the woodpile somewhere.”

The latest instance in which an “incon-
venjent” news item did not reach the papers
through the usual channels is the arrest on
a olvil process of Albert L. Meyer, whose
financial troubles in connection with the
so-called Webb-Meyer Syndicate stocks
were notorious last summer. Mr. Meyer
was arrested by a deputy sheriff on civil
writs signed by a Supreme Court Justice
on two occasions, Nov. 6 and Feb. 9. When
an arrest of this character is made and the
prisoner is releasad on giving bail, as was
Mr. Meyer on each occasion, the indorsed
writs and the legal papers attaching to
them become publio and are placed where
all who wish to inspect them may do so.

Sometimes, however, they are not and
this happened each time that Mr. Meyer
was arrested.

Sheriff O'Brien was asked yesterday
it he ocould explain. He replied that such
matters did not pass through his hands,
but that he oould not understand why any
satisfied writs had not been made public.
As to Meyer's arreet, Sheriff O'Brien de-
clared that he had never heard of it. He
oalled Chief Deputy Edward Moen to his
office and explained the situation.

“Well,” said Mr. Moen, "I don't exactly

recall the arrest.”

After a little reflection, however, Mr.
Moen did recall the later arrest, though
in a very vague way. But as to why the
legal papers in the case were “mislaid,”
he professed ignorance. After some more
reflection Mr. Moen brightened up con-
siderably, however.

*You see,” he exclaimed, “there are many
cases where the plaintiff's lawyer asks that
the papers be not made public, and we
always try to oblige them that way."

“Yea,” chimed in Sheriff O Brien, "and
you must remember that if there are other
arrests to be made, we don't make the
paper publio then.”

“But there were no other defendants in
this case,” remarked the reporter.

*“Um—well, 1 didn't know.”

“No," interspersed Moen, “but the plain-
tiff's lawyer may have requested the matter
to be kept guhn.'

“Did l?e? was asked.

The plaintiff’s lawyers in the suit against
Meyer are Johnston & Johnston of 8 Centre
street. They flatly denied ever asking
that the arrest be kept secret.

“We axpected to see the matter pub-
lished,"” said Mr. Johnston,” and we have

The Meyer arrest is not the first one
which lawvers have found occasion to
wonder at the methods pursued in certain
cases in the Sheriff'a office. There have
been many complaints and rumors, but
nothing detinite has resulted, the aggrieved
lawyers seeming to have an indisposition
to “buck up” againgt the Sherifl's office

But, nevertheless, the impression has
grown that but little consideration is shown
to a litigant whose opponent is more liberal

NOT LARCENY AT COMMON LAW.

Ceurt Rules That It Ia Net a Crime for
Finder of Lest Property to Sell It.

RoomnsTeR, Feb. 18.—The Monroe County
Court has held that it is not a orime for a
person who finds property to sell it. The
point was made in the case of William Smith,
who found a sixty-dollar dlamond ring in
the street, and immediately sold it for
$10. A man who saw him pick up the ring
told on him and Smith was arrested.

His attorney made the point that there can
be no larceny in the sale of found property.
In the Franklin Syndicate case the Court
of Appeals held that larceny at common
law did not exist excopt the original taking
was a trespass and the intent then existed
in the mind of the person at the time of
the commission of the crime to misap-
propriate the property. He said the sec-
tion under which the indietment was found
was passed in 1881, when the new penal code
was adopted, and has never been amended
since and follows the common law. He
quoted the case of the people against Ander-
son, in 1837, in which it was held that a bona
fide finder of lost property was not guilty
of larceny by any subsequent conversion of
it, even after he had found the owner.

Judge Sutherland ruled that if the de-
fendant found the ring, there being no
evidence to show that he know the owner
or that there were marks of identification
upon it, and sold it before he found the
owner, he was not guilty of larceny, but if
he knew the owner before he made the
sale a larceny was committed, Smith
was acquitted.
