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SALVAGE FOR STALLED AUTOS.

GIDDAP, CINDERELLA, AND PULL
'EM OUT FOR HALF A DOLLAR.

The Hobekus Expressman Offers Animal
Power In the Snowdrifts of Fifth
Avenue to the Athwart, Askew and
Rubsa<dubbing Bunch of Immoblles.

Because the heavy” automobile cabs

are often seen making fine progress through

snow, when other vehicles are labor-

ing in the steep roads, there has been a

general notion among persons, not auto-

mobilists, that the automobile was not in
danger of getting stuck in winter storms.

Pedestrians in Fifth avenue on Saturday
afternoon had an opportunity to see the
fallacy of this notion and to enjoy an amus-
ing spectacle at the same time. On a short
stretch of the avenue in the neighborhood
of the Waldorf-Astoria a dozen automo-
biles in the space of a few minutes were
stalled in the snow and slush. They ap-
peared to be literally sprawling about the
roadway like so many helplees, inebriated
men with arms and legs that refused to
cqdrdinate.

The idea of an intoxicated procession
suggested itself at once, owing to the char-
acreristio of automobiles to run askew,
or *on the bias,” rather than straight ahead
and to stop at a curb with the body of the
vehicle at an acute angle to the sidewalk
and very likely the front or rear wheels
standing at the reverse angle. There were
the machines in every conceivable atti-
tude wherever helpleseness had overtaken
them.

Most of them were private vehicles of
the open variety that when under command
present a very fine appearance and whose
owners even look a little haughty as they
glide past horse vehicles or pedestrians.
There were automobiles facing uptown
and automobiles facing downtown, ‘auto-
mobiles pointing at various angles toward
the eurb, and automobiles presenting
broadsides to the up and down traffic.
Some of these riding athwart the high-
way pointed east and some of them
pointed west.

011, AS FUEL ON THE PACIFIC.

Viore Steamers te Be Fitted for Using It

—Also Used on Hawalian Plantations.

HoxoLvLy, Feh. 8- 0il will =oon replace
coal ax fuel on all of the Pacific steamers
if tests now being made on the Pacific Muil
lines prove successful. All of the Oceanic
Steamship Company's boats will soon be
refitted as oil burners, so successful has
heen the results with the Alameda and
\lariposa. These two later steamers are
of 3,00 tons burden, the Alameda on the
Honolulu run and the Mariposo on the
Tahiti run, but the Sierra, Sonoma and
Ventura are soon to he taken off of the
Anstralian run, also for the purpose of re-
fitting them with oil burners.

On the recent record-breaking trip of
the Korea from San Francisco to Honolulu
when the record was lowered over six hourse,
two experts were on hoard with a view to
acquainting themselves with the working
of the vessel and to ascertain what is needed
to make her into an oil burner. On the
Iwats where the oil has been tried it has
heen found to be more economical, and
there is hardly any more danger than with
the use of bituminous fuel. The Pacihc
Mail company is now considering the use
of oil on the Korea, and it would not be
surprising if a change were made upon her
return from the Orient.

il has almost entirely replaced coal on
the sugar plantations in Hawali and is re-
ported to be effecting a tremendonus saving,
both in the cost of labor and of fuel. Nearly
all of the plantations on Oahu now use
ecrude oil. Immense oil tanks have been
erected on the Honolulu waterfront for
storage of oil, and it is piped from here
to tank cars and takan to the various planta-
tians. 8o rapidly has the use of oil grown
that there are now half a dozen oil vessels
operating hetween the Hawaiian Islands
and San Francisco. The oil is used not
only in the operation of the mills and pumps
on the islands, but also in the operation of
plantation locomotives, An employee on
otie of the local plantations has perfected
an arrangement for the use of oil in loco-
motives which is reported to he very ruc-
ressfyu

BLIND, YRT WALKS UNAFRAID.

MATHEMATICAL FEATS
WITHOUT CIPHERING.

DOES

And, Has Attained High Honors at ULnk
versities Here and Abroad—A Sightless
Coach at Columbia Whose Ambition It
Is to Be the Leading Mathematician.

The faculty of Columbia University are
greatly interested in Dr. Newell Perry.
Ph. D, the blind scholar who was recently
graduated with high honors at the Univer-
sity of Munich and who is now coaching
nearly fifty Columbia students in mathe-
matics. Dr. Perry is staying at 402 West
124th street and has become an intereating
figure in that neighborhood from the fact
that when he goes out he never carries a
cane, although he has been totally blind
since he was 8 ycars old.

He was then on his father's ranch in
Shasta county Cal, and wiile playing
one day his face came in contact with
poison. He went totally blini in a few
weeks. He evinced a liking for mathe-
matics and when he was about 12 years of
age Prof. Wilkinson of the School for the
Blin ' in California took him in hand. He
worked his way through that institution
and was then admitted to the State High
School. He was graduated from there with
the highest honors.

