Committees on Constitutien, Measerement
and Racing Rules Repert.

A meeting of the delegates to the recent!
organizéd Motor Boat Assoclation was Iul‘
last night at the Columbla Yacht Club at the
foot of West Bighty-eixth street. At a pre-
vious meeting committees were appointed to
frame a constitution and by-laws and drawup
arule of measurement, racing rules and a
#cale of ime allowance, These committees
made their reports last night. The association
is supported by many of the largest yacht
cluba in this section and the organizers hope
that it will exterd ita influence and in time
become a national organization.

The delegates discussed tha bill recently
Introduced In the State Assembly, which re-
quires that all in charge of a motor boat shall
be qualified through having passed a neces-
fary eXamination.

NEW DEVICE ON GOULD AUTO.

French Contrivance That Combines Time,
Speed and Mileage Indicator.

On a rew Merecedes automobile of forty
nominal horse power and fifty-two om the
brake, which was imported a few weeks ago
by Frank J. Gould, is an instrument that has
heen recently brought out in Franoe for
recording the rate ofspeed at every eighth
of a mile. It is a simple-looking contrivance,
but made with wonderful ingenuity, and
