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SUGDEN A DETECTIVE AGAIN.
DECISIO:"I: ‘::'SY C‘A;u:ll' COST

He Gets 8400 Back Pay, and About 150
Other Reduced Sleuths Are Fighting
for Reinstatement—Provisions of
Charter’ Held to Be Binding.

ALBANY, March 6.—The Court of Appeals
to-day ordered the reinstatement of Ed-
ward D. Sugden as a detective sergeant
in the New York city police department,
reversing the Special 'erm and the Ap-
pellate Division, First Department.

Sugden, who had been a member of
the poljce force since 1806, was promoted
by a resolution of the Police Board to the
Detective Bureau, with the rank of detec-
tive sergeant. In July, 1802, he was re-
duced to patrol duty by Police Commis-

sloner Partridge. He protested, contend-
ing that the action of the Commissioner

was lllo&:‘l.

The rt of Appeals orders his rein-
statement and the parvment to him of his
back sal as detective sergeant,

Jud ht, who wrote the opinion,
in which the other Ju concu , holds
that the provisions of the Police law for
New York city, enacted in 1001, providing
that the detective sergeants on the force
on April 1, 1001, “shall not be reduced in
rank or uinry.' exocept in the manner pro-
vided by law for sergeants and other offi-
cers of the police force” applies to Sugden
Andkprotocu him from reduction to the
ranks,

Commissioner Partridge held that Sug-
den’s designation as sergeant by the old
Police Board was temporary, but the
Court of Appeals denies , since the reso-
lution promoting him did not so state.

Sugden was reduced by Commissioner
Partridge on July 17 last year. His salary
at the time was $2,000 a year. He was
sent back to trol duty at a salary of
$1.400 a year. By the decision of the Court
of Appeals Sugden will collect $400 back
salary.

At the time of Sugden’s reduction forty-
seven others were sent back to trol
duty. If the rulin% in his case applies to
them the city will bave to pay out $16,000
in back pay.

I earnestly
hope that we shall ‘'not be hampered by
continual complaints arising from hitches
such as are unavoidable in introducing and
perfecting the reforms.
