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* JERSEY RULES FOR AUTOS.

New Law Noew In Effect There Pleases
New Yorkers—The Main Points.

Automobilists in New York are much grati-
fied by thq fact that the modified bill for
which they worked In conjunction with the
Automobile Club of New Jersey has been
signed by the Governor of New Jersey and
Lus become a law for that Btate, Because of
the extent to which New Yorkers travel on
the New Jersey roads, the provisions of the
bill are of almost as much interest to them
48 to Jerseymen.

The new law includes all forms of motor
vehicles not run on tracks. Residents and
non-residents who use automobiles on the
roads are required to flle a description of
them, an aMdavit of competency and to take
out a lioense, the fee for which is $1. The
license number must be plainly shown on the
rear of the vehicle by day and on the lamps
by night. Two white front lights and one
red rear light must be carried. The speed
limits are as follows: One mile in six
minutes upon the sharp ocurves of highways
lnd at the intersection of crossroads in the

n country, or where the houses are more
l an 100 feet apart; a speed of one mile in
seven minutes bum-up gonlono of cities,
towuns and vullm where the houses are less
than 100 feet ng:c a speed of one mile in
three minutes ** where and except as other-
wise provided” in the foregoing.

There are no unreasonably severe penalties
provided for. Polioe officers may arrest
wlthout a warrant when they witness speed-

but otherwise a summons must be ob-

n The maximum penalty for drivin
an automobile without a license is a fine o

for a first offenos and $100 for a second.

'or not having the license number displayed
the maximum r'nnlty is ou for using a fioti-
tious number It is $100. The maximum pen-
alties for nolnln’ the spc\ed provisions vary.
For infraction the law about turning
corners and passing crossroads at one mile
in six minutes the maximum fine is $25, and
it is the same for violating the rate of a mile
in seven minutes In the built-up portions of
towns. For exceeding the rate of a mile in
three minutes, or twenty miles an hour in
the open country, the maximum fine for a
first offence is $50; for a second offence of
this sort a fine of $100 may be imposed and,
at the discretion of the Judge, an im rison-
mem of ten days in addition. For not stop-
