Bill That Wenld Ferce Franchise-Helding
Corperations to Disclose Their AfMairs.
ALBaNY, March 26.—At the request of
the City Club of New York city, Assembly-
man Bostwick introduced a bill to-day
which would force all the franchise-hold-
ing corporations ifi the city to disclose to
the public four times a year every detail
of their affaire. Mr. Bostwick's bill creates
a new bureau in the Finance Department
to be known as the Municipal Bureau of
Accounts and Statistics.
Every public service corporation in the
city, including transportation, telegraph
and telephone companies and companies
engaged in the business of furnishing gas,
water, steam or electricity, is required to
file quarterly reports containing informa-
tion to be prescribed by the Comptroller.

WHYOURSHIPS DON'T GOTO KIEL.

Semi-Gffictal Statement Made tn Germany
te Expiain Matters.

BerLIN, March 26.— President Roosevelt's
non-acceptance of Emperor William's in-
vitation for the American North Atlantic
squadron to visit Kiel creates some sur-
prise, notwithstanding the official explana-
tion from W, that the object of
the uquadron's transatlantic trip was for
drill only.

“For the purpose of preventing miscon-
struction, a semi-official statement has
been issued, announcing that Mr. Roose-
velt received the Emperor's intimation
that the squadron would be welcome at
Kiel with pleasure and satisfaction, but
that the visit to Europe had been in the
meantime abandonad for technical reasons
which had no connection with the Em-
peror's communication to Mr. Roosevelt,

MACDONALD'S FUNERAL.

The Bedy Will Be Sent Frem Parls to
Scetiand for Burial.

Panis, March 26—The body of Major-
Gen. Sir Hector Macdonald, who commftted
suicide at the Regina Hotel here yesterday
will not be buried In a Paris cemetery as
was at first proposed. The body will be
sent to Scotland for interment. It was
removed to a erypt in the British Embassy
Church this evening.

Before the body was taken to the orypt
religious services were held, the assistant
chaplain of the Embasay church officlating.
Among those t were several French
officials and t.-Col. Montagu Stuart-
Wortley, the British Military Attaché, who
was a companion-in-arms of Gen. Macdon-
ald in Afghanistan, Egypt and South Africa.

It is officially stated that the funeral will
be held in Parls in accordance with the
wish of relatives.

One of the letters found on the General's
body was from prominent inhabitants of
Ceylon and countained expressions of sym-
pathy with him in hia trouble.

Many rumors are in circulation in regard
to the General's suicide. One assertion
is that a mals nuree accompanied him from
England because his mind was noticeably
affected. Another is that he was advised
to commit sulcide.

The immediate cause of his breakdown
and suicide seems to have bean the fact
that he naw his portrait in a newspaper in

He feit that his return to Ceylon
under a cloud would be intolerable, espe-
clally as all the passengers on the steam-
ship would know of the scandal.

MOSES FOWLER CHASE FOUND.

His Father Takes Him Parts House,
Where His Unele Him.
Special Cable Despatch to THR SUN.

Parts, March 26.—In 1800 Moses Fowler
Chase of lafayette, Ind., was brought
here by his uncle and aunt, Mr. and Mms.
Charles Duhme of Oincinnati, and placed
in a sanitarium in the suburbs of Paris,
Two months ago Addison C. Harris, former
United States Minister to Austria and coun-
sel for young Chase's father, cabled Mr.
Gowdy, the American Consul-General here,
to trace Chase. About three weeks ago
Secretary of State Hay cabled Mr. Gowdy
to act as Chase's guardian under the
French law when he was found.

Mr. Gowdy hired a woman to work up
the case. She®followed the Consul's in-
structions and found Chase. M. Lepine,
the Prefect of Police, rendered all the
assistanoe in his power during the search,
but the discovery of the youth was due
to Mr. Gowdy's efforts.

Chase was found in Dr. Gomar's institu-
tion, No. 130 Rue de la Glaciére. Mr.
Gowdy instructed Drs. Fischer and An-
theaume, eminent experts, to examine
the young man. They did so and imme-
diately pronounced him to be of unsound
mind, whereupon he was removed to a
recognized French sanitarium, where he
will receive every care.
