HAVANA March 27 After receiving a
telegram from Sefior Quesada the Cuban
Minister at Washington regarding the
form of the Reciprocity treaty President
Palma today called the Senate Foreign
Committee to the palace Seflor Jueaada
said that he had just conferred with Secre-

tary of State Hay and that the amend-
ments to the treaty if adopted by the
Cuban Senate must not differ in any re-

spect from the form in which were
adopted by the American the
treaty changed by the Cuban Senate
as proposed it will be annulled

Seflor also said that President
Itoosevelt promises to call a special session
of Congress to consider the treaty and
that he will do all he can to have it In force
by Dec 1 The Minister added that Secre-
tary Hay had cabled to Minister Squiers
that it was Mr Roosevelts intention to call
tho American Congress to approve the
treaty before Dec 1

The Foreign Committee of the Senate
