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IRON WORKERS BOSS SAYS HE
WON'T END SUBWAY STRIKE.

Using the Hold-Up of the Work as a Club
Against the American Bridge Co. In
Its Fight With the Unlon—Struggle
Coming Which May HBe Natlonal

The preliminary fight between the Ameri-
can Bridge Company and the Structural
Tron Workers of America, which is generally
believed by building contragiors to be only
the opening of a struggle between the iron
workers and their employers all over the
country, over the demands for higher
wages, shorter hours and more privileges
made by the unions, was at a deadlock
vesterday.

The employers here, who are now part
of a national organization, decline to deal
with President Buchanan of the men's
national union, and the National Union of
Structural Iron Workers declines to let the
local union handle the Ne® York troubles
by themselves.

Work on the subway is held up as well as
on many buildings, and President Buchanan
declines to treat for its continuance, as-
perting In so many words, according to
President Orr of the Rapld Transit Com-
mission, that the city's interests are noth-
ing to him compared with those of his or-
ganization,

The intention of the National Union
seems to be to use the holding up of the
subway work as a weapon to end the fight
against the bridge company in the union's
favor.

WON'T LET NON-UNION MEN GO.

United Raliroads of San Francisee Answer

' the Union’s Demands.

SaN Frawncisco, March 30.—The United
Railroads made reply to the demands of the
Street Railway Men's Association this
morning. The most important features of
this reply are that the company refuses
to grant an increase of wages or to dis-
charge men because they have been ex-
pelled by the union. Practically it re-
fuses all the leading demands of the union
and declares that it must manage its own
affairs, but is willing to arbitrate certain
questions, Here are the leading points
of reply, stripped of the verbiage:

The company refuses to agree to employ
none but unicn men. The stipulation is
made that all disputed points that are not
mutuaily agreed upon, save that one re-
stricting the power to hire or discharge,
shall be submitted to W, D, Mlhowml-
dent of the Amalgamated Street Iway
FEmployees of America, and Patrick Cal-
houn of New York, the latter representing
the United Railroads, and that the decision
of these two men shall be binding. While
the negotiations are in progress there must
o e Some ill ize the uni

e company will recognize the union
and stand mdyy to treat with its duly ac-
credited representatives. Differences that
arise under contract may be referred to
either the president or vice-president of
the company. Differences between the
company and the union shall be submitted
to a board of arbitration of three, one man
selected by the union, one by the company
and these shall select a third.

The company refuses to discharge men
expelled from the union, or to reinstate
certain discharged men., It further re-
fuses to consider seniority alone when
reducing the number of men emplo‘od.
All regular men are to have one day off in

mission failed yesterday in his first effort
to induce the leaders of the International
Association of Structural Iron and Steel
Workers to call off the strike on the subway
powerhouse at Filty-ninth street and Elev-
enth avenue The ironworkers there quit
work out of sympathy with the men who
are fighting the American Bridge Com-
pany, though Contractor McDonald had
an agreement with the local branch of the

association that all labor difficulties on the |
subway should be submitted to arbitration. |

Last Thursday Mr. McDonald appealed
to the Rapid Transit Commission for assist-
ance, pointing out that unless work was
at onee resumed on the power house the
opening of the subway would be serigusly
delayed. The result was a conference
held in the offices of the commission yesters
day between Mr. Orr and Presigént Frank
Buchanan of the ironworkers' national
organization. There were also at the
confarence Chief Engineer Parsons of the
commission and Mr MecDonald

Both Mr. Orr and Mr. McDonald told Mr.
Buchanan that the trouble with the Ameri-
can Brjdge Compsny had no relation to
the subway work and asked him to order
a resumption of work on the power house.
Mr. Buchanan was informed that a delay
in completing the subway vitally affects
the interests of the city and that the well-
being of a great community like New York
ought not to be interfered with because
of labor troubles in which the subway
contractor had no part. Buchanan re-
rysed to take this view of it. Describing
ine result of the conference last night Mr.

1 had a long talk with him and I appealed
to him on fnhau of the cit{ not to delay
the work on the subway. pointed out
to him that the ple of the city were anx-
jous to have !g:o-ubway completed and
that to tie up the work arbitrarily would
deprive hisorganization of public sympathy
in this city in the fight it
in Buffalo, Pittsburg and other .glum
Mr. Buchanan informed me after I had made
this plea that he was not concerned in the
interests of the city, that the welfare of the
members of his organization was of more
importance to him than the interests of
NewYork."

