Justice Murphy’s Decision in Dirdick Ine

quest Is That Were Pennell Allve a
Warrant Might Be lssued for His
Arrest—Censure for Mrs. Hull.

Burrawo, March 81.—The wverdict or
decision which was given to-day by Police
Justice Murphy in the inquest on the murder
of Edwin L. Burdick charges Arthur R.
Pennell with the crime to the extent of
declating that he had a motive and an
opportunity and that were he still living
a warrant might be issued for his arrest.

Two sentences in the opinion express the
weight given by the Justice to the testimony
against the dead corespondent: “His, of all
othors, was the motive strong enough to’
incite a desperate mind already steeped in
wrongdoing to so foul and cruel a murder.”
Again, after reviewing the evidence: *Al-
together, these facts would in my opinion
constitute just grounds of suspicion on
which a warrant could be issued were he
alive ”

The report is interesting throughout, for
the Justice had no legal kinks to explain
and his review of the occurrences before
and after the crime is terse and, as far as
it goes, accurate, The report assumes that
it would have been an easy matter for
Pennell to ﬁ”’ a key to the Burdick house,
although the evidence never showed that
he ane. No other opinion is given
as to the exact circumstanoces of the crime,
n’ point on which public curiosity is still
sharp.

There are words of blame or absolution
for most of the characters in the case. Jue-
tice Murphy censures Mrs. Burdick, and
adds that her punishment has heen great.
He considers that the evidence has not
disclosed a single immoral act on the part
of her husband, and he overturna the theory

A bull terrier ran through West Twenty-
eighth street from Eighth to Tenth avenues
Jjust before 1 o'clock yesterday afternoon and
bit five children before a policeman shot it.
The dog ran through the street while dozens
of children were standing in front of the
public school building on Twenty-eighth
street.

The terrier was pure white and, accord-
ing to the street corner experts who exam-
ined it, wasn't a mongrel but of a pretty
good breed of terrier.

Policeman Kirk was at the Ninth avenue
crossing, holding up cars and trucks to
make a safe passage for pchool children,
when he heard a pistol shot behind him.
It was fired by Isaac Isaacs, an express-
man, who had followed the dog down the
block after seeing it jump at one boy and
bite him on the arm.

Kirk jumped for Isaacs to find out what
he was shooting at, and the expressman
pointed down the street at the dog just as
the animal dashed through a group of
marble players, three of whom he bit be-
fore they ocould escape. Then there was a
panic among the children, most of whom
just jumped up and down where they atood,
too scared to run.

The dog zig-zagged among them, snapping
and biting. He was safe from bullets be-
cause nobody dared shoot at long range for
fear of hitting a child.

All this happened while Kirk was running
at top speed across the avenue and ualf
way down the long block to the school-
house. He got there just as the dog jum
at little Catherine Garvan's faoce.

Member of mo Well-Known Harness Firm
Shoots Himself.

Francis T. Luqueer; Jr., one of the best-
known manufacturers of harness in this
country, committed suicide yesterday morn-
ing by shooting himself through the head
at 47 East Bixty-third street, the residence
of his brother-in-law, Robert L. Major,
with whom Mr. Luqueer had lived for some
time.
