Feeling ran high at a meeting of the
residents and property owners along Carl-
ton avenue, from Greene to Willoughby
avenue, Brooklyn, called to devise ways
and means to prevent the Young Women's
Christian Associatipn from esablishing a
branch for colored women at 280 Carlton
avenue,

“I move you, Mp. Chairman,” said a
resident, “that a shotguun and rope com-
mittee be appointed.”

The motion was received with a smile
by Chairman J. B. Boughton, who, how-
ever, advised careful discussion of the best
means to prevent the establishment of
the branch.

“We are always willing to contribute to
the higher edumation of the negro,” said
one speaker, “but we do not want niggers for
neighbore.”

Resolutions were adopted asking the
Young Women's Christian Association to
consider the feelings of the property owners
and residenta of the neighborhood. It was
pointed out that property had depreciated
in value during the las. weak, $200 less being
offered for houses than on the day before the
announcement of the signing of the lease
by the association.

At the close of the meeting the man who
asked that a shotgun committee be ap-
pointed strode up to the chairman and
offered $25 toward defraying the expense
of carrying out his plan.

“I will contribute $25 worth of rope for
the niggers if they come in the neighbor-
hood, or I will contribute the same sum
toward defraying the expense attached
to any other method of ridding the neigh-
borhood of them, " he said.

The man went from the meeting declaring
that his drastic measures were the only
feasible ones and he seemed much annoyed
because his fellow residents laughed at his
proposition,

GOT CREDIT RBRY FRAUD.

First Conviction in 30 Years—Jury Says
It’s Grand Larceny.

Charles Kanter, who was indicted jointly
with Louis 8. Cohen for grand larceny
in the first degree, was convicted yesterday
in the General Sessions.

The case was the first of its kind to be
tried in the criminal courts in thirty years.

The accused were members of the firm
of Kanter & Cohen of 622 and 624 Broadway,
which failed a year ago with assets of about
$300. Bix montha before the failure Kanter
sent out a statement dmhﬂlﬁho firm's
assets to be $26,000 over liabilities, whereas
it was a bankrupt concern at that time.

On this statement credit was obtained,
and a number of New York and Philadelphia
merchants lost by the failure and the dis-
appearance of the alleged assets. Kanter
removed some of the firm's papers to Jer-

sey and burned some of the books.
