RESCUED PARTY OF AMERICANS
REACHES NEW ORLEANS.

Dr. Glllesple and Others From Cleveland
and Duobuque Were Lost and Didn't
Know That a Revelution Was Going
On—Republic Is Becoming Tranqguil,

NEW ORLEANS, La., April 7.—The steamer
Olympia from Puerto Cortez, Honduras, has
brought to New Orleans the party of Ohio
and lowa citizens from Cleveland ana Du-
buque, headed by Dr.W. E. Gillespie, who
were stranded at the mouth of the Patuca
River on the southern border of Honduras,
The Americans have been missing for sev-
eral weeks, and their friends, fearing that
they might have fallen victits to the revo-
lution, persuaded the Presidant, through
Senator Hanna, to order a vessel down there
to rescue them.

Dr. Gillespie said that the party was never
in danger, but was completely lost in the
wilderness and did not even know that
there was a revolution,

The condition of affairs in Honduras is
reported to be much better, largely through
the energetic action of the largs American
colony, which has done much to suppress
riot and disorder. Foreign merchants have
reopened businees, and the general belief
is that the civil war will soon be over in con-
sequence of the collapse of the Sierra or
Arias movement. '

Gen. Bonilla, the revolutionary Presi-
dent, has decided not to risk a battle at
Tegucigalpa, the capital, but will wait for
the Government forces to disintegrate.
This they are reported to be doing. The
Government officials and troops, seeing
that the end is near, have in many cases
become brigands, squeezing all the money
they can out of the well-to-do foreigners,
At San Pedro their spoliation became so
great that the American residents of the
town, seventy-flve in number, organized
as a military company for mutual protection.
They were all well armed and they pa-
trolled the quarter of the town occupied
by foreigners. There were some protesta
against this at first from the native officials,
but the Americans refused to disband, and
Col. Nulla, the commandant, decided that
it was unwise to try to disarm them. The
Americans at 8an Pedro appealed to Consul
Alger at Puerto Cortez to have a detach-
ment of marines rent there from the Ameri-
can fleet, and will probably lay a complaint
before the Department of State for the
Consul's failure to grant sheir request.

When the revolutionists under Gens.
Meridragu and Baraora appeared before
San Pedro the foreigners suggested a sur-
render, as the town was in no oondition to
make a defence. The entire matter of the
surrender was left to the Americans, who
attended to all details. The Mayor of the
town is said to have fled with all the public
revenues, $80,000.

A still more serious condition of affairs
as regards foreigners is reported from
the capital, where the British Consul, Camp-
bell, was threatened with indignities to
compel him to disgorge $100,000 to the Gov-
