LAUNCH OF HIGH SPEEDY

Velthra and Levanter Put in the Water at
Merris Helghts.

In the presence of many invited guests
the high-speed yachts Velthra and Levanter
were successfully launched yesterday at the
works of the builders, the Gas Engine and
Power Company and Charles L. Beabury &
Co., at Morris Heights. At 9:29 o'clock in the
morning the Velthra was put into the water,
and christened as she left the ways by Miss
Marie R. Seabury, daughter of Charles L.
Seabury, who designed this yacht.

The Velthra was built for 8. Parker Bremer
of Boston, a member of the Hull Mussachu-
setts Yacht Club, who will use this boat for
daily trips between Boston and Manchester-
by-the-Sea. This yacht is very similar in
construction and design to the Niagara IV.
She is of the low trunk cabin type, with double
funnels and twin screws, and in this instance

WORK BEGUN AT BELMONT PARK.

Description of the New Bulldings Which
Will Soon Be Under Way.

The work of building the new racetrack
to be known as Belmont Park is now under
way,and a large force of men are employed
laying out and grading the main track, the
jofleld and the various driveways, The
new racecourse is located at Queens, I.. I,
on the south side of the railroad track, and
includes % acres, of which 490 acres lie on
the north side of the Hempstead Turnpike,
and the remuinder on the south side. The
racetrack, together with an exercise track,
the grand stand and the other buildings will
be constructed on the larger portion of the
property, while south of the turnpike there
will be another exercise track and numerous

stables,

The main buildings on the new racecourse
will be the huge grand stand, the field stand,
the clubhouse, jockey house, paddock and
betting pavilion, which will be located in the
vicinity of the finish line, just at the eastern
end of the clubhouse. The clubhouse will
be connected by a bridge with the mezzanine
floor of the grand stand. The fleld stand will
be built about 157 feet beyond the eastern
end of the grand stand, and all of these build-
ings will face the north, parallel to the
track. About 100 feet west of the clubhouse
will be the ftoukey house, in the rear of which,
a little to the west, will be the paddock.

The rotunda, Which is & new name for a
betting pavilion, will be semi-circular, 200
by 250 feet, directly incorporated with the
grand stand and directly in the rear of it, It
is centrally located, according to the pians,
and patrons can get in and out of it without
congestion. It has been the aim of Charles
W. Leavitt, Jr., the engineer ln charge of the
work. to lookaso the accommodation of the
public, especially the assembling and dis-
persing of the crowds. This will be
plished in the grand stand by building a
inezzanine floor under the l‘lllb%‘ By
means of & bridge over the roof of the ro-
tunda @ large crowd can have immediate
access to this mezzanine floor, from Which it
will be an easy matter to reach the seats
Both the grand stand and the field stand will
he constructed of steel and the roof of the
former will be designed to accommodate an
overflow on big days.

The clubhouse will eclipse anything of ita
kind In the world. It will be a masonry
building and will be provided with stewards’
and directors' rooms on the ground floor, a
large dining room on the second floor oyanlnz
out on an observation piazza, a gentleman’s
café on the third floor, also leading to a piazza,
and servants' quarters, kitchen and other
quarters on the top floor,

The jockey house will be a frame building
for the accommodation of jockeys, owners
and trainers. It will also contain the busi-
ness offices of the mssociation, the secretary,
clerk of the scales, strwards and other offi-
cials. The paddock will be 208 feet lonw and
83 feet wide and will contain 36 box stalls,
each 12 by 12 feet. The contracts for theas
buildings will b awarded in a few days, and,
as the Long Island Rallros already
built a spur 1o the track, it will be a compara-
tively easy matter to land building materials
on the site of the new racecourse,
