AQUEDUCT RACING GOSSIP.

An hour before the races at Aqueduct

A
year ago H. M. Ziegler, a Cincinnati turfman,
bought New York Il. and shipped Lim back
to this country. When Mr. Ziegler sent
Hermis on to Chicago to run in the Derby
last June he entered the horse Luke Ward
fo an over-night event at the Harlem track,
run on June 19, The shipping papers, it
appears, became mixed up and New York II.
was run in this race as Luke Ward. The
opening price was 6" to | and Mr. Ziegler and
his friends hammered the odds down to sixes,
the supposed J.uke Ward winning in a gallop,
The next day the mistake was discovered
and the horse was disqualified. The Western
Jockey Club then took up the case and sus-
pended both Luke Ward and New York II,
for the rest of the season

Several months ago G. L. Richards, a
Boston publisher, concluded to own a racing
stable for pleasure, and made a trip to Ken-
tucky for the purpose of buying a string.
He purchased New York II., with six other
horses, paying 86,000 for the Sir Modred colt,
Yesterday Mr. Richards was at Aqueduect
with his wife and some friends to see his
colors carried on the turf for the first time.
Mr. Richards is not a betting man, but he
put down a small wager for his stablemen
and then went up to a private box to watch
the race. It is needless to say that when
New York I1. proved victorious Mr. Richards
and bis party were happiness personified.
