Secretary Shaw Says He Fellewed the
Regular Practice. F

WasHINGTON, April 16.—Secretary Slaw
siid to-night that in consenting to-bhave
the circulars sent out from the Treasury
Department in envelopss and addressed
from the oonfidential list of bondholders
in the United States Treasurer's office,
he had simply followed the regular practioce
of the Departmpent in such cases.

Some days after the circulars were
mailed the Becretary received word from
Harvey Fisk & Sons of New York
that some person or persons in Wash-
ington were sending out ociroulars in the
pame of the National City Bank to holders
of regisiered bonds, the names of whom
were wupposed to be possessed only by
the Treasury Department.

The Citizen's Union convention at Cooper

Ceopy of Rassia’s Original Chart Obtained
in St. Petersbury.
Spectai Cadle Despggeh to Tus Svw.

LoNDON, April 17.—A despatch to the
Chronicle from 8t. Petersburg says that
the United States Embassy is busy in con-
neotion with the Alaskan boundary ques-
tion,

It recently obtained from the Russian
Government a copy of Russia's original
chart of the Btikhine River., which was
an important document in connection with
the sale of Alaska, and very favorable to
Russian interests. The United States had
a ocopy of this chart and the one now ob-
tained is a duplicate of it. It is now on
the way to Washington, :

The despatch s that the attitude of
the embassy has shown clearly that the
United States considers the chart an im-
portant weapon in the settlement of the
question, but Russia, while ocourteously
granting the copy, abeolutely refused to
guarantee the frontier as there delineated.

Gérmany Under Snow—Great
Damage to Crops.
Spectal Cable Despaich to THR SUX.
LoxNDpoN, April 16.—The abnormally warm
weather in western Europe, which recently
caused the premature growth of vegeta-
tion and lured the swallows to Great Britain,
has been followed, as past experience
ocaused to be exgectod. by severe cold,
with biting northerly winds and snow-
storms.
Germany, France, the Netherlands and
Great Britain alike have suffered rerious
to orchards and gardens, entail-
ing in some cases the entire loss of pros-

pective crops.

The greater part of northern Germany
is under snow, which has also fallen heavily
in parts of France and Great Britain, Last
night the temperature in the Midlands
registered 19 degrees above zero.

APPROVES IRISH LAND BILL.

DUBLIN CONVENTION HEARTILY
IN ITS FAVOR.

Only Five Delegates Suppert Motien to
Rejeet It—The Bill Approved Of In
Principie—2,000 Delegates From
Every Part of Ireland Present.

Special Cable Despatch to THR SUN,

DusLiN, April 16.—The national oon-
vention, called by the United Irish League,
opened to-day in the rotunda of the Mansion
House in the city. Mr. John E. Redmond,
leader of the Nationalist party in the House
of Commons, presided.

There were present more than two thou-
sand delegates, including a majority of
the Nationalist members of Parliament,
Mr. Thomas W. Russell, a Liberal Unionist
member of the House, who, while opposing
home rule, favors the Irish land law, and
several hundred of the Roman Catholic
clergy.

Mr. Redmond, in his opening address,
said the gituation was more momentous
than any since the introduction of the Home
Rule bill in 1886.

The decision of the convention would
entail the gravest consequences. If it
declared the Land bill worthleas and not
amendable, the measure would never be
heard of again.

If the convention decided to acocept the
bill as a measure capable of amendment
and therefore offering a prospect for setting
the land war, then Ireland's representa-
tives would return to the British Parlia-
ment with greater power than was ever
before vested in the hands of the Irish party
to enforce their just demauds. Whatever

| were the deffects of the bill it aimed at the

;eom lete and final abolition of land-
o :
Mr. William O'Brien, M. P. for Cork City,
moved the principal resolution, accepting
the bill in principle, but declaring that it
needed serious amendment before it could
be adopted as a final settlement of the
land question.

Mr. O'Brien declared that the landlords
got under the bill more than fair value
for their interests. He regretted that the
Government had not proposed a bonus of
£20,000,000 instead of £12,000,000. He
added :

“If we were not dealing with an alien
Parliament and bhad the armed power with
which to enforce our demands we might
get very different terms.”

Nevertheless, Mr. O'Brien said he believed
that if by wisdom, conciliation and toleration
on the part of of the Irish people the land
question could be settled it would remove
the last barrier to Home Rule in the English
mind.

Mr. Patrick White, M. P., for the north
division of County Meath, moved that the
bill be rejected.

Father Hum , who was received
with a storm of interruptions, seconded
the motion. He declared that the adoption
of the bill would tie a millstone of debt
around the necks of the tenants, and for
that reason he was opposed to it.

Only five delegates supported Mr. White's
motion.

Mr. Michael Davitt moved that the con-
vention adjourn until the bill passed the
committee stage in the House of Commons,
when it ocould be determined whether it
could be satisfactorily amended, but on
ohjections raised by Messrs. Redmond and
0'Brien he reluctantly withdrew his motion.

Mr. O'Brien's motion was then oarried
unanimously, and the convention ad-
journed until to-morrow, when the pro-
visions of the measure will be discuseed in
detail.

GERMAN WORKMEN UNDERPAID.

Dr. Freelich Makes a Sensation in Antl-
Alcohelic Cengress.

BERLIN, April 16.-~There was a remarka-
ble incident during to-day's sitting of the
International Anti-Alcoholic Congress at
Bremen.

Dr. Froelich of Vienna, in an address on
the subject, said that one of the most need-
ful measures for the suppression of aloco-
holism was some arrangement to enable
the working classes to earn an adequate
subsistence. The doctor was called to
order on the ground that he was making
a political speech, and the German Ad-
miral Thomsen left the chamber, protest-
ing against the speech for the same reason.

Dr. Froelich, resuming, med any
political intention. He said that the doo-
tors knew well that hardly ten in one hun-
dred prescriptions can be followed by the
workingmen, owing to their poverty.
Continuing, he said:

SWhen one oconsiders that in a school
in Vienna there are forty children of whom
twenty-seven have never seen a bed, it is
easy to understand that one of the first
steps for rooting out alcoholism is to re-
lieve the misery of the people.”

The statement caursd quite a sensation.

FRIARS HOLD LANDS HIGH.

The Gevernment Regards the Preliminary
Estimates as Exoessive.
Special Cabdle Despatch to TRR SUN.

MaNTLA, April 16.—The negotiations be-
tween the Government and Mgr. Guidl,
in behalf of the Roman Catholio authori-
ties, for the purchase of the lands owned
by the friars are seriously interrupted
on account of the amounts asked by the
holders of the lands.

The Government regards the prelim-
inary estimates submitted by the various
friar orders as to the value they place on
the property as excessive, and the private
corporations which acquired interests in-
the Church lands during the period of un-
certainty when the Americans took the
fslands demand the highest prices.

The commendable efforts of Archbishop
Guidi to effect the sale of the lands on rea-
sonable terms have prejudiced the orders
against him.

The main difficulty appears to be that
the four orders 6wning the estates wish
to obtain.the purchase money and leave
the islands or remain here and admin-
ister the funds. They declare it is ridicu-
Jous to hope that they can regain their lost

The preliminary agreement with the
Pope provides that the money from the
sales shall remain in the islands, beyond
control of the friars; and this will force
them to leave the archipelago.

Meantime Gov, Taft remains at Bengued,
and the negotiations are at a standstill.

TO AVOID ICEBERGS.
