: In all thiis territory there rules one general
dialect or language. M is not so well
planned grammatically as the Tagalog.
How could it be, with the inhabitants, the
gpeakers of the tongue, all living on rather
emall islands, separated from one another
by te lack of transportation, by the char-
soteristic dishke of change, by the poverty

of the people?

Of them all the only branch that wanders
i« that of Bohol, a curious hunched-up sort
of bidy of land near Cebu. This island
lack= almost altogether the staple product

of the archipelago, abaca, but is rich in
pasture land, in cotton, in cultivated flelds
and anials, pigs, horses, cows and chick-
en~ '

The people are industrious and so enter-
pri=ing in their way that they have gained
the name of the Chinese of the Philippines.
Tleir bancas are to be seen everywhere
wlere there is a chance to turn an honest
penny by eelling something or getting a
Jub at work of any sort. In any town in
Visavas if you want a carpenter, a smith
of any sort or a workman you generally
bave to hunt up the Boholanos,

I'he result is that in most of the commercial
aud working terms Bohol and its tongue
lead the procession, It is harsher than
that of the rest of the islands except Samar,
It also has many different expressions, as
for instance “diotay” is the term for little,
small, all over the islands, but “gagmay,”
the Boholano term, is also well known, al-
though it always marks a man as a Boho-
Iﬁ’ 0.

This difference in the use of words is also
to e seen in the limits of one provinee alone,
In the Province of Misamis, which is not
very much scattered, there are differences
without any cause as well as others that
ran be readily explained.

For instance, in the cholera season the
Provincial Board of Health sent out circu-
lars in relation to the cure and treatment
of ‘hat pest. The word “palina” was used
as to disinfect with smoke or acid.

In the island of Camiguin the Cagayanos
were obliged to explain that word in that
pa:.cular use. By it they understood a
gort of general cleaning up by waving
something around,

In other cases the difference between
the dialects of Iligan, the army reserva-
tion, and other points along the coast is
explained by the mixing of the words and
language of the so-called Moros, who are
in reality nothing but a more recently
arrived branch of the Malay race, which
has a sort of hybrid Mohammedan-doctrine,
principally seen in their aversion to eating
pork.
