George F. Baer, president of the Reading
Company and of the Central Railroad of

New Jersey, testifylng before the Inter-
stete Comierce Commission yesterday,
mp,dualalnhoodthoohtptw
the coal companies and the coal-carrying
railroads ever entered into an agreement
1o fix the price at which coal should be sold
in this or any other city or to regulate the
output of coal from the various oollieries
um'l'oued by them.

Mr. Baer asserted most emphatically

(hat there is keen competition among the
coal companies and the coal rallroads to-day,
and always 1ias been, and that as a result of
this competition the price of coal has been
kept downtoa point where it was impossible
for the companies to make any money.

The plain statements on this point and
other testimony given by Mr, Baer during
(he afternoon were an answer to the con-
tentions of the petitioner's counsel that
the prios of coal is arbitrarily fixed by the
coal roads, acting with the coal companies,
and that an illegal combination of all of
these companies exists for the purpose of
robbing the publie.

Mr. Baer kept his temper pretty well
under great provooation, although onoce,
when Clarence J. Shearn, attorney for the
petitioner, asked him if his refusal to answer
a question he had been advised by his
lawyers not to answer was based on the
tear of incriminating himself, he told Shearn
that the question wes insolent and one
which no gentleman would ask. Mr.
Shearn tried to have Mr. Baer rebuked for
this, but the commission was unanimous
in rebuking Mr. Shearn instead for asking
such a question.

Ex-Gov. Budd of California was intro-
duced as associate oounsel for the petitioner
by Mr. Shearn at the opening of the pro-

oeedings. Mr. Baer was then called. After
oorrecting several minor points in his testi-
mony of last week he was asked to tell what
proportion of the coal mine in the anthra~
cite region was mined . by independent
operators.

Nagon Knew Amery of Oid as a Man With
a Scheme to Harass Metropolitan,
and Went Exploring—PFage Sald Ge
heana Would Be Arctie Before He'd
Advise Buying Amory Of—Testimony
All Stricken Out—Tayler Next Witness.

The Amory-Vreeland libel cabe was re-
opened yesterday by Magistrate Barlow, sit-
ting in the library of the Criminal Courts
Bullding, for the special purpose of permit-
ting District Attorney Jerome to find out, if
he could, if William H. Page, Jr., had hired
Jerome's former law partner, Daniel Nason,
to try to buy off Amory and all his litigation,
threatened and instituted, against . the
Metropolitan company. Mr. Jerome falled
to connect Mr. Page in any improper
way with Nason's visita to Amory and he
falled to show any connection whatever
between Nason and President Vreeland
or any other officer of the Metropolitan
Street Railway Company. The result of
the District Attorney's butting In was,
therefore, only to delay the conclusion ot
the case which has dragged along for more
than a month. The testimony after it had
been taken was stricken from the record.

PROTEST JIADE T0 THE BIsSHOP
OF LONDON.

Case of Minister Whe Performed the Ceres
mony Brought Before the Diecesan
Conference—Bishop Promises an In-
vestigation—Chanoellor Takes Blame.

LoNDON, April 20.—The matter of the
wedding of W. K. Vanderbilt and Mrs.
Anne Harriman Rutherfurd last Saturday
was brought before the London Diocesan
Conference at its opening meeting at West-
minster Abbey this morning. After a
communion service in the Henry VIII.
Chapel a business meeting was held in the
Church House, with the Rt. Rev. A.F. W.
Ingram, Bishop of London, presiding.
After about a dozen words of introduc-
tion, the Bishop read the following letter,
which he received last night:
LoNDON. April 28, 1003.
My Lorp Bisgor: We venture respect-
fully to draw your lordship’'s attention to
the fact of the so-called remarriage of a
divorced person by the Rev. R. H. Hadden,
at St. Mark's, North Audley street, on
Saturday, April 25, and request you to make
such reference at the Diocesan Conference
to this scandalous and deplorable incident
as shall serve to allay, to some extent, the
distress of the clergy, who feel keenly this
infringement of the marriage law in the
dlocese, and may also lead others to realize
how serious & breach of Church discipline
is Involved in such a prooeeding
We know how fully your londlhlp fs in
sympathy with us on this subjert, and we
think that the conference, coming as it does
immediately after the event, will afford a
useful ‘opportunity for an expression of
your lordship's opinion. Had there been
a longer time in which to act we should,
of course, have asked other clergy of the
diocese to join us in this letter. As it is,
it seems best that the two proctors for the
diocese and the proctor for the chapter
of St. Paul's Cathedral, together with a
few of the clergy of the rural deanery in
whieh St. Mark's Church is situated, should
make the suggestion. We beg to remain,
