After making a few tacks to wind-
ward =he =quared away for Glen Cove,
carrying her <mall gpinnaker, and with this
sail «he went very fast, The yacht an-
chored in Glen Cove while the crew had
divner, and then went out again.

i e wind was lighter in the afternoon
and the sea had gone down somewhat.
The Constitution, which remained at her
moorings during the morning, got up sail
in the afterncon and shortly after the Re-
liat e had sailed out of the harbor she
slinped  her moorings, and under lower
~aiis only, reached after the new defender.
The Renance, before leaving the harbor,
had sailed about in the vicinity of the Con-
stitntion, those on board the new yacht
.\'nl--r]n'ly hoping that they would have
a trial :

When under - way both yachts headed
to the east for a short time., Then the
Reliauce tacked, and easing off her boom,
wtood  toward the Constitution. Capt.
Rhodes, however, was not anxious for a
trial and he put the Constitution about,
and casing off the sheet, also held to the
west,  After passing the entrance to (ilen
Cove harbor, however, the Constitution
wore round and both yachts were drawing
together. The Reliance was thrown into

the wind. She waited for her rival, and !

when the Constitution had .got on the
weather beam of the Reliance the new
.\l'm-m was started off to see what she could
do

For a momont it looked as though there
might be a short race, but Capt. Rhodes
declined the challenge, and bearing away
with the Constitution, he p astern
of the new yacht and then headed back
toward Glen Cove. This s2emed to dis-

ust those on board the Reliance, and after
wlding on to the eastward a little while
longer that yacht ran for her moorings off
New Rochelle, carrying a large spinnaker—
larger than the one she used in the morning.

There wag strong wind from the east by
south early in the morning and the Reliance
tugg>d at her moorings, seeming anxious
to show what she could do under the con-
ditions, Her mainsail was hoisted shortly
after 10 o'clock. It was not the same sail
as she used on her first trial, but was cut
the same way and apprared to be rather
full on the laach, which flapped considerably
during the time she was under way. The
jib and fore staysail were sent up in stops.

At 10:10 o'clock Mr. Irelin, Capt. Wood-
bury Kane and Dr. Monahan boarded the
vacht and then a gafl topsail was sent aloft.
At 10:33 the headsails were broken out
the moorings slipped and the yacht headed
across the Sound on the port tack. She
had the wind just aft the beam and &he
headed toward Red Springs Point. At
11 o'clock sheets were trimmed flat and she
began to work out to the eastward on the
starboard tack.

She held this tack for sixteen minutes
and then took the port tack, and at 11:22,
when to the eastward of Mitinicock Point,
ghe bore off, eased off her boom to starboard,
get her small spinnaker and ran back tow-
ard @Glen Cove. She carried her spin-
naker for just ten minutes and then taking
it in trimmed in her sheet and reached into
the harbor, where she anchored at 11:50
o'clock,

The Reliance anchored about half a mile
from the Constitution and when the main-
sail on the older hoat was hoisted shortly
after 2 o'clock all who were watching the
two honts expected that there would be
an interesting afternoon. The Reliance
got under way again at 237 o'clock. She
ran over to the Constitution as if to dare
thos» on board to try her speed, and then
heading ot of the harbor reeached to the
eastward along the Long Island shore.

She held on until abreast of €enter Island,
and then, taking the port tack, stood over
toward Larchimont., The wind by this time
had gone to the reuthward and was blowing
about twelve miles an hour. The yacht
held this course for only a few minutes
and then reached back toward Gilen Cove,
r, on board anziously ldoking for the Con-

ition,  Shie passed Red Springs Point
28, and then sailed into the harbor and

~ed close hy the Constitution. At 334
siie took the starboard tagck and again went
over to the Constitution and then out of
the harbor again, and this time the Consti-
tution followed her, getting under way at
8:40 o'clock

Both yachts were then on the starboard
tack, going to the eastward, the Reliance
leading by a little more than a mile. They
heid this course until 3:48, and then both
tacke! ecud reached back, This time the

elisznce was chasing the Constitution,
and it looked ‘as though she was picking
the older boat up a little, but the Constitu-
tion was not carrving a topsail. At 3:56
the Constirution wore round and the two
bouts were drawing together.

When nearly on even terms Capt. Barr
wore the Reliance and she was to leeward
of the older boat, and it looked as though
ther= must be a scrap. Capt. Rhodes,
how: ver, again declined the challenge.
He bare off with the Constitution, parsed
astern of the new boat and reached again
to tha west,  Mr. Iselin then gave up-the
Idea of lr)'ing his boat and soon afterward
the Relianeca's big spinnaker was broke
out and sho ran to ber moorings ofT Fremiam
Point ar New Rocheila, She picked up her
moorings at 4:33 and svon was made snug
for the night.

The Constitution kept on sailing up
and down the Sound for some time longer,
Capt Rhodes was drilling his crew, and
the inen worked smartly. The Reliance
will remain at her moorings to-day and
¥ill o out as often as ;wmsﬁ)le next. week.
The Columhbia will be at this end of the
Bound tiis week, and it will be hard work
to keep the yachts from having a few in-
formal trials,

Mr, Murphy Will Be leader as Long 80 |
