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Life Insurance.

The summary of the reports of the life
insurance companies doing business in
this State as given out for publication
by the State Insurance Department on
Saturday 13 startling.  All the
large life insurance companies 9n the
country conduet operations here and the
statement as issued covers, therefore,
practically the life insurance business of
the United States.

The gross assets of these life insur-
ance companies reached at the close of
the vear the cnormous figure of $2,002,-
430,804, an increase during the year of
$182,806,240.  ‘Their gross income was
488,786,272, an increase of $50,500,902,
The disbursements for the year were
$312,031,555, an increase of $25,750,5610
compared with the preceding year, most
of the disbursements, of course, repre-
genting the sums of money paid for in-
surance claims. Four hundred and
ninety-five thousand seven hundred
and twenty-nine policies, standing for
inereased insurance of $867,910,547, were
igsned during the year.

These figures are astounding, and there
are few people who can fully compre-
hend what they mean, Theyarea monu-
ment to the wealth, power and saving
instincts of our people and to the popu-
larity of life insurance as a method of
investment. There is this thought, too,
thatinevitably occurs in connection with
the matter: Much the larger share of
the increase in assets of these great cor-
porations is in personal property rather
than real estate; that is, it is in money.
As these life insurance companies accum-
nlate cash to this vast extentthey must
invest it,and there is annually, therefore,
an investment demand for securities pro-
ceeding from the life insurance corpora-
tions which is conservatively estimated
at not less than $150,000,000, focussecl
very largely, of course, upon the local
market in Wall Street, Taking this as a
hasis and adding to it the demand for
securities by fire insurance companies,
trustees, executors, to say nothing of
that of private investors, we get some
idea of what Wall Street calls the coun-
try's power of financial absorption.

That is, out of the
total population of the London Parlia-
mentary boroughs, 4,519,538, the Jews
are less than 2 1-3 per cent., while in New
York they approach one-fifth of the
whole population,

In London there are 65 synagogies,
while in New York on the Last Side alone
there are 263 synagogues. The attend-

week; was counted by the Daily Nci8 as
26,012, or about 1 in 4 of the total Jewis
population. In the boroughs so
canvassed, with an aggregate population
of 3,569,118, the church attendance was
enumerated as about 1 in 4'5. The cen-
sus of church attendance in New York
last November did not extend to the syna-
gogues, and the Jewish Year Book of
this country gives no statistics as to it
or as to the mumber of Jews on the syna-
goguerolls, Theinference wedraw from
such facts as to the subject as are pre-
gented in the report of the Federation of
Churches and from complaints we find
in Jewish papers is that neglect of the
synagogues is very extensive among the
Jews of New Yoark.

It is noteworthy that while in the Chris-
tian churches of both London and New
York the women and children worship-
pers far exceed in number the men, in
the London synagoagues the majority of
the attendants aré men. On April 12,
out of a total synagogue attendance of
26,612, the number of men was 15,137
and of women and children 11,455,.4,375
being women and 7,08 children. Of the
total attendance of 431,631 on Christian
churches in New York, counted last No-
vember, only 130,891 were men to 311,640
women, or only 31 per cent.

It is interesting to compare the relative
church attendance in London as it is now
with that of fifty-three vears ago. An
official census of the church attendance
was taken on March 30 of the year 1851.
Ti.n population of Londen was then
2,352,236, and the total churc¢h attendance
was 504,914, made up thus: Anglican,
276,885; Noneonformist, 186,321; Roman
Catholie, %6,334; other bodies, 5,374. In
1004, out ofa total population in twenty-
one borough= of 3,500,118, the total at-
tendance is 509,886, of which 358,620 is
Anglican, 312,181 Nonconformist, 70,0056
Roman Catholic and 38,390 other bodies,

Proportionately (o the popuiation,
therefore, tho church attendance in Lon-
don was about the same in 1851 as it is
now -slightly less; but whereas in 1851
the Anglican exceeded the non-Anglican
in 1803 it i legs by 92,646 in the bor-
oughs canvassed.  Anglicanism, there-
fore, has declined relatively in the periad.
Roman Catholic attendance has increased
from 36.524.4n 1851 to 70,095 in 1003,

A Negro's Questions About His Vote,

Wo reply with pleasure to certain ques-
tions put to us by a colored citizen of
Brooklyn who signs himsalf “ The Son
of a Black Soldier,” but communicates
his name and address. His numbered
questions are printed separately below
in order that the answer may imme-
diately follow ecch of them for the con-
venience of the reader:

“1. Why do you characterize as ‘ hasty' the
* polley which Invested the emancipated males of
Afrcan descent with the full right of suffrage’?™

Becausa that seems to be the right
word for the sudden and wholesale ex-
tension of the suffrage, less than four
vears after the end of the Civil War, to
millions of people whose capacity for the
responsibilities of the ballot was untried
then, exceedingly problematical in view
of race characteristics, and by a genera-
tion's experience since then absolutely
demonstrated not to have existed.

“2. Glve detalls of the ‘ direful consequences of
this error of national judgment.' "

The,story of the horrible conditions in
the prostrate States in the early days of
reconstruction, first adequately told in
the case of South Carolina by that vet-
eran Republican, abolitionist and old
Tribune writer, the Hon. JAMES S. PIKE
of Maine; the destinies of men, women
and children of the superior race at the
mercy of ignorance and irresponsibil-

| ity in these Commonwealths where the

black vote was numerically predominant;
the evils of lawlessness growing out of the
inevitable efforts of the superior race to
protect itself against negro domination
ut any hazard; the delay in the perfect
reassimilation of a whole section of the
restored' Union of States; the political
hatreds kept alive for yvears by the
North's misunderstanding of the neces-
sity of the South's struggle for self-
preservation; the demoralizing effect of
a condition of law, organic and statutory,
impossible of reconcilement with actual
conditions of society. These are some
of the consequences of which the adjec-
tive direful is mildly descriptive.

Probably not. Fitness to fizht may
exist with or without fitness to vote.

Our correspondent misunderstands the !

fact. Previously to the adoption of the
Fifteenth Amendment,
provision of the Constitution referring
to slavery, when the enslaved blacks
connted each as three-fifths of a per-
son, for the purposes of apportionment,
white women and children, like all other
free persons except Indians not taxed,
counted as whole persons.

The declination of the Supreme Court
to interfere for the enforcement of the
Fifteenth Amendment in Alabama was
not a unanimous decision. Few far-
reaching decisions of that tribunal are
unanimous. Three .Justices, HARLAN,
BrEwER and BrowY, dissented in the
Alabama case.

Because, to put the unpleasant fact
squarely, the experionce of a third of a
century has shown that the most hopeful
path of elevation for the black race
toward fitness to exercise the suffrage
has been miscegenation.’

We print our Brooklyn correspondent's
concluding remarks:

“ There Is much talked and written in these days
about the negro, and by every one but the negro.
But the negro knows the franchise s legally his,
and, [ belleve, he will know what to do when other
Americans so far betray loyalty and degrade honor
as to attempt to legally deprive him of it. The
sooner the country fairly and squarely faces the
question the better.”

There is no bar to the legal correction
of a State or national mistake in the
matter of the extension of the suffrage in
any direction whatever, An educational
or property qualification that has been
removed can be reimposed. A race ex-
tension by the Federal Constitution can
be withdrawn by the same process of
Constitutional amendment. That would
not necessarily abolish negro suffrage,
or take away our correspondent's vote.
It would leave each State Constitution-
ally free to decide the question for itself.
