ROBERT C. MORRIS RESIGNS

A8 REPUBLICAN COUNTY PRESI-
DENT—CONFEREESAPPOINTED.

County Committee Declares for Fusion
and Names 18 Men Whe Will Attend
the Monday Cenference—Morris Ong |
~—Sheildon May Be the New President.

Robert C. Morris has resigned as presi-
dent of the Republican County Committee.
His action was made public last night
after the special meeting of the committee
called to take action on the fusion plans
was over. The letter of resignation is
dated May 6. Chairman Ten Eyck of the
Executive Committee, to whom the letter
was delivered, sald he had held it in
the hope that Mr. Morris might be persuaded
to continue as chairman, It was not pre-
sented to the meeting last night, Mr. Ten
Eyck said, because it was thought best to
let the committee dispose of the special
matter which had brought it together.
Mr. Morris's name heads the committee
on fusion appointed last night. He said
he would serve.

In eleven seconds short of three minutes
the County Comimitteedisposed of the in-
vitation from the (Citizens' Union to attend
the Monday night conference. Mr. Ten
Eyck for the Executive Committee presented
the following resolution:

Whereas, The Republican County (om-
mittee of the County of New York favors the
unfon of all anti-Tammany organizations in
the approaching municipal campaign:

Reaolved, Thut Messrs. Robert . Morris,
William H. Ten FEyck, Frederick 8. Gibbs,
George R. Sheldon, Henry Birrell, Ernest
Hall, Lispenard Stewart, Frauk Raymond,
Mcses M, McKee, John H. Gunner, Tompkins
Mollvaine, George W. Wanmaker, Joseph
Levenson, Cornelius Van Cott and Ferdinand
Eidman shall constitute a Committee on
Conference and as such are hereby empowered
to represent and to act for this Committee in
oll conferences preliminary to the conven-
tions of 1003, which may be held with other
politicul orgunizations opposed to Tammany
Hall.

to resign. 1 have tried to argue him out
of it, but I have failed.”

On the subject of his successor, Mr.
Ten Eyck said.  “I am sure I do not know
who will take his place, and as most of the
members of the County Committee do not
know of his resignation as yet, I don't
believe any one knows. As the regular
monthly meeting of the County Committee
will be heid on Thursday night, May 21
it is probable that no specizl meeting will
be held to choose the new president, Still
the Executive Committee may decide to
hold a acial meeting.”

Hotel and saw Senator Platt on the day on
which his resignation was written. me
of the members of the Executive Com-
mittee who have known for a day or two of
Mr. Morrig's purpose are for George R.
Sheldon for president. Mr. Sheldon is
now treasurer of the committee. If he
wonld consent to take the presidency, his
election would be received with general
satisfaction,

At the meeting Monday night the Repub-
lican conferees are likely to sake the posi-
tion that it will be well enough to start the
campaign in September.

The Adirondack and Montreal Express,
whioh left New York at 8 o'clook this morn-
ing over the New York Central, passed
CUtica bound for the Adirondacks at 1:08
this aftermoon.

Station Agent John Kennedy gave the
southbound express from Montreal orders
to meet the firat section of the northbound
train at Nelson Lake, a fewm iles south of
MoKeever, and the second seotion at
MoKeever., Station Agent Duffy  at
McKeever gave corresponding orders to
the first section of the northbound train.

Evidently the crew on the southbound
train read the orders incorrectly, for it
bore down upon the Montreal northbound
fiyer while both trains wore travelling at
fifty milec an hour. The locomotives
orashed together with frightful force, but
the crews of the two engines had seeh their
fmpending danger, and, with the oxception
of Firemaun Yerdon, leaped t/, safety. The
locomotives reared and plunged into the
ditch on either side of the track, a tangled
mags of iron and steel, The mail and ex-
press car of the southbound train was re-
duced to kindlings and here Mail Clerk
Jones suffered injuries which will probably
result fatally.

The wreck
caaght fire from the wrecked looomotives,
hut the flames were speedily checked by
somo of the passengers, while others met
about caring for the dead and injured. A
number of persons were pinned ‘under
smashed seats and suffered painful bruises,
but all are expected to recover with the
exception of Mail Clerk Jones,

Wrecking trains and medical aid were
ordered to the scene. Ten dootors responded
from Utica and others from various places
along the line. The killed and injured
were brought to this city late to-night, with
tho exception of Mail Clerk Best, who was
taken to Malone.

