BRIDGEPORT TROLLEY STRIKE.

Not & Car Moves In That or s

Suburbs.
L. BrIDGEPORT, Conn., May 14.-- Every trol-
léy line in this city and adjacent suburban
places was tiead up to-day as a result of a
strike of all of the motormen and con-
ductors in the employ of the Connecticut
Rallway and Lighting Company. The
strike was inaugurated this morning at 5
o'clock and the company was unable to run
a single car out of any of its car bharns all
day.

Over 100,000 persons were ill('on\'PnlO'h('B(l
by the strike, which threatens to bLe bit-
terly contested by both sides. There has
as yel been no show of violence by the
strikers or their sympathizers, but every
precaution has been taken by the company
for the protection of its property.

The strike was caused mainly by the
company refusing to grant demands of the
men for recognition of their union, estab-
lishment of a flat wage of 22} cents an
hour, shorter hours and reinstatement of
Motorman Thomas McGuire, who was re-
cently discharged.

The company has taken a firm stand
against the strikers and will probably make
an effort to reopen some of the city lines
to-morrow morning with those of the
atrikers—some twenty-five-~who have ex-
pressed a willingness to return to work
under the former conditions and with non-
union men who have been brought from
New York, New Jersey and other States.

The company's position was set forth
to-night by General Manager John Sewell,
as follows

“The company believes that in the es-
tablishment of a new wage scale on Juune
1. agreeing to give the men shorter hours
and to nmet a committee of the employees
al any time to consider grievances which
may arise, it has treated its men fairly
and will not recede one iota from ite pres-
ent position. On April 157 we formally
notified the men, through their committee,
of these intentions.

“Then they turned about vesterday and
demanded of us to &ign an agreement pre-
pared by them to recognize the Amalga-
mated Agsociation of Street Railway Em-
ployees of America, to deal with its officers
on all disputed questions, to pay every man
22Y4 cents an hour, regardless of the period
of his services; to arrange a time table
according to their own liking. to reinstate

“We have made important concessions
to the men, who have alwavs been fairly
treated by our company. We have done
everything reasonable to fry and avoid

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SARATOGA CANFIELD'S CLOSED

AND WIL1 STAY SO THIS SUMMER,
RUMORS TO THE CONTRARY.

Authoritative Announcenient In  Reply
to a Threatened Tale About a (Quiet
Game Sub Rosa for the Filite—Pollce
Will Fnforce the Law and Canfield, for
One, Won't Try te Dodge [t, Friends Say.

SARATOOA BPRINGS, May 156.—The story
has been afloat in Saratoga to-day that
certain persons in New York have got the
notion that Richard A. Canfleld, in epite of
the fiat which has gone forth that there shall
be no gambling in the village this summer,
will find a way to accommodate his wealthy
patrons of former years who may want to
git in for high play. It was even stated here
this evening that a New York paper will
print on Sunday a story of Canfield's scheme
to heat the authorities, with the aid of some
of his influemial Saratoga friends.

The story, which has been widely dis-
cussed here, is, in substance, that when
Canfleld decided to remain abroad this
summer the no-gambling announcement
was made directly in his interest. Canfleld,
however, runs a high class restaurant in
connection with his Saratoga club. This
restaurant has been greatly enlarged and
beautified during the winter. According
to the story, Canfield is to send a representa-
tive here to open the restaurant about
July 15. All other parts of the building are
to be closed to the public, but very much
under the rose. !

Canfield's ug:nt will always have some
of the rooms above stairs ready and manned
for a select few of the old patrons.

In this way, according to the tale, al-
rhnuﬁh all the other houses would be com-
pellad to close, Canfleld's could still keep
the cream of the gambling business, and
run the game so quietly as to make detec-
tion almosrt impossible,

THE SUN correspondent carried the
story to one of Mr. Canfield's oldest friends
and he said:

“To evervhody who knows Canfield
and knows the people of Saratoga, that's
absolutely absurd. In the first place, the
people of this village would never tolerate
any such arrungement with Canfieloe or any-
body alse

“If he ever sent anybody here to try such
a game on, we'd find a way to catch him
at it, and if he were caught it would go
hard with him.
