GOLF CUP SCORE PROTESTED:

DR. CULVER DISQUALIFIED IN
THE M. G. A. CHAMPIONSHIP.

Committee Throws Out His Card for Wrong
Returns In Accordance With Rule Four
—Ward Wins From Travis—Lynch De-
feats Dr. Fredericks in Good Match.

There was excitement both off and on
the links at the Metropolitan Golf Associa-
tion tournament yesterday. The tourna-
ment committee was in session in the Deal
Golf Club in the morning, for a second hear-
ing on tho protest of Dr. Culver:'s card, which
had won the medal for the low score in the
qualifying round on Wednesday, while in the
play, among other happenings of note, John
M. Ward put out W. J. Travis, and Findlay
8. Douglas absolutely “smothered up” Charles
H. Seely, the Connecticut champion.

The tournament committee, those present
being C. F. Watson, chairman; Adrian H.
Larkin, George Harvey, W. J. Travis and
M. M. Singer, ex-officio, had heard the pro-
testant, A. E. Taylor of the Lakewood Club,
and Dr. Culver, on Thursday night, Yes-
terday morning they were in telephonic com-
munication with C. E. McMahon, who had
played with Dr. Culver and attested his card.
The trend of the evidence was not given out,
but it is known that Dr. Culver made vigorous
denial of any wrongdoing

‘Ine committes only announced that Dr.
Culver had been disqualiffled under medal
play rule 4. The cssential part of this rule
is: “The scores for each hole shall be kept by
a special marker, or by competitors noting
each other's scores, * * * If it befound that
a score returned is below that actually played,
the competitor shall be disqualified.”

“While at the th {rteenth tee with Mr. Todd
of Knollwood," said A. E. Taylor, “Dr. Culver
was playing for the twelfth hole. 1 saw him
play into the marl pit on what seemed his
third stroke. He played two or three strokes
in the pit, getting out on the last stroke.

TO KNOCK OUT AUTO LAW.

Judge Church Says Licensing Is Unconsti
tutional and Will Be Proved So.

The constitutionality of the law requiring
automobllists to register, pay a license fee for
a certificate and afix a tag to their vehicles
fs to be tested in the courts, in the highest
courts, if necessary, and at once. Judge
James C. Church, of the law colamittee of
the Automobile Club of America, I8 authority
for the statement, and he made It to THE SUN
reporter yesterday.

Owing to the club having accepted the
licensing provision of the Bailey law, it has
been decided by the club governors that it
would be improper for the club to conduct a
fleht against it; but, according to Judge
Chureh, an individual member of the club
has volunteered to make a test case. and
there will be developments in the matter in
a few days. Regarding the licensing feature
of the law, Judge Church said:

“This featureof the law has becn least railed
against, and yet it is fifty times more obnox-
jous than any other. I have always been un-
alterably opposed to any Ifcensing, and I
have no more doubt now than ever I had that
it is improper and unconstitutional. Under
this law the most innocent persons may be
placed in the most intolerable position, nay,
perhaps, even to be made to suffer for the
guilty.

“Suppose an automobile, recklessly driven,
goes crashing along and kills some one. It
has No. 717 on its back, and as it whisks
away at railroad speed some one reads it us
777. The owner of 777 is hunted up and Ar-
rested and he has to be able to tell wbere he
was at just that time on that day and prove
an alibi. Suppose the owner of 777 happened
to bave been over that same road that day
not long before or after the accident. It i8
apt to go hard with him

“Under such circumstances the law does
something that has never been done before
in the history of crimlnal law -it puts the
burden ol proof upon the defendant. He
must have an alibi ~ We will all have to keep
log books and record ourdaily deings, so0 asto
be prepared at all tiines to tell just where
we were when every accident oceurred. It
will be easy to mistake the number on a fast
moving raschine and this is no exaxgerated
fancy

“There has been an absurd seure over
the law. Persons have been expressing great
fear of violating it who have violated the
Cocks law hundreds of times and that car-
ries with it an imprisoniuent penalty. ‘Ihe
licensing feature, I believe, however, can
be knocked out and it should ne.” X

Judge Church further said the section of
the Bailey law nrovldinf that an automo-
bile may not !mss any horse-drawn vehicle
on the road faster than at eight miles an
hour will have u test cuse made under it in
order to get & court decision as to whether
the law means what it says, or whether the
intent of it is that the rate of the passing
automobile must be not faster than eight
miles an hour in excess of the rate at which
the other vehicle I8 moving. 7This feature
of the law will be tested by the club,

It is contended by the law committee of the
club that this intent is manifest inasinuch
as the law plainly intends that the auto-
mobile may pass, while, construed as it reads,
the law prohibits an automobile from passing
uny horse-drawn vehicle that may be moving
at eight miles an hour.

It waas inferred f
Church that he will have an active part in
testing the licensing law, but he would not
admiit it. He always has refused to resister
with the Secretary of State and put his in-
itials on his car, as required by the former
law, and has invited arrest for not doing &o.

Considerable other interesting news was
obtained in the talk with the Judge. He
ainid the law committee of the Automebile
Club has sent a letter to Police Commissioner
Greene calling his attention to the fact that,
under the Bailey law, the rate of speed in
the upper sections of the city, where the
hnuc»'_u\ are 100 feet or more apart, cannot be
restricted to less than fifteen niiles an hour,
and requesting him to instruct the police
force to this effect. This would apply to
“l\'['l’sidl‘ Drive,

When asked why the club did not take
some action with regard to the alleged dis-
crimination of the police in enforcing the
gpeed law against automobilists and not
against horees, Judge Church replied:  “That
matter has not been overlooked. We are
simply proceeding on the #‘\lnn of Davvy
('lrm,-lée&t ~be sure you're right and then go
ahead.

The law committee has had a great many
questions to answer relative to the new law,
a frequent one being whether an operator
has to take out different licenses if he operates
several cars. The operator's license i8 in-
tended merely as a ceftificate of ability,
and he needs only one whether he runs a
steam, electric or gasolene car, or all three,
according to Mr. Church. The latter called
attention also to the fact that the objection
made becanse the license tags do not have
the State initials on them so that those issued
in New York may be distinguished from
those of New Jersey, is invalid, for the reason
that the New Jersey law requires that the
numbers shall be white on a black back-

ound, while in New York they must be

lack figures on a white background.
