—CROWDS ALONG THE LINE,

The Mayor Presents the Medals of Honor
for 1001 and 1902—Fireman McAvoy
Comes In for Especial P’ralse—Vole
untcer Companies Please the Crowd,

For the first time since 1597 the flremen
nad a parade vesterday It wasn't a long
parade because for a time, at least, it neces.
sarily deprived parts of the city of pro-
taction from fre, but it was by far the
most interesting showing of city employees
that has ever been held in this city, ex-
coiting an even greater degree of enthusiasm
along the line of march than the police-
mon's parade of several weeks ago.

That the men who fight fires in this city,
taking their lives in their hands scores of
times each year, have a large share of
popular affection was shown yesterday,
not only by the crowded stree‘s throuéh
which they marched, but by the almost
Incessant cheering along the line.

Just as many firemen as could be spared
from duty, just as many engines, trucks,
hose carts and water towers as could be
-:afnly withdrawn from seorvice, were in
line, and they made a fine display. The
best of the beautiful horses of the Fire
Department drew the heavy machines,
and they came in for as cordial a greeting
as the blue-shirted firemen.

The horses didn't enjoy the parade very
much. They are more used to running
at top speed through the crowded streets
than to strolling gracefully up Fifth avenue
with hundreds of policemen to see that
no one gets in their way, and a number of
them, bored by the restraint, showed a
disposition to make o dash for it. Fortu-
nately, they were well controllod and took
no small part in the success of the parade.

The bulk of the honors cane to the medal
men, who made up four companies, the
first company comprising men who re-
celved medals yosterday for conspicuous
services during the years 1901 and 1002,
The medals for 1800 were only presented
last year, the department in the past being
almost always two years behind in award-
Ing these honors. Commiseloner Sturgis
resolved to catch up this year and to stay
caught up in the future, &0 that the honors
for both 1901 and 1902 were awarded
yesterday.

The parade started from Washington
Square and proceeded straight up Fifth

avenue to Sixtv-third street, paseing the |
This,

reviewing stand at Sixty-first sireet.
stand, which extended for the whole block
on the west side of the street, was crowded
with those who had been especially invited
by Commissionar Sturgis to review the
parade.

On a smaller stand in front were Fire
Commissioner Sturgis, Mayor Low, Gov.

Odell, Police Commissioner Greene, ex-
Police Commissioner Pariridge and a
number of other city officials. Mayor

Low and Gov. Odell lunched at the Metro-
politan Club,and came across to the reviev«
ing stand shortly before 8 o'clock. 'They
were just seated when the head of the
parade was reen in the distance.

Acting Chief Charles D. Purroy marched
at the head of the firemen, with Assistant
Foremen Buckholdt and Murray as aides,
Behind them came Chaplains Walkley and
Smith, and behind them the four com-
’W ies of honor men. I)P]l uty Chief Charles

. Kruger commanded the first company,
made up of the men who got their medals
vesterdav; Deputy Chief T. J. Ahearn
commanded the gecond company: Battal'on
Chief Peter Short, the lhird‘. and Battalion
Chief John Binng, the fourth.

The honor men were received at-the re-
viewing stand with a tremendous outburst
of applause. Mayor Low and Gov. Odell
Joined heartily in the cheering, both re-
moving their hats as the men went by.

Behind the honor men came the delera-
tions from all five of the horoughs, twenty
engine and truck companies from Mane
hattan and The Bronx, ten frem Brooklyn,
five from Queens and five from Richmond,
the whole divided into reven battalionas.

The men marched exceedingly well and
made an attractive picture coming up
Fifth avenue, their apparatus fairly epark-
ling in the sunlight and thernselves as c'ean
cut and finely buit as one could wish to
see.
The very newest engines in the depart-
ment were n the parace and all of the most
modern apparatis for fire fighting and
i e saving was disp aved The life gaving
corps attract‘d a great deal of attention
with their wire cutters strapped to their
wa sts, their canvas life nets stretched
on their choulders, their scaling ladders
on their backs and their guns, for reaching
high w ndows with ropes, by their sides.

As each band came up to the reviewing
stand it took its place directly opposite
and remained there unti the next hand
came along and took ite place  The Brook-
Iyn department, heac'ed by the Fourteenth

egiment tand of that borough, followed
the men of Manhattan and The Bronx,
and beh'nd them came the men of Queens
and Richmond, all o' thern, with the ex-
c»eimon of thore from Long Island City,
being volunteers.

The volunteers made a good showinm,
save that their antiq a ed parapherna.ia
didn't show up well hes (e the fine modern
eng nes and trucks that had passed ahead
of them. The crowds coulin't resist laughi-
ing at some of the dsplay.

e volunteers from Maspeth, true to
the traditions of their department, carried
bouquets in their gilced herns. Two mus-
oular, but not keautiful, plongh horses
drew their engine, and the criver wax a
fireman who appaarad to he at least 70,

Americus Hose 1, from  Woodhaven,
showed up a little better, but behind them
came firemen from Jamaica, Arverre,
Morris Park, Richmond Hill and Murray
Hill, all a little rusty. Many of the engines
and hose wagons bore beautifully exe-
cuted mcttoes. One [rom Canareie bore
this sterling sentiment in red letters on a
background of gold.

