A MOB MARCHES THROUGH HAR-
LEM AND THE RBRONX.

.Fanned by the Clubs of Three Police Pre-
cinots Before They uit—23 Arrested
and They'll Stay In Jall Two Menths
Untess Ball Is Furnished for Them.

When it wasn't raining raindrops it was
raining brickbats yesterday up in Harlem
ahd The Bronx wherever a group of la-
borers was caught working by & mob of
marching and trouble-hunting Italian

strikers.

A mixed gang of several hundred union
men set out from a hall at 2220 First avenue
and they were fanned hard by the elubs
of three police precincis hefore they quit.,
Twenty-threa were arrested. No work-
man was seriously hurt or kept from his
job for more than fifteen or twenty

minutes.

The riotera first assembled in the First
avenue hall, the headquarters of the [talian
union, and after passing the daily batch
of resolutions about digging sewers and
oapital and contractors, adjourned in a

. body to the street.

At 114th street and First avenue they
saw the horrible sight of four men placing
curbstones around Jackson Park.

Three hundred strikers rushed the four
workmen, and the job on the curb was sus-
pended till the reserves from the East 104th
street atation arrived in a_patrol wagon
and, led by Acting Captain Lanser, recapt-
ured Jackson Park. [hree policemen and
a citizen with revolvers held the mob in
cheok before the reservea came. There
were no arrests here, but a lot of whole-
some clubhing by the cops and gome stone
throwing on the other side. )

A short time later Robert Dunn, a city
contractor, and his four employees were at
work on the curb again.

The second row was in 125th street be-
tween Second and Third avenues, where the
Barber Asphalt Company is repaving. There
were fifty men at work there when the mob
arrived by way of Second avenue from Jack-
son Park.

The police of the precinet below had

wit the chase at 120th street.  But the
rioters kept on running for five blocks be-
fore they got their nerve back.

Then they saw the gsvem at work and
began another rumpus by throwing stones.

he pavais stood their ground and pelted
haok. 'I'nis fight was stopped by a squad
from the East 120th street station with
their sticke. The Irish workmen who
were not on strike helped some, too, with
+their paving tools,and it was a sorry-lookin
gang of Italian strikers that finally flec
acroas ‘Willis avenue bridge into The Bronx.
The 126th street Policw stopped rushing
them .at the Harlem River. When the
Italians reached 141at street and Willis
avenue they saw some men making an
excavation for a new huild!nf‘

The rioters surrounded the pit and began
tg throw, dirt and stones at the twenty
men working below. The workmen re-
tallated, made a rush, all lo{;ether. ug one

_side of the partly dug cellar and broke
through the line of their assailants.

Then the third eet of reserves had a
whack at the eame gang of strikers and
made the mest of the orporlunity.

“I don't object to your being idle your-
selves,” the Magistrate said, “but you
can't pester workmen. I don't suppos=
that you are all really guilty of intentional
rioting. You are the viotime of agitation,
but you've got to have a lesson that you
won't forget."

STRIKE PICKETS FINED.

They Got in a Fight With Men Who Wanted
te Work.

Louis Goldle of Goldie & Co., clothiers,
at Wooster and Third streets, two Itallan
employees and two Hebrow strike pickets
were arraigned in Jefferson Market police
court yesterday, charged with fighting.
Some of the Hebrewa employed by Goldie
& Co. went on strike Sunday, and the firm
put Italians in their places.

Isaac C(ohen and Meyer Pollak, two
pickets of the strikers, stopped Giuseppe

‘Lebacto and Luigi Asrio on Third street

and asked them not to go to work, The
two Italians paid no attention, and a fight
ensued. Louls Goldie, a member of the
firm, heard the commotion, and took ‘a
hand to protect his new employecs,

When Officar O'Connell of the Sixteenth
precinet arrived, Mr. Goldie was flourishin
a heavy iron-shod stick which he hac
wrenched away from one of the strikers,
and Giuseppe Lebacto had a brick in each
hand “with which to protect himself.”
0'Connell arrested them all.

