| fessor lays down rules for the regulation of
lving, giving illustrations of cases in which
truth may legitimately be sacrificed. Ac-
cording to his definition a lie consists of
an endeavor to deceive some one who has
a right to know the truth, Permissible
lies may be brought under two heads,
those told to guard a secret and those told
in self-defence, These include lies told
to avoid revealing confidence, lies to the
