CONTROL OF CORPORATIONS.

Minnesota Hankers Protest Against Overe
oapitailzation.

81. Pavy, Minn., July 8.—Many speakers
before the State Bankers' Assoclation
to-day declared that the over capitalization
of corporations is likely to cause a panic,
and after considerable discussion the asso-
ciation adopted the following resolutions:

Whereaa it in & well-known fact that many
corporations are lssuing stocka and bonds
far in excess of the value and cost of the
property which they represent, and

Wherean such corporations, in order to
pay dividends on such overissue of stoocks
and bonds, charge expansive and exorbitant
prices for transportation and for manufact-
ured articles, which have to be borne by
the consumer,

Resolved, That the Minneapolis Bankers’
Assoclation are opposed to and do hereby
condemn the lssulng of stocks and bonds by
any corporatiop in excess of the value of the
property which they represent; and we do
hereby request our Senators and Congress-
men to use their utmost endeavors to secure
the pussage of a law placing all corporations,
the same as banks, under the control and
subject to the supervision of the Bureau
of Corporations in the Department of Com-
merce, when possible, requiring sald bureau
to certify to the payment of the capital of
such corporations and to the issue of all
stocks and bonds, but not in excess of the
value of the property which they represent.

WALKING DELFGATES FURIOUS.

Almost Ready to Wipe Out Their Own
Hoard Because Unions Back Down.

The news that several of the unions in the
building trades had accepted the employers’
plan of arbitration resulted yesterday in
the most uproarious! meeting of the Board
of Building Trades which that body has
yet held.

The indignation of the walking delegates
was directed principally against the Plas-
terers’ Union, which had accepted the
plan with the provision that the helpers
be paid $3.25 a day. The Tile Layers'
Union, Tile Layers’ Helpers’ Union,Brother-
hood of Painters and Amalgamated Painters’
Society are also said to have accepted the
plan, though their delegates were loud-
mouthed in repudiating the statement.

Several delegates wanted to know what
things were coming to. Others said that
it was time for the board [which had already
disposed of the matter by repudiating the
plan of arbitration] to act.

“I move that we expel the unions that
haveaccepted the plan,”shouted a delegate.
A roar of applause followed. Then the
more oconservative of the members coun-
selled caution. If all the unions accept the
plan and the board expelled all their dele-

ates, the board would virtually wipe
tself out of existence.

William Fyfe, acting secretary in place
of William A. Farley, who is sick, is one of
the conservative members.  Largely
through his influence it was decided to
defer final action until Monday, when re-
consideration of the plan of arbitration
will be made a special order of business.

“By that time,” said Secretary Fyfe
after the meeting, “we will know how the
unions have voted regarding the plan and
rxiactly what the general sentiment about
t is.”

The delegates of the Granite Cutters’
Plumbers’ and Stone Cutters’ unions said
that the employers in their respective
tradea were not In the Building Trades
Employers’ Association, but they were in
favor of the plan of arbitration.

The board of governors of the employers’
association will hear reports to-day from
the unions whose representatves agreed
to the plan of arbitration last Friday night.
A representative of the board said yester-
day:
flt in likely that work will be resumed
in a great number of the trades on Friday.
This will be the first break in the big shut-
down, and the rest will be easy. Ina week
I expect all building will again be under
way.”

SUIT OVER A

#S10,000 Danmges Asked of a Bricklayers’
Union in Richmond, Va.

RicaMoxnDn, Va., July 8. -Suit for $10,000
has been filed by the Sitterding-Carneal-
Davis Company, handlers of builders’
supplies, against the Bricklayers’ Union
of Richmond. Fritz Sitterding, head of
the concern, ia also president of the Vir-
ginia Passenger and Power Company,
whose men are now on strike for m‘oq-
nition of the union and higher wages. It
in allo,zvd that the members of the Brick-
layers' Union have declined to work for
any builder using material furnished by
the Sitterding firm, and that in conse-
quence the latter has lost heavily.

A decigion of the State Supreme Court
holds every member of a union found
guilty of such conduct personally respon-
sible. It is the intention of this and other
firms to bring suit against every organiza-
tion where there is any chance of proving a
boycott. The business men of Richmond
are incensed by the effort of the street car
men to obtain their demands by use of the
hoyecott. The strike has proved a disas-
trous failure and the men now realize it

GRAVEDIGGERS ON STRIKE.