From there Dr. Perry took a course at
the University of California. being gradu-
ated from thero at the age of 19 with a
reputation all over the Pacific Coast as
* the brilliant blind student.” He does the
most difficult problems in mathematics
mentally, never using pencil or paper,
and rarely makes a mistake.

The degree of bachelo: of philosophy waa
conferred upon him by the University of
California in 1806 and he became a fellow
of the university—the youngest there.
He made enough money in coaching stu-
dents to pay his way through the university
and while there he also secured a leave of
absence and took a post graduate course
in mathematics in the University of Chicago.

Two years ago Dr. Perry went to Munich.
His wonderful aptitude for higher mathe-
matics soon attracted the attention of the
professors there. A mathematical treatise
he wrote was adopted as a standard work
at the university. Meantime he took up
German and French and in two years
Jearned to speak and write both languages.
He made enough money in coaching stu-
dents and writing to pay_his way through
the university, and his passage back to this
country and still had a fair sum left when
he arrived here a few weeks ago.

Dr. Perry says it is his ambition to become
the greatest mathematician in America.
He has developed his senses of hearing,
feeling and smell to A wonderful degree.
Every day he walks out and never thinks
of carrying a canc, and he says he is never ill.
He said yesterday:

“Wheu I was a student at the University
of California I used to go out bicyocle riding
with a chum of mine and all I had to guilde
myself by was the oceasional sound of
his bell. when we had to pass a team or
got into a tight place where caution was
necessary. We frequently went on century
runs and never once did we meet with any
mishap.

*I tried to get some of the students at
Munich to accompany me, but the pro-
fessors would not allow me toride a bicycle.
They thought 1 was taking my life in my
hands but if I have somebody with me
who knows how to ride well there Is no
danger of my getting hurt.”

The dootor says he can always tell when
he is near a large object by the sound of his
footfall, and he knows whenever he passes
a tree. Asked if he wouldn't like to have
his eyesight back he said that in bhis case
it might be a hinderance to his progress.

Those who have witnessed a test of Dr.
Perry's mental problems in mathematics
congider them wonderful. He is now 29
years old.

SWEDES SEEK A NATIONAL DAY.

Likely to Choose FEricsson's Rirthday
—Gireat Celebration of It Planned.

The Swedes of this city and of the cities
along the Jersey shore are planning a mon-
ster demonstration on July 31 in celebration
of the 100th anniversary of John Ericsson's
birth and the tenth anniversary of the rais-
ing of his statue in Battery Park. The
day is always observed by the Swedes,
but this year the celebration will be of
unusual scope,

It is probable that the plans now matur-
ing will include a determined effort to ob-
tain what the Swedes of this country have
long been wanting, that is a national holi-
day of their own to be obeerved by the
race all over the country. Their brethren,
the Norwegians, have selected for this
purpose May 17, which is the date on which
the present Constitution of Norway was
ratified. That day is a legal holiday in
Norway as well, and is observed as en-
thusiastically thero as is July 14, the anni-
versary of the storming of the Bastille

at Paris.

The Swedes have vainly tried to find
popular support of a number of days sig-
nificant in Swedish history, and especially
for St. John's Night, June 24, which in
Sweden is called Midsummmer Eve and eall
over the country is devnted to all-night
dancing around the Maypole. The recog-
nition of that day has come down to the
present Swedes from their forefathers,
who set aside that day, it being the longest
of the vear when the sun never goes dowr,
in northernmost Sweden, for festivities in
honor of the sun god. But the recent effort
to make it a national holiday has been based
on the fact that the day saw the triumphaut
entrance of King Gustavus Vasa, the Alfred
of Sweden, into Stockholm after he had
driven the Danes out of the country.

The men in charge of the Jnl.n?’.ricaon
festivities hope that the memory of him,
whom they n-? rd as the greatest repre-
sentative of their race in this country,
may serve to rally their countrymen as
no other appeal could. It is probable
that to facilitate the materialization of
their plans delegates from all the prin-
cipal Swedish strongholde in this country
cast of St. Paul and Minneapolis will bhe
asked to send delogates to this city on
July 31

The wrincipal feature of the programme
for the day will be the unveiling of the new
statue of Ericeson given to the city by
the sculptor, Jonathan Scott Hartley.
The |)b\l‘t‘l-rnt statue is the work of Hartley
ard his dissatisfaction with it has beern
the cause of his desire to substitute a new
one. The new statue will not be raised on
the epct now occupied by the old one bul
will receive a more fitting place farther
up in the park. The Park Board has two
sites under consideration, either of which
is satisfactory to the dSwedes.

The ceremonies accompanying the un-
veiling of the new statue will be preceded
by a parade in which not less than 5,000
Swedcs are expectnd to take part. A
chorus of 50X voices, including the members
of all the Swedish ringing socicties and
church choirs in this city will perenade
the statue.

A meeting was recently held by delegates
from thirty Swedish organizations in
Manhattan, Brooklyn and Jersey City,
at which these plans were broached and
approved, and the meeting resolved itsell
into a general committee for carrying them
out.