Mr. Orr intimated that he would not
ask for another oconference until he had
made a report to the commission. At the
last meeting of the board it was decided
that if Mr. Orr should fail to accomplish
anything with the strike leader, the Mayor
should try to bring about a settlement.

Mr. Buchanan raid yesterday that he
would not see the Mayvor. He said that he
saw noreason why he should have anything
to say to the Mayor, but_he added that he
might call on J. Pierpont Morgan and Presi-
dent Charles M. Schwab of the United States
Steel’ Corporation. The inference he evi-
dently meant to convey was that if the
work on the power house is to be continued
it must come as the result of negotiations
to be carried out with Mr. Morgan and Mr.
Schwab, that is to say that the holding up
of work on the subway is to be used as a
eclub over the American Bridge Company
to get the company to do everything the
ironworkers mav want.

MILLS TIED UP.

LOWELL
1F 000 Cotton Workers on Strike In Six
Factories.

LoweLL, Mass., March 80.—~The much-
feared mill strike began this morning.
The cotton manufacturing industry of the
city is practically suspended. More than
15,000 men, women and children are idle,
forfeiting about $20,000 a day in wages;
800,000 spindles have been gilenced and $10,-
000,000 in invested capital is inoperative

Operatives going to some of the mills
this morning to finish up work that would
ruin the material if left undone were hooted
and jeered by fellow workmen Other-
wise, there were no demonstrations

Six mills are shut down compietely,
except for a little fidishing work. They
are the Merrimac, the Hamilton;the Apple-
ton, the Tremont and Suffolk, the th
and the chusetts. By the consent
of all the mill managers, the Lawrence mill
remained open and will continue in opera-
tion for some time, only ite carding and
-pinnlni departments being closed. This
firm makes knitted goods and employs about
3,000 persons in the hoslery departmen:

FOR A STRIKE OUTRAGE.

Fighteen Men Arrested In Waterbury—Ae-
cused of Assaulting Workers.

Watersury, Conn., March 30.—Bix men
were arrested at the headquarters of the
striking employees of the Connecticut Rail-
way and Lighting Company this morning,
and in the afternoon and evening twelve
others, two of whom are strikers, were
arrested, all charged with complicity in the
atrocious assault upon Conductor's William
T. Merna and George Morrisette, strike
breakers, at Feber's switch on the Water-
ville line on the night of Feb. 2e.

The railway company offers a reward of
$200 a head for the conviction of the assail-
ants of Merna and Morrisette. The former
was beaten into inconsciousness and placed
upon the trolley track, his head resting
upon one rail.  Morrisette was severely
beaten, and with Werna spent several days
in the hospital. Some the members of
the assauiting party were masked.

Until to-day no striker had been arrested
since the beginning of the trouble.

COAL CHEAPER IN APRIL.

Miners Don't Like It, Either, Because It
Reduces Their Wages.

The Reading Company yesterday issued
an official circular announcing a reduction
of 50 cents a ton in the domestic sizes of
coal. There is no change made in the cir-
cular prices of steam sizes.

PorraviLLE, Pa.. March 80.—The action
of the Philadelphia and Reading Coal! and
Iron Company in fixing the April price of
coal was disappointing to the officers of
the United Mine Workers, as it determines
the wages for the first month under the new
sliding wscale. ’

The reduction of fifty cents in the price
of coal means a loss of 10 per cent. to the
miners in wages for Apfil, which the grad-
ual increase in price as the season advances

After & Conference With President Hall
He Says the Mewr Will Get Good Terms
—Rules Satisfactory—Hours and Wages
te Be Fixed, Perhaps en Wednesday.

Nsw Haven, Conn., March 30—The
trainmen’s grievance committes, accom-
panied by Valentine Fitzpatrick, vice-presi-
dent of the National Brotherhood of Train-
men, met President John M. Hall and three
directors of the New York, New Haven and
Hartford Railroad in President Hall's office
at 10 o'clock this morning. They were in
conference until 2 v'clock this afternoon

President Hall declined to-night to state
the results of the day's work, except to
ray that progress had been made with the
schedules There will be another meeting
on Wednesday moruing, and it is expected
that by Wednesday night the new schedule
for the trainmen will be ready All the
expert mathematicians in the road's em-
ploy in this city will be put on the modified
schedule that came from the grievance
committee to-day to figure out how much
difference it will make in the company's
payroll if the demands are granted That
is why the conference takes a day's vaca-
tion