Loads of mail were buried in the débris

| of the wreck. A representative of the Ralil-
i way Mail Service, who was on board one of

the trains, has taken charge of the mail
matter and will attempt to dig it from the
wrockage.

It developed late to-night that Engineer
Nevins of the southbound train was re-
sponsible for the disaster, having run past
his orders.

BOMB FOR UMBRIA.

100 Pounds of Dynamite
—Clockwork Going.

LETTER GAVE POLICE WARNING

And the Thing Went Overboard
From the Pier in a Hurry. -

Letter Writor Sald ‘“We” Are Going té
Clear the Harbor of British Ships
—A&cnt This Bomb to the Police Just asa
Sample and Made It Harmiess First
—Apparent Attempt te Suggest Fee
nlanism— Machine Inspected— Found
to Be Dangerous and Ingenlous.

In a long wooden box which two Italians
took to the Cunard line pier at the foot of
Jane street at 8 o'clock Friday afternoon
and left there in charge of Baggage Master
Thomas Pryor with instructions to turn
it over to a passenger on the Umbria, who
would call for it just before the steamer
sailed yesterday, 100 pounds of dynamite,
two dry batterles and a most ingenious
arrangement of clockwork and levers for
the eéxplosion of the dynamite were found
by the police just before the Umbria sailed.
The clockwork waa ticking away vigoroualy.
The box, innocent enough in appearance,
but containing enough exploeive to blow
the bottom out of the big liner, was lying
alongside the first cabin gangway, when
found by detectives acting under instruo-
tlona from Capt. Langan of the Detective
Bureau. It had been put there with other
baggage awaiting claimants who were ex-
peoted to arrive at the pler late, so that
there would be no delay in getting it aboard,

DESIGN TO BUGGEST PENIANS.

The police got their information about
the box from a special delivery letter sent
to Polico Commissioner Greene yesterday
afternoon and signed Pietro Demartini.

| The writer saye there is a soclety formed

for the purpose of driving English ships
off the high seas by blowing them up with
dynamite and hints that it is affillated with
the Mafla. The writing, composition and
general appearance of the letter indicate
that it is the work of any one but an Italian,
and suggest a desire to have the job at-
tributed to Fenians.

The letter in its literary quality, suggests
a habit of writing rapidly, and possibly of
writing for the newspapers. Among other
things it quotes Shakespeare with four
errors in thirteen words.

Although the box and its contents made
up a most formidable infernal machine,
the most dangerous thing of Its kind ever
found in this city, neither the Umbria nor
the Cunard pler nor the passengers nor
employees of the line were ever in any more
danger from this particular maochine than
they would have heen in had it been merely
a box of dynamite, because, as the writer
of the warning letter says, the fuses running
into the boxes of dynamite ware not capped
and the arrangement for iguiting them was
not eet, although a touch of the finger would
have set it in an instant.

WARNING AT LAST MOMENT,

The letter which warned the police of
the presence of the box on the Cunard pier
arrived at Police Headquarters by special
delivery shortly after noon yesterday. It
was addressed *“Commissioner Greene,
Police Department, City,” and was mailed
at the General Post Office in this city at 11
o'clock yesterday morning. The address
on the envelope and the letter itself, written
on three sheets of cheap, llned note paper,
were written with lead pencil, and the letter
was the work of a partly educated person.
It is as follows:

THE LETTER OF WARNING.

“The box, with iron handles, is among
trunks for steamer Umbria.

“Drar Sir: The Mafia greets you and
wishes you well. At the Cunard dock is a
box containing 100 pounds of dynamite.
Inside also is a machine that, purposely
got, can explode the stuff any time within
thirty-six hours.

“The society has declared war against
England and has ordered the destruction
of every steamer flying the British flag that
sails out of New York harbor,

“The urdersigned re¢eived orders to begin
operation by sinking the Oceanic, but so
many women and children took passage
on that boat [last Tuesday] that the so-
ciety's plans were changed at the last
n:inute. The machine in the box, the
first made and a crude affair, is inclosed
simply to show how easy it {8 to sink a
steamer and to show those interested that
the society is not making idle threats. The
society has undertaken to clear New York
harbor of British ships, and it will succeed,

*“The reasons for this movemont the so-
ciety does not wish to disclose; suffice it to
say that the sociely in order to protect
itsolf must carry the war in the enemy's
country, and it goes without saying that
it proposes to wage it as flercely as it knows
how.

“This is the society's firat and last warn-
ing, and those who propcse to patronise
British steamers must take their chanoss
in the future.

“The society asks and gives no quarter