After the ast of the volunteers had presed
the medal men, who had turned into Sixty-
first strect, reformed and marched to the
front of the reviewing stand, The four-
teen men to receive medals yesterday
made the front line. The Mayor, the Gov-
ernor, the Fire Commistioner, Becretary
Leary of the d-partment and a number
of other city ofMcials &tood before them.
Alongzide of the Mayor was Fircman James
McAvoy, to whom a most unusual honor
was pald yesterday.  MeAvoy, whose name
will easily head the list of firemen for gal-
lanty for the current year, is the boyish
looking fireman who plunged into flame
his comrade, William

been overcome while fighting a fire at 257

McAvoy was badly burned himself, but
he is all right now, and Mayor Low and
Commissioner Sturgis ordered him to stay
on the stand with them yesterday. .

The Mayor pointed out the little girl to
the crowd and she was cheered. Mooney,
who left the hospital to come out and re-
ceive his medal, got in a cab after the award
and went to his home.

KISHINEFF  HELPS ZIONISH,

TWELVE SOCIETIES ORGANIZED
SINCE THE MASSACRE.

American Federation of Zionists Meets in
Pittsburg To-day—To Choose Dele-
gates to Basle Congress — Prof.
Gotthell to Preside—Resolutions on
the Jewish Massacre to Be Adopted.

® Prof. Richard Gottheil of Columbia Uni-
versity left yesterday for Pittsburg, where
he will preside this morning at the opening
session of the American Federation of
Zionists, of which he is the president. On
Thursday Prof. Gottheil will sail for Europe
to attend the sixth annual Zionist Congrees
which will be held at Basle, Switzerland,
Aug. 28. Fifteen delegates from the United
States will attend that Congress, which is
tbe biennial gathering of the Jews of all
countries who are working for the restora-
tion of Palestine.

More than two hundred Zionist eocieties
will be represented by about that number
of delegates at the convention in PittsHurg,
which is to be opened this morning by an
address of welcome by the Mayor. Prof.
Gottheil will make his annual address and
the convention will take up organization
business for three days.

Among the New Yorkers who have gone
to the convention are Jacob de Haas,
gecretary of the American Federation of
Zionists, the Rev. Adolph M. Radin, the
Rev. H. Masliansky of the Jewish World,
Louis Lipsky of the American Hebrew,
Joseph Seff and Samuel Markowitz.

“One of the things to be done by the con-
ventlon will be the adoption of a new con-
stitution,” sald Prof. Gottheil yesterday.
“The organization i8 growing #o that its
form must be changed to accommodate
the larger force.

“The Kishineff outrages have served
forcefully to illustrate that Zionism is the
solution of the great question in Jewry.
We expect a large and important con-
vention, and no doubt the Ruesian situa-
tion will be the subject of much discussion.

“The convention will choose delegates
to the Congress at Basle in August, which
will gather the views of all the world. The
Basle congress will elect a genecral com-
mittee, which will in turn elect a smaller
committee to conduct the affairs of the
Zionist movement for the two years be-
tween the conventions. The coming two
years may be most important in our pyr-

p?’rof.Gn(theil said that one of the New York
delegates to the Pittaburg convention would
introduce some resolutions on the Kishi-
neffl massacre. These resolutions will de-
clare that the Kishineff murders have again
exposed to view the weak and defenceless
position of the Jewish nation, proving that
the continued settlement of the Jewish

ple in Russia is attended with serious
and personal danger and unnecessary
martyrdom.

As the tendenoy of nations is to restrict
immigration, the resolutions will call on
every individual Jew in the common in-
terests of humanity to end the plight of
the people by affording the Zionist move-
ment that cordial and financial support
which will enable the Zionists to achieve
the ee of their oganization,the reset-
tlement of the Jewish people in Palesti:

“The Zionist movement offers the so-
lution of the problem,” gaid Prof. Gottheil.
“We are determined to accomplish that
task, but that determination should pos-
sess not the soul of one but of every ele-
ment in Jewry, and every individual Jew
and Jewesa.”

Jacob de Haas, who is editor of the
Maccabean and secretary of the Federa-
tion, said that the effects of the Kishineff
outrages had been the formation of twelve
new Zionist societies since the massacre}
Rabbi Emil G. Hirsch of Chicago, who has
been one of the strongegt opponents of
the movement, has come out for Zioniem
and will attend the convention as a delegate
from one of the Chicago societies.

*Jews all over will be impressed with the
rationality of Zionism and its claims,”
said Mr. de Haas. “Many who have ob-
jected to ita philosophy will now be willing
to accept it as the onl{ solution of the
Jewish question. The misery of the largest
portion of the Jewish people has been made
plain by the stories of these outrages.