During the examination of Pollak and
(ohon the lawyer for the prosecution asked
the former wfmt he considerad to be hir
duty as a picket,

The lawyer for the defence objected,
but Magistrate ('ornell overruled him, say-
ing: “I should very much like to hear hix
answer. I want to know what they think
their rights are.”

“I told him we weare on striks, and asked
him as a favor not to go to work, promis-
ing him an equally good job the next morn-
ing." answered Pollak.

('ohen testified that pickaet duty was op-
tional with thoe strikers,

Magistrate Cornell fined Pollak and
(‘ohen 85 each, and discharged the others,
He commended the action of Mr. Goldie in
trying to proteet his employees,

MORE MACHINISTS STRIKE.
Townsend-owney Yards Affected—Fme
ployers Talk With a New Labor League.

The marine machinists struck yesterday
in the yards of the Townsend-Downey
Shipbuilding Company on Shooters Island
to enforce a demand for a minimum wage
scale of $3 a day. The Townsend-Downey
vards recently got through with a strike
which eventually affected nearly all the
other yards.

A conference of the New York Metal
Trades Association held to congider the
sltuation issued a statement in which it
raid:

In the last week practically all the members
of the International Asaociation of Machin-
ista employed in the shipyards of membera
of this association went on strike. — All the
Amalgamated machinists are working. We
have unanimously resolved not to concede
any of the demands of the machinists and the
associntion will immedietely proceed to
break the strike, Several members of the
New York Metal Trades Association are also
members of the National Metal Trades Asso-
elation, and a meeting of the district commit-
tee of the national association has been called
to act.

Arepresentative of the Independent Labor
Ieague of America attended the meeting,
and the assooiation appointed a commit-
tee to investigate its purposes with a view
iv having employers and employees act
in concert for the interests of both. The
league has already organized a local lodge
here, and it was said yesterday that it will
probably receive the indorsement and sup-
port of the Metal Tvades Association.

One of the league's rules is that there
must be no capricious strikes or strikes
ordered merely for sentimental reasons
or to show the power of the walking dele-
gates,

LOWELL

STRIKERS FAIL,

Fffort to Get Out Those Who Have Re-
turned to Work Not a Success.

LowrLL, Masgs., June 8.—The threatened
effort of the labor uniong to call out their
members who have returned to work in the
cotton mills was made by another roll call
at 6:30 o'clock this morning. It failed.
Several hundred operatives answered to the
roll, but few of them were those who have
been in the mills since the opening a week
ago. It was said by the mill men that 71
per cent. of the *otal mill force went through
the gates this morning.

Immediately after the roll call there was
an official statement from A‘FFH( South-
worth of the Massachusetts mills, in which
the raid:

“While 9,000 or 10,000 people. or even half
that number, want to wnrf(, the mills will
continue to run. The situaticn is now well
in hand. No more official bulletins will be
issued. "

The total number of men returning to
work thig morning was 9,407, a gain of over
2.000 in the week. The lahor leaders ray
they have secured a good many men who
went back into the mills lagt week.

SHIPYARD MEN ON STRIKE.

President Chace of the Creseent Says the
Plant May Shuat Down.

Er12aBETH, N. J., June 8.-Whan the
Crescent shipvards reop2ned this morning,
after a temporary shutdown, the ship
carpenters and joiners immediately went
on #trike. They want §3.45 a day, an
increase of 456 cents. The drillers and
tappers, who went on sgrike two weeks
ago, did not return to work this morning.
To the demand for the reinstatement of a
union man, they have added another for
an increase of 80 cents a day. Thera are
nearly two hundred men out. President
Chac: says the plant will shut down if the
men do not return. )

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RUSSIA WOULD ADMIT NO JEWS

HER I.AWS BAR THEM OUT NO
MATTER WHENCE THEY COME.

But Exceptions Are Made for Financiers
of Unusual Prominence and Special
Privileges Are Often Accorded to
the Great In Other Spheres—Explana-
flon hy a Russian Bureau's Head.