About Twenty of Them Want More Pay In
Greenwood and Can’t Get 1t

BOYCOTT.

A strike is on among the gravediggers
n Greenwood Cemetery. Two weeks ago
they made a demand for an increase of
wages from $1.00 to $2 a day. The trustees
of the cemetery agreed to make the wages
$1.75, but these terms were not satisfactory
to about twenty of the fifty diggers em-
sloyed, and they quit work and opened
L@ﬂdqllﬂﬂﬂl’ﬂ pear the main entrance to
cemetery.

At the office of the cemetery it waa said
that there had been no delay in burials and
no particular inconvenience as a result of
the trouble, as no difficulty had been ex-
perienced in getting all the men necessary.

The strikers say that the receiving vault
will soon be overcrowded unless their de-
mand is satisfied. They also threaten,
if peace is not soon arranged, to organize
a union.

AGREEMENTS DON'T COUNT,

Brotherhood of Carpenters Admitted to
Board of Bullding Trades at Last.

The Brotherhood of Carpenters was
formally admitted to the Board of Building
Trades yesterday, undertaking, through
its walking delegates, to repudiate the agree-
men t recently made for a year with the
Employing Cabinetmakers and Interior
Decorators’ Association. This agreement
provided that there shall be no sympathetic
strikes, but that only members of the
brotherhood shall be employed. Willlam
Fyfe, acting secretary of the board, said
that Walking Delegates Thompson and
McCracken had agreed over their signatures
to repudiate the agreement. The union
iteel? has yet to be heard from concerning
this repudiation.

Kohlsaat Walters Strike Agaln.
Cra1caGo, July 8.—Waiters employed in
the Kohlsaat lunch rooms went on a strike
at noon. A general walk-out was ordered
by the local joint board of cooks and
waiters. Within a short time several of
the establishments were closed. The
waiters complain that they did not get
written contracts, as agreed.

Dr. Burrell's Son Ordalned.

PrINCETON, July 8.—David De F. Burrell,
of New York city, a graduate of Yale and
of the Princeton Theologlcal Seminary,
was ordained an evangelist in the First
Presbyterian Church here to-night. The
Rev. W. Park Armstrong, head of the New
Testament department, preaclved the ser-
mon, and the Rev. Dr. David J. Burrell of
New York, father of the evangelist, gave
the charge. Burrell held one of the William
Henry Green fellowships in the seminary
last year and was recently appointed in-
structor in the New Testament department

POOLROOM RAID MISSED FIRE.

JEROMFE'S EXPECTFED PREY LOST
IN THE SHUFFLE.

The Hon. Dan Finn's Assomblyman Balls
‘Out the Unimportant Prisoners That
Were Caught in Territory Far From the
Battery, but Nearer ity Hall Park.

In the office of the Ct_mnty Clerk, Matthew
Stripp, Jr., has for several months kept
a chair from blowing away—to use the
classic phrase of Mr. William Stephen
Devery. Mr. Stripp is a son-in-law of
Justice Dan Finn, Tammany leader of the
First district. On afternoons of late it
has been his custom to get off his chair
at about 1 o'clock and depart to attend
to some personal matters uptown.

Official euriosity .was aroused and Capt.
Brennan of the Macdougal street police
and eighteen policemen started out yester-
day afternoon to satisfy it. They visited
45 Mercer street late in the afternoon. The
doors were locked. They had axes with
them. They chopped down the front
door and went up one flight of stairs. Then
they chopped down another door and
went up another 1ight of stairs. Then
they kept on chopping down doors and go-
ing up flights until they reached the fourth
floor room of the Quincy Club, in which
many cards were hung upon the wall upon
which were printed the names of racehorses,
upon which also were pencilled the odds
at which bets might be made on said horses.
The police chopped down another door
and found thirty-six men huddled together
who begged most plaintively that the police
let themn go. The police had five warrants.
They found two men whom the warrants
seemed to fit. The other thirty-four were
turned loose.

The two prisoners, who described them-
selves as George Gleason of 80 Desbrossea
street and John Gaffney of 433 Washing-
ton street, were taken before Magistrate
Olmsted in the Centre street court, and were
by him held for trial in $500 bail. They
were bailed by Am-u-mhlf'nmn Andrew J.
Doyle of the First Assembly district.