Mr. Fitzpatrick presented the modified
schedule to President Hall as soon as the
grievance committee appeared before the
road’s committee, and did prétty much all
the talking for the trainmen: 3

One rumor had it to-night that the griev®
ance committee had agreed to the eleven-
hour day, the compromise offered by the
company. The committee wants ten hours.
It is likely that the schedule will be eleven
hours finally. G

“The grievance committee and myself
met President Hall, Vice-President Merrill
and Directors Thayer and Miller, repre-
senting the company,” said Mr, Fitzpatrick
to-night. *We took up the question of
w , hours of labor and rules pertaining
to the government of trainmen and yardmen
in t employment. We went over the
matter thoroughly, and as far as the rules
are concerned they are practically settled.

“The representatives of the company

uested Tueaday for the purpose of con-
sidering the question of w . 1 think
the company will concede substantially a
ten-hour day; but as to the wages for the
road men, that question will be considered
by representatives of the road and myself
on Wednesday moming. The meeting on
that date will be to receive the final answer
of the company. It is to be hoped that on
that day a settlement of the whole may be
brought about. |

» conference to-day was very pleasant
and harmonious all through. The officers |
and directors indicated tgnt they wished |
to do what was right in the matter. They
have vlnuullf consented to a ten-hour
day, and, so far as yardmen's wages are
concerned, |I can say they have offered
a substantial increase which I think will

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_THE CUBAN TREATY.

Seeretary Hay and Minister Quesada to
Exchange Ratifications Te-day.

WasninaTON, March 30.—At a conference
this morning between Secretary Hay and
Sefior Quesada, the Cuban Minister, it was
arranged that the ratifications of the Cuban,
Reciprocity Treaty should be exchanged
to-morrow, the last day upon which this
can be done to save the treaty from failure.
Owing to the fact that the Cuban copy of
the tr§aty is in Havana it will be impossible
to have an actual physical exchange, but |
the ceremony will be conducted in the usual 4
form by Mr. Hayand Sefior Quesada through !
an exchange of protocols to be signed
to-morrow, setting forth that the ratifica-
tions have been exchanged.

The American copy of the treaty will
be mailed to Havana at onne and the Cuban
copy will be on its way to Washington from
Havana by to-morrow. With the ex-
chanr ceremony completed, &ll that will |
remain to make the treaty effective will
be its approval by the House of Represen- |
tatives, which wl{l be mought by the Preai-
dent at the extra session to be called for
Nuvember.

TWO NEW COUNTERFEITS.

A 88 Siiver Certificate and & 86 National
Bank Note.

WasHINaTON, March 30. -Two new coun-
terfeits have been reported to the Secret
Service Bureau. One of them is a $5 silver
certificate, series of 1800, check letter D,
J. W. Lyons, Register, and Ellis H. Roberts,
Treasurer. This note is a poorly executed
etched production, printed on thin soft
rcper. no attempt having heen made to

mitate silk fibre.

The other is that of a $5 national bank
note, which reads on its face: “ United States
The Citizens International Bank, New York,

¥ to the bearer on $500" It

a portrait of G . The charter
letter number on the face is 106, and that
on the back, 127. The seal appears to he
that of some secret order, and 1 not a coun-
terfeit of any Government seal. The backs
of some of the notea are printed upside
down. There is nosuch bank as the Citizens
International of New York and the counter-
feit is poorly executed.

TO PUSH SILK FRAUD CASES.

Attorney-General Knox Denies & Motion
for a Rehearing.

WasHiNaTON, March 30 —Frederick W,
Holls of New York. who has been retained
partly at the instance of other importing
interesta as special counsel for Rosenthal
& Cohn, the defendants in the Japanese silk
frauds prosecutions, appeared before the
Attorney-General to-day and moved in-
formally for further investigation and con-
sideration of the facta before the renewal
of the criminal proceedings

He was heard by the Attorney-General
and Solicitor-General Hoyt, . Wick-
ham Smith of New York, special counsel
for the Government, being present. The
Attorney-General decided that the Govern-
ment would not integfere to delay the pro-
ceedings and denied Mr. Holls's motion for a
rehearing.

The Government is determined to prose-
cute the ailk fraud cases to the end, and is
confident of securing a conviction.