“Emigration to other countries does
not answer the problem, for the Jew is
not allowed to enter evervwhere and where
he is allowed he brings with him the Jewish
question wherever he goes because of the
prejudices that exist against him and be-
cause of his poverty and the other results
of the prosecutions that have been directed
against him He must have his own coun-
try where he can work out his own salva-

tion. That is the end toward which the
Zionist movement is striving. We want
no charity for the oppressed and perse-

cuted among us. It has been shown that
the misery of the Jews as a people cannot
ba met by charity.

“It is by organization and political effort
that we mean to attain our ends. We Flnn
for a conferance of the Powers on the Jaw-
ish question, and we helisve that the re-
cent events in Russia should go far toward
bringing about such a conference. Once
we get the Powers to take “Y this question,
we can show them that the logical solution
of it is in Zionism."”

DR. KOHLER SAYS FARE“‘ELL.E
He Goes From Temple Beth-Fl to Be

President of Hebrew Union College.

The Rev. Dr. K. Kohler, who is to be
the pres'cent of the Hebrew Union College
at Cincinnati, preached his farewel sermon
yesterday morning as pastor of the Temple
Beth-El, at Fifth avenue and Seventy
sixth steeet. He has teen pastor of the
congregation for twenty-four years, the
temple being located at Lexington avenue
and Sixty-third ftreet before the jrceent
eciifice was built, about a dozen years ago.
Dr. Bamuel Schulinan, who has been asso-
ciated with Dr. Kohler for four and a half
years as rabbi of the Termp e Beth-El, will
succeed him. .

Dr. Kohler explained that the priestly
office was endowed with the power of bless- |
ing, but not with that of condemnation,
which he said v as the Lord’s,  In the course
of his long pastorate, he said, he had early
becore convinced that reformed Judaism
had a great mission to perform in this
country, and he had consistently helped
to American‘ze Jewish life

Despite the parsegze of years and the
constant calling down upon the nations

MOB FROM ALLEN'S LET 60.

MAGISTRATE WOULDN'T EVEN
HAVE THEM ARRAIGNED.

Holds Only Three for Whom Doe Warrants
Were Out—Says Others Should Have
Been Frecd at Once—Steinhardt Wants
to Arrest Inspector and Captain.

There was a most unusual scene in the
Jefferson Market police court yesterday
morning when the prisoners, to the number

i of above two hundred and eighty, who were
i taken in the raid on The Allen's poolroom in

Bixth avenue on Friday
brought to the bar.
Magistrate Cornell, who had issued war-
rante for the arrest of four membere of the
Doe family on testimony given by a Brook-
lyn negro policeman, was greatly surprised

evening were

. at finding that everybody in the pooiroom

had been taken into custody without other
warrante

He refused even to have the prisoners
who were arrested without warrants ar-
raigned, and after the negro policeman
had identified the men for whom he said
the warrants had been obtained, the Magis-
trale discharged all of the others forthwith.
Immediately the court room was in an up-
roar and cheers went up, which, however,
were soon supprossed.

Inspector Smith and Capt. Wiegand,
who had planned the raid, had told Magis-
trate Mayo when he was summoned to the
station on Friday n’ght that Magistrate
Corneil had ordered that all persons feund
in the place be arrested when the warrants
were served. But Magistrate Cornell,
when he saw tlie crowd of prisoners, said

i that had he been in the city on Friday even-

ing he would have discharged everybody
except thoge called for by the warrants

| At once,

All thie men arrested other than tae Does
had been held by the police on the charge
of disorderly conduct. Lawyer Benjamin
Steinhardt exportulated in most pronounced
manner over tlie detention of the men
who had been arrested and held without
warrant
against men who were charged with no
uﬁ‘vnoc-, When the Magistrate said that
he would have discharged them on the night
before, Mr. Steinhardt felt better,

The men held on the warrants were Henry
Martin, charged with being the man who
chalked up the odds in the poolroom: Jonn
Wesley Taylor, a negro, charged with being
the one W{IU called out the results of the
races, and Thomas Cellahan, charged
with being the door-tender.  All of them
wera held in 8500 bail for examination on
Thursday. Julius Crane, a negro, who
was caught in the crowd, was fined 85 for
carrying a revolver.

Mr. Steinhardt said that James E. Tisdall,
the negro policeman whio had obtained the
evidence, and who id utified the tnree men
who were held on the Doe warrants, identi-
fied “some mien who hadn't been in the
poolroom at all.”

Taylor said that he was a waiter of 114
Saeventh street; Callahan, that he was a
bartender of 94 Sixtn avenue, while Martin
described himpelf as a real estate dealer
of 100 West Eighty-eighth street. Tisdall
gaid that Martin waa the general manager
of the Iroom.

M. Steinhardt said that the decision of
the Court of Appeals in the Btedeker case
made no distinction between poolrooms
and bookmaking establishments at the race