L. Nabokoff, head of the Russian Bureau
of Information at 17 State street, takes
exception to some assertions made by the
Rev. Dr. R. 8. MacArthur in his sermon
last Sunday evening on *If Christ Came to
Russin.” While admitting that the view
presented by Dr. MacArthur of Russia's
att'tude toward American Jewa was in the
main correct, Mr. Nabokoff holds that the
clergyman made his statements too sweep-
ing. Heobjecta particularlyto this passage
in the reports of Dr. MacArthur's sermon:
“Russia attaches no importance to an Amer-
ican passport when it is in the hands of a
Jow,"”

“The truth is,” said Mr. Nabokoff yester-
day, “that Russia attaches no importance
to any passport, no matter by what Gov-
ernment it is issued and no matter who may
hold it, unless it be counteraigned by a
Russian Consul or Consular agent, 1If, on
the other hand, a Jew has sucoseded in
obtaining the via® of the Russian Conrul to
his American passport, that passport will
be honored all over Ruesja without ohjec-
tion. The trouble lies in getting the Con-
sul's signature, '

“Russia has established no special rules
for the issuing of passports from this coun-
try. The rules are the same everywhere,
Whenever a person wants to travel in
Russia, he has to get a passport from hia
own Government firat, Then he has to
get that passport vieéd by a Russian Consul,
not necessarily in his own city or even in
his own country. Many Americans who
go to Russia have their passports counter-
signed by the Russian Consul in some Ger-
man city.

“When somebody, no matter who, ap-
plies to & Russian Consul for his signatire
to a passport, the Consul hands him a blank
on which are printed a number of questions,
The applicant has to fill out the answers
and sign the paper.”

The specimen handed by Mr. Nabokoff
read ar follows

“If the applicant,” sald Mr. Nabokoff
“replies that he is a Christian, all the Consul
has to do isto see that his name is not found
on the list sent him by the Russian Govern-
ment of individuals who are forbidden
entrance into Kussia. This list contain
only the names of well-known Nihilists and
Anarchists. The Consul then visés the
passport without further formalities.

“But if the apgllcanl replies that he is a
Jew, the attitude of the Consul will be
different. The Russian law, taking it in
ita broadest sense, says that no Jew under
any circumstances shall be admitted to
Russia. This law is applied literally and
almost without exception to Jews born in
Russia. If an American citizen of Rus-
sian birth and Jewish faith comes to the
Consul to get his passport countersigned,
the latter will refuse his signature,

“There s only one way out of it. The
applicant may turn directly to the Russian
Government and ask that an exception he
made in his case. The petition will then
be referred to the Russian Consul at the
place where the man lives. That Consul
will invnli%_'o and take his time about
reporting. The petition will then go back
to Russia, from there back to America, and
g0 on. A year is a short time to get such
a request granted, if it be granted at all.
You may judge by my personal experience.

“During the seven or eight years that 1
have conducted this bureau a large num-
b>r of Russian-horn Jewa have secured my
rarvices as intermediary in their negotia-
tions with the Russian Government for
permission to visit their native country and
their relatives. My efforts have proveg
successful only in five or six cases during
all these vears.

“If the applicant be a Jew born in any
country outside of Russia, the C'onsul has
the power under certain circumstances
to except him from the general order of

rohibition against the admission of mem-
yers of that faith. Thus, for instance,
the Consul has nuthorily to countersign the
passport when the applicant is the head or
rapresentative of a large banking house or
of some important commercial corporation,
But business interestr of an uncommonly
large scope furnish really the only ground
on which the Consul may grant such ex-
ception.

“The discretion given to the Consul does
not extend to mcientiste or artists, as far
as 1 know. No Jew who wanted to visit
Russia only as a tourist could gnt the visA
of the Consul to his passport. Therefore,
gsome of the illustrations employed by y
MacArthur to show the working of the
Russian policy toward the J+w were cor-
reot and otherr were not. He said, for
instance, that if a convention of financlera
were held in Rusela Rockefeller, Morgan
and Carnegie would be admitted, while
the Rothschilds, the Seligmans and the
Schiffs would have to stay away, That is
not s0. Jewish financlers would he able
to gat in without difficulty.