!')wtrict Attorney Jerome, when ap-
prised of the results of the raid seemed
to be very much disappointed. At least one
newspaper last evening quoted him as say-
ing that the police had failed to find the
most iinportant man they wanted. He de-
clined to give the man's name,

One of the policemen who were in the raid
said last night: *“It was a darned shame
to spoil such a pretty thing. In the first
place, the District Attorney had pnt it up to
(apt. Pat Byrne good and hard to get this
poolroom.

500 TALESMEN IN ONE CASE.

Court Orders BIg Panel for Trial of Jersey
Trolley OfMclals.

Chief Justice Gummere in Newark yes-
terday signed an order directing Sheriff
Nicoll of Essex county to draw a panel of
500 jurors in anticipation of the trial of
the officers and employees of tha North
Jersey Street Railway C‘ompany, who were
indicted for manslaughter in connection
with the Clifton avenue grade crossing
catastrophe of Feb. 10, in which nine pupils
of the Newark City High School lost their
lives.

According to an agreement between
Prosecutor Riker and ex-Gov. George T.
Werts, coungel for the indicted men, 500
names will be placed in a jury box and
only 250 of that number will be selected.

The Sheriff will draw the list on Monday
and each man will be notified to appear for
gervice on Sept. 1. The idea of calling
a foreign jury has heen abandoned by the
defence.

This is said by lawyers of Innsz practice
in the New Jersey courts to he the largest
panel ever summoned in that State for a
single case.

CONEY ISLAND HIS ONLY HOME.

Warned Away, Figsher Wouldn't Stay Away
and Is Arrested.

Harvey Fisher, 18 years old, who says
his only home is Coney Island, was arrested
there last night for attempting to pick
a man's pocket, Thia is the fourth time
he had been arrested in two weeks.

The first time he went before County
Judge Aspinall, who suspended sentence
but told the boy he would have to stay
away from Coney Island. The lad kept
away from the island till last night, but
was arrested twice in crowded Brooklyn
trolley cars just on general police principles.
Detective Rawley picked him up in Luna
Park last evening.

RRONX CARS JUMP THFE TRACK.

Passengers Siightly Injured In Two Similar
Accidents,

Several persons were slightly hurt late
yesterday afternoon in an accident to a
northbound Mount Vernon trolley car at
192d street and Webster avenue. The car
was coming down a hill at a rate of eighteen
miles an hour when the metal case cn the
gearing underneath dropped off.

The case struck the rear truck and threw
the car off the rails and across the track.
The car was an open one and more than a
dozen of the passengers were thrown out.
Several seats were siashed and the floor of
the car was ripped up.

At 8:156 o'clock last evening a westbound
Tremont trolley car was thrown off the
track by a stone at the foot of the hill near
the Bronx River bridge at West Farmas.
The car was thrown across the rails, nearly
went over an eight-foot bank and several
seats were smashed. Two or three pas-
sengers were thrown out, but none was

badly hurt.
MARINES AT CULEBRA ISLAND.

To Be Retained There on Account of Pose
sibllity of Trouble In the Isthinus.

WasmiNaron, July 8.—As the result of
a conference to-day between the Secretary
of War and the Seoretary of the Navy it
was arranged that United States artillery-
men, instead of United States marines,
should be assigned to garrison the naval
coaling stations at Guantanamo and Bahia
Honda, which Cuba will transfer to this
Government. The significant statement
was made that on account of “the possibility
of trouble on the Isthmus of Panama” it
was deemed advisable to retain at Culebra
Island the battalion of marines sent there
in the winter, ostensibly for purposes of
drill. These marines, it had been pre-
viously arranged, were to garrison the
naval coaling stations in Cuba, it being
deemed )’)ru?er that naval stations should
be guarded by marines and not by troops
from the army.

The character of the trouble the Govern-
ment thinks may come on the Isthmus
was not disclosed, There have been trust-
worthy official reports that Panama ane
the other Isthmian States of the United
States of Colombia would secede and set up
a Government of their own if the Panama
Canal treaty with the United States were
defeated. It is known that this Govern-
ment holds that Colombia is morally bound
to approve the treaty, but there is no evi-
dence that the marines at Culebra are to be
sent to the Isthmus if the Colombian Con-

ress declines to recognize this contention
W rejecting the treaty.