“But when he spoke of philanthropista,
of scientists, of statesmen, he was theo-
retically right, A direct appeal to the
Russian Government is always possible
however. The fact is that {f men equal in

rominence to some of those mentioned

v Dr. MacArthur, such as Mendelssohn,
Maverbeer, Disraeli and Sir Moses Monte-
flore, wanted to attend some oonvention
called within the boundaries of the Russian
Empire, the Govarnment would make haste
to grant spacial privileges to them.”

Search for Heffernan’s Slayer Redirected
Toward Wealthy Men.

TarryYTOWN, N. Q., Juge 8.—While there
were no new developments in the Ardaley
murder case to-day the interest in running
down the murderer of John Heffernan
has not abated. All clues indicating high-
way robbery have been run down and end
in nothing. It is generally belleved now
that Heffernan was mistaken for a rival
of one of Ardsley's wealthy young men.

BREMERTON DECIDES TO BE GOOD

Marching With Them to the Coant) Seat
Where They Will Be Tried for Muarder
~—Shot Thelr Rivals In a Bitter Fend
Between BIg and Little Ranchmen.

(‘o1.BY, Kan., June 8. -Sheriff McCullosh
and a company of the Kansar Nationa)
Guard left this city to-day for a éross-coynt
march to St. Francis, the country seat of
Cheyenne county, forty milas northwest
of here. Under this armed escort go
Chauncey Dewey, head of the Dewey ranch;
(lyde Wilson and W. J. McBride, prisonars
who are charged with killing the Reryy
family, sattlers and small ranchmen. Thia
guard is necessary because of the threats
of lynching,

There had been frequent clashes het waen
the Deweys and tha Berrys. The Berrva
lod the faction that was arraved against
the Dewey ranch people. Chauncey Dewey
and some of hir cowboys came upon Berry
and his five gons while they were mlttink
the Dewey ranch fence. In the fight that
followed Berry and two sons were killad;
two others of the Berry family and thre®
cowboys were dangerously wounded.

The route from this place to St. Francie,
where the preliminary trial is to be held,
is over plains and low hills. On the line of
march is the Berry ranch, six miles waat of
the ranch owned by the Dewey company.
At Berry's ranch 150 armed settlers are
encamped. This may be the scene of
another bloody encounter between the rival
inhabitants, the “Big Ranchmen" and “Little
Ranchmen.”

Dewey and his cowboys were taken from
the ranch, where they were arrested un-
known to the settlers who surrounded the
place. They were kept under guard of
the Sheriff's posse until the troops arrived
from Osbome.

SALINA, Kan, June 8.-—-Clyde Wilson,
bookkeeper of the Dewey ranch, who, with
Chauncey Dewey and W. J. McBride, is
under arrest at St. Francis, charged wita
the killing of a ranchman named Berry
and his two sons, last Wedneaday, is a
Salina man. He was a member of Com-
pany M, Twentieth Kansas Volunteers,
under Gen. Funston, and later was a mem-
ber of the Manila police force. Senator
Hessian of Manhattan, and two lawyers of
Lincoln, Neb., have been retained by Dewey
to defend him and his men.

The Navy Department Informed That All
sgloons Have Been Closed.

WasHiNeTON, June 8.—The efforts of
the Navy Department to close saloons
and houses of ill repute in Bremer-
ton, Wash., adjoining the Puget Sound
Navy Yard, have apparently been suc-
ceasful, Gambling houses were closed
some time ago, but when a few saloons
were reopened the Department declined
to send any more warships for repairs
to the navy imrd, upon which Bremerton
depends. This telegram was received at
the Department to-day from Capt. Barclay,
the new commandant of the yard:

“Mayor of Bremerton reports all saloons
closed to-night at midnight and all licenses
revoked. After that hour liquor selling
will be prosecuted.” . )