SEASON'S

THIS COTTON CROP.

An Expert Opinlon Is That the Soath Wil
Not Produce More Than Three-fourths.

WasHINGTON, July 8.—Ashley Horne of
Clayton, one of the most successful business
men in North Carolina, who is largely in-
terested in cotton manufacturing, is of the
opinion that the Southern States will not
produce more than three-fourths of a crop
this season. Mr. Horne, in speaking of
this subject to-day, said:

“At best there will not be more than
three-fourths of a crop in North Carolina,
and the rame conditions prevail in the
other Southern States. The time for big
cotton crops in the South is at an end, in
my opinion, and it will be a rare thing if the
South ever produces more than an 11,000,000~
bale erop. Scarcity of labor is responsible
for this condition, which is more emphasized
this vear than ever before. I think the
smallness of the crop will result in good
prices being obtained for the product
throughout the season.

“This has been a successful year for some
mills and disastrous for others. The mills
that had the foresight to lay in a supply of
cotton last fall and failed so sell their prod-
uct ahead have made money. Those that
did otherwise have lost. A number of mills
have had to close down, for it has been Im-
possible to make money at the prices that
the staple has commanded of late.”

Postmaster - General  Payne Hetarns fo

Washington.

WasHINGTON, July 8.—Postmaste -Clen-
eral Payne arrived in Washington to-night
from New York, where he had stopped
on his way home. after spending seve
eral days' vacation at the home of Ros-
well Miller, in Dutchess county. Mr. Payne
was somewhat fatigued, nn(r went imme-
diately to bed.

PIGHT FOR SPENCER'S LIFE.

JEROME TAKES CHARGE OF CASE
AGAINST POLICY MURDERER.

Lawyers for the Negro Seek to Show That
He Was a Paretio—Mr. MeClelland
and Recorder Golf Fall Out—Case
15 Not Likely to End Before Friday.

District Attorney Jerome went before
Recorder Goff in General Sessions yester-
day and personally took charge of the
prosecution of William Spencer, the negro
who shot and killed Supt. Macfarlane of
the Anti-Policy League.

The defence put in such strong testi-
mony to show that Spencer had had gen-
eral paresis and could not distinguish be-
tween right and wrong that the District
Attorney's office feared that he might get
a verdict of murder in the second degree.
It was expected yesterday morning that
the case would go to the jury last night,
but it is doubtful now if it is ended by Fri-
day night.

The experts who have testified that
Spencer i8 insane are Dr. Ira Van Giesen,
Dr. Prout, Dr. Hyman Goodheart and
Dr. Lewis B. Clarke.

Yesterday Mr. Jerome got Dr. Carlos
F. MacDonald and Dr. Gerard Jeliffe to
examine Spencer, and they said on the
stand that he is sane. The county will
pay the experts for both sides.

The trial yesterday was marked by a
spat between ex-Justice Lynn and Lawyer
McClelland, Spencer's counsel. It fol-
lowed a question put by the Recorder to
Dr. Van Giesen. Its effect was damag-
ing to Spencer’s cause and the Recorder
refused to let Spencer's counsel cross-
examine on it. Their efforts to get their
objection to the Recorder’s ruling on the
record finally caused the Recorder to order
Mr. McClelland not to address him further
upon the subject. This was the question:

“If Spencer said after the shooting that
he W()llf()fjllﬂt as 80on go to the electric chair
for killing Macfarlane as to jail on the policy
charge, didn't that indicate that Spencer
knew he had done something wrong for
which he would be punished?”

Dr. Van Giesen said that it did not neces-

the shooting. He also said that Spencer's
condition was such that when in his ex-
amination the “cue” was given him he
immediately exhibited the symptoms of
yaresis. Thereupon Mr. Jerome asked
fxim if he thought that Spencer's present
actions are the result of hypnotic suggestion
and if Dr. Van Giesen ever suggested it to
him. Dr. Van Giesen repudiated the idea.

The Recorder later recalled Dr. Van
Giiesen and let Spencer’'s counsel examine
him, with the limitation that they should
question him only about his answer to the
Recorder's own question. Mr. Lynn re-
fused to be limited, but Mr. McClelland
asked a few questions.

BRONX INTERTROLLEY GIBES.

Huckleberry and Interborough Resume
Thelr Scrap.

The Unlon Railway Company and the
New York city Interborough Street Rail-
way Company locked horns again before
the Railroad Commiscioners yesterday
morning. The Huckleberry folks think the
Interborough outfit and its prospective
street car lines are not needed in The
Bronx or anywhere else.

Before the full Board of Commissioners,
sitting in Parlor DR of the Fifth Avenue
Hotel, testimony was adduced yesterday
to show that the proposed lines of the
Interborough company along Aqueduct
and Decatur avenues are not a public
necessity and might become a public nui-
sance. After this and some other testimony
had been taken, William H. Page, Jr., for
the Union eompany, took up the question
that was raised at the last meeting of the
Commissioners, as to whether the Inter-
borough company had complied with the
law which requires that a street railway
company must have deposited, in good
faith, with a reputable financial institution
10 per cent. of its capital stock before it
can receive a certificate of incorporation.

At a previous meeting President Robert

C. Wood of the Interborough company
testified that at a meeting of the direetors
of the company held &t the office of Wood,
Havemeyer & Kearney, brokers, of which
firm Mr. Wood is the senior member, he
turned over to the directors $40,000, or 10
per cent. of the Interborough's capital
stock, and that he, as the president of the
company, deposited the money to the credit
of the Interborough company in the Bank
of North America., About two hours later,
Mr. Wood testified, he withdrew the mone
from the bank and deposited it with Wood,
Havemeyer & Kearney. He did this, he
gaid, because his firm was the only one he
knew which allowed_lme'rmt on $40,000
accounts. By depositing the money with
Wood, Havemeyer & Kearney the Inter-
borough company got the benefit of the in-
terest,
In his argument yesterday Mr. Page
held that neither the spirit nor the letter
of the law had been observed in this trans-
action, since it was what is known in Wall
Street as a “wash transaction,” which is
not tolerated by the rules of the Stock
Exchange, to say nothing of the laws of
the State of New York.

He said that the deposit was not made
in good faith and never was intended to
have been so made, and, therefore, the
certificate of incorporation of the Inter-
borough Street Railway Company is null
and void.

Everett P. Wheeler, for the Interborough
company, said that the deposit had been
made in good faith, and as evidence of the
fact he pointed to 828,000 worth of vouchers
to show that the lmerbnmugh company
had paid out that much of the $40,000 in
the interests of the company. Replying
to this statement, Mr. Page said that the
vouchers didn't help out Mr. Wheeler a
bit.

“It is,” he sald, “as if you stole my purse
and some time afterward repaid to me
the money you stole. The repayment
would not clear you of the charge of theft.”
At the conclusion of the argument, the
Commissioners adjourned the hearing until
July 27, at the same place.

“BLACK TOM"” DEAD

Thought Whiskey Kept Him Young and
smoked ANl His Life.

Thomas Thompeon, a negro who was
known all over Hudson county, N. J., as
“Black Tom,” died yesterday morning
in his shanty on the Hackensack River
at Snake Hill at the age of 102. The date
of his birth was never recorded, but his
relatives, who represent four generations,
were in the babit of celebrating his birth-
day anniversaries on New Year's day.

“Black Tom" was born a slave in Moon-
achie, N. J., in 1801. He was sold at an
early age to the Smith family, owners of
a large tract of land in Secaucus. Several
years before New Jersey abolished slavery
the negro bought his freedom. His former
manu.rrg gave }ﬁm a start in life by deeding
to him a plot of ground at Snake Hill. He
put up a shanty, got married and raised
a large family. ~He made a point of never
accepting charity and supported himself
by raising vegetables and selling the pelts
of muskrats which he captured on the
Hackensack meadows.

“Black Tom" believed that the use o!
liquor and tobacco “kept him young.
He was particularly fond of good whiskey
and smoked a clay pipe. He went to bed
early, arose at daybreak and never shirked
ha work. He retained his faculties
un'lﬂl! the o, ife died ten years ago
'he negro’s wife diec
at the ag“é of 90. His comfort had been
looked after in recent years by a great-
granddaughter, whose usband diec lna't
year, and a grmt-ﬁ'andaon. “Black Turn
estimated that he had about 100 descend-
ants.
