The referee finds that the company cre-
ated a so-called “real estate sinkin fund,”
with $14,000 profits on sales of real estate
and $150,000 or 8160 000 by appraisal of cer-
tnin real estate in Yonkers, and has unlaw-
fully used rortions of this fund in the decla-
ration of dividends; that the company had
filed false reports to the Banking Dap-rt-
ment in 1900, 1601 and 1902; that in 190? such
report was false by failing to include in the
real estate of the company the amount of
$660,000, in reality real estate, but carried as
mortgages; also by reporting as interest due
and accrued $55,000, when it only had $49,000,
and in reporting taves, insurance and re-
pairs advanced at $51,000, while it only had
$38,000

He also findas that the company failed to
report due and unpaid taxes in 1002 of over
$H3.000,

The referee findg that part of the property
of the company has already been sold for
unpaid taxes, and eriticises the compan
for such a condition of affairs. He firds
that the company kept ro permanent record
of withdrawals, and that this failure iy a
subjectnotoriyfor eriticizm but of suspicton
that the withdrawals have beer urlawfully
paid out of order; that the experres for
1902 amounted to about $128,000 and were
rot. justified by the amourt of busiress
done; that the company reported auring
1002 that it roceived $843.000 for dues ard

APPEAL IN LABOR GRAFT CASE.

COMMENTS FROM JEROME ON
THE HORIZON OF GRAFT.

He Says That in the Labor Unfens it Ts
l Merely a Reflection of What We Find

in Publio Life—Labor Men Disavow
It—Mrs. Murphy Has More te Tell.

That the revelations o' lnbor graft grow-
ing out of the trial of Lawrence Murphy,
former treasurer of the Journeymen Stone-
outters’ Union, have stirred working men
was demonstrated yesterday, when a fum-
ber of laboring men, led by a man named
Nelson, callsd on District Attorney Jerome
to protest that, however corrupt certain
influential members of labor organizations
may be, the rank and file of the workers
were honest men. and should not be con-
fused by the authorities and the news-
papers with the “grafters,” who, they
admitted, are at the present time in control
of some of the organizations and using
them for the purpose of extorting money
from employers of labor.

There is to be‘an appeal in Murphy's
cage. Only a very small part of the story
that Murphy and his wife have told their
lawyer, John F. Mclntyre, got into evidence
at Murphy’s trial. Mre. Murphy was not
allowed to tell all she knew, Judge New-
burger holding that in a trial for larceny
such testimony, while very interesting,
was hardly relevant. Mrs. Murphy called
on Mr. Mclntyre yesterday and declared
that she was readp to give all the informa-
tion in her possestion to the authgrities
if they wantad it.

“I would like to tell the truth about those
men who went on the stand and convicted
my husband,” she said. “Those were the
very men that got that money. They bled
my husband for every cent he had, taking
it little by little, and the fact is, that of the
large amount of money he was acoused
of misappropriating, only a few dollars
were ever used by him. [ saw men go on
the stand and swear he had never given
them a cent when I saw those mén come
to him day after day and get money. They
gave him no peace, and he, thinking they
would stand by him, met all their demands.
One man in partionlar went on the stand
and swore he had never had a cent from
my husband. 1 saw Lawrence give that
man $300,

“Therea is nothing left for me now but to
even up this account somehow. They
have taken my husband away from me
and our five little children and sent him to
jeil for their own crimes. I will gladly
tell the Distriet Attorney the names of
the men who got this money, and will give
| the dates and circumstances of the pay-
ments, [ was in my husband's confidence,
and I know the facts.”

District. Attorney Jerome is much in-
terested in the revelations in Murphy's
trial, but District Attorney Clarke of Kings
has declined to say whether he means to
take any action or not. Mr. Jerome has
not fitished his examination of the minuta
book of the stonecutters’ seeret committee,
and  would not  discuss  this  matter
vesterday.  After the visit of the laboring
mer to hig office Mr. Jerome =aid that he
felt that in justice to the honest labor union
men he ought to suy something to indicate
that he has no notion in his head that all
labor union men are grafters,

“Neleon and these other mman,” said Mr
{ Jerome, “said they thought [ ought to say
womething on this subject, and perhaps
I thev are right, hecause revelations of cor-
| ruption have followed so close upon one
{ anotlier during the past few weeks that
i!hn publie is probably beginning to get

the idea that all men wvho belong to labor
unions are grafters, which, ol course, they
are not ) .

“Now, in the matter oi this Murphy trial,
| T have not talked with District Attorney
| Clarke of Kings yet, but I have had talks

with Mr. Nott who prosecuted Murphy,

and have examined the minutes of the

union, and all the matters brought out at
i thar trial are under consideration
| “In proseeuting men for extortion, it
is far more difficult than is generally known
to get clear legal cases against them, In
the Cummings case, in which the opinion
was written by Justice Parker, the demand
of a union for waiting time and for flnes
was declared to be perfectly legal. The
Curran-Galen case, which prevailed before
the Cummings decision, made this act of
extortion a criminal conspiracy. But as
the matter now stands, union men have a
[ right to refuse to work with mnon-union
| men, and have a right to demand waiting
time and fines {rom employers.

“Under_the circumstance there is no use
going ahead prosecuting men for doing
what the Court of Appeals has decided is
perfectly legal. In the Barondess and

arks cases the circumstances are different.
There the charge is that the men as indi-
vidnals made the demands for money, and
on receiving it apblied it to their own use.
Any number of cases are presented to me
by men who have suffered from the labor
unions, which the complainants say are
similiar to the Barondess case, but when
I come to investigate them I find there is
no resemblance.

“If the law was different & man’'s freedom
of contract would be impaired. Men
have a right to fight for what they think
are their rights by economic force. In
time the labor unions in this country will
get by the corrupt stage they have now
reached. Unions are a comparatively new
thinﬁz in this country. In England they
reached the stage we are now at and in
time passed it, until they are in splendid
shape to-day. The corruption among the
labor unions is only a reflection: of the cor-
ruption that permeates civil government.
How often ars the men that are put up as
the candidates of the people for office the
real choice of the people? Rarely, The
honest member of the labor union should
not auffer too much for the faults of the
grafter. The laboring man is entitled to
all he can get in the way of short hoursand
big pay. Every man will hiré labor as
cheaply as he can and get as much work
as he can out of {t. On the other hand, every
laboring man wants as much ‘-ny a8 he
can get for as little work as possible.  Each
fights for his own interest, and as long as
they use economic foree they are entitled
to fight, But the moment they try violence
or criminal methods, that moment they
should be suppressed,

“T'his corruption in the labor unions, as
I said, is simply a reflection of what we
find in public life. Every one who has
studied our public life is u&npullerl by the
corruption that confronts him on every
side. It goes through every department
of the National, State and Jocal govern-
ments. Doesanybody suppose for a moment
that the deliberations of our State Legislat-
ure are influenced by considerations of
the publie good?

“And this corruption in publio life is a
mere reflection of the sordidness of private
life. Look what we find on every side of
us—men whacking up with their butchers
and grocers, employers carrying influential
labor leaders on their pay rolls, manu-
facturers bribing the superintendents of
establishments to buy their goods.

“hgt. me give vou an instance of this,
A friend of mine, a professional man,
took charge of a hig factory where tin cans
ware manufactured. He was a successful
executive and could make more tin cans
and better cans cheaper than any of those
who had preceded him. But he went to
| the ownera of that factory and told them
he would hnv_ﬂ to quit. hey asked him
why and he said: ‘T can make the best cans
in the world, cheaper than any body else
and can make mare monev for yvou than
anybody ever made for you, but to do it
I have got to bribe the superintendents
of avery customer on your list, and 1 was
brought up on old-fashioned notions, and
I cannot and will not do it.’
~“He would have quit, too, but about that
time thn_c-annmg trust came along and
bought hig emplovers out, (hus settling

| PARKS WANTS CHANGE OF VENUE.

_Asserts That Because of Jerome Interviows
He Can’t Get'a Fair Trial Here.

When Samuel J. Parks and Timothy
MoCarthy, the business agenta of the House-
smiths’ Union, were arraigned yesterday
in the Court of General Sessions to plead to
the charges of extortion, ex-Magistrate
Brann appeared for them and announced
that he would make an application to the
Supreme Court to-day to have their trials
take place outside of New York county.

STRIKERS MUST OBEY LAW.

Judge Says He Wil Send Them teo Jafl
if They Use Violence on Workers
PouGHKEEPSIE, July 28.—For two weeks
about, three hundred and fifty employees of
the De Lavel Separator Works have been on
a strike because fifty of their number had
not been taken back after a lock-out. The

company had no trouble in procuring men |

to take their places, and the union men
have followed them home nights, calling
them “scaba” and other names.

On complaints made by the non-union
men thirteen strikers were arraigned before
City Judge Morechauser in the City Court
here this afternoon. Nine of the men

UNPAID DUES CAUSE STRIKE.

Shiman Bros.” Workmen @uit Because
One of Them Owed the Union.

Because an employee of Shiman Bros.,
manufacturing Jewellers at 14 John street,
is in arrears for dues to the International
Jewelry Workers' Union, twenty-five of
the firm's employees went on strike vester-
day.

Shiman Bros. do not run a union shop,
but the me jority of their sixty-five workers
are members of the union. On Saturday
last. & man who introduced himself as Mr.
Koeppicus, secretary and business agent
of the International Jewelry Workers'
Union, ealled on the firm and said that
William Greenfield, one of their workmen,
had not paid his dues to the union, and that
unless the firm compelled Greenfield to pay
up or discharged him a strike would be
declared.

An Employers’ Council Formed in Marion,
Ind.—May Close All Factories.

INpraNaroLis, July 28.—The organization
of an “employers council” at Marion, formed
along the lines of the non-union union, has
heen followed by a declaration of war by
the labor unions, and there is a probability
that many of the leading factories in the
city will be closed.

{ and from their work. This morning the
strikers eppeared on the streets and fol-
lowed the men and their guards with tin
horns and other nolse-making instruments,

Hundreds of union labor sympathisers
gathered on the streets and taunted the
non-unionists and cheered the union men.
Notices were sent out for a meeting of the
employer&’ council, and 100 manufacturgrs
and business men assembled and discussed
the situation,

1t was decided to carry the fight against
the unions to a finish and to this end per-
manent headquarters were opened ané C.
F. Watts waa put in charge.

Every effort will now be made to make
all the factorfes “open” at once, and the
members of the council signed an agreement
to dismantle thelr factories if the civil
authorities do not afford protection to the
n;m-unlon men whom they intend to em-
ploy.

AQUEDUCT WORK ALL RIGHT.

EXPERTS DON'T AGREE WITH
THE MERCHANTS ASSOCIATION.

The Burr Commission Turns Down Their
Charges and Suggests Few Changes
—Mayor and McDonald in  Another
Spat—The Latter Gets More Time.

The long-expected report of William H.
Burr and John R. Freeman, the engineers
appointed to investigate the work on the
Jerome Park reservoir, was reoeived yes-
terday by the Aqueduct Commissioners.

It vindicates the Commissioners and the
reservoir ocontractor, John B. McDonald,
and ignores the charges made by the Mer-
chants’ Association, that the work was not
being properly or honestly done.

The report on the treatment of the bot-
tom of the reservoir is based on the exami-
nation of three different areas of 100 square
yards each. To carry out the recommenda-
tions of the experts relative to the bottom
of the reservoir some modifications of the
original plans will be necessary. Those
modifications were ordered yesterday by
the Commisgioners.

The report stated that the entire rock bot-
tom is compcsed of gneiss, varylng in
texture, but for the most part dense and
sound. This class of rock, the report says,
is likely to be flssured and to be subject to
serious leakage. It is recommended, there-
fore, that the entire rock surface bhe thor-
oughly cleaned, and that the crevices and
fissures thus revealed be filled with a rich
concrete containing nothing larger than
one-inch stone, or if they be small, with
cement mortar.

The side walls already built, the engineers
report, ars well built, and thoroughly satis-
factory. Mention is made of several leaks,
but attention is called to the fact that the
stone work, where these leaks are, has not
yet been pointed.

Referring to a long lat of cracks furnished
by the Merchants’' Association, the report
says:

From present appearances, we ares unable
to give entire credence to the cracks having
been of such large dimensions as stated in
this list. We have, as a matter of expe-
rience, often noted the tendenoy to over-
estimate the dimensions of cracks. There
is no present appearance of continuity In
these crucks to indicute that they are serious

as ﬂﬂ»cting the tightneas or stability of the
wall.

In a supplementary report the experta
declare that *he fine crushed rock sc?:en-
ings, from the rock excavated on the reser-
voir site, used in the mortar are as satis-
factory as sea sand, notwithstanding
the complaints of the Merchants' Associa-
tion.

After the reports had been read, Comp-
troller Grout said:

1 am particularly gratifled at the report
from these engineera, which shows that !{wro
13 no basis for criticlam. It is also a matter
of gratification to me to have this report to
the effect that these walls are sound—sound

as can be expected in the present stage of |

rogress. I say that hecause the engineer
n my department huve watched this wal
from day to day and have repeatedly called
my attentlon to the fact that they belleved it
to be a sound wall. In other words, I regard
this report as a complete justificution.

Contractor McDonald's request for an
extension of his contract time from Aug.
1 of this year to June 1 of 1904, in which to
finish the west half of the reservoir was
not granted by the commission at yester-
day's meeting. The Commissioners, in-
stead, passed a resolution, prepared by the
Corporation Counsel, extending the time

in which the weat half must be finished to ,

Dec. 30, 1003, and giving the contractor
until Dec. 30, 1904 to finish the eastern half.
Before that resolution was passed the

Mayor and the contractor had another |

set-to.

“I don't believe,"” said the Mayor, “that
you can finish that work inside of three or
four years. You say that if you can have
until next June on the west half you will
finish the other half a year later. In the
west half you have enly 50,000 cubic yards
of rock and 150,000 cubic yards of earth
to excavate, but in the east half you have
750,000 cubic yards of rock and 850,000
cubic yards of earth to get rid of, If it
is going to take another year for the less
excavation how are you going to finish
in the time you say?”

“There are more hills in the east half
than in the west,” said the contractor, “and,
therefore, there are more points of attack
at which the excavation may be rushed.
I am going to increass my plant and work-
ing foroe and work nights.

I don't believe you can do it,” was the
Ms;{or's final rejoinder.

The strike of the pipe calkers and tappers
in the Sabway was declared off yesterday
after a confarence in the office of General
Contractor John B. McDonald, The strikers
wanted an incresse from 83 to $3.50 a day.
Under the settlement they will receive $3.50
a day or $18 a week. The difference is due
to the fact that in many cases they do not
get a full week's work.

INpraNaroris, Ind., July 28— President
John Mitchell of the United Mine Workers
telegraphed from Pitteburg, Kan., to-day
that a settlement had been reached between
the miners and operators of Missouri, Kan-
sas, Arkansas and the Indian Territory,
and that a new wage scale had been signed.
Under the new agreement the miners will
receive seven cents per ton advance on
run of mine coal and eleven cents advanoce
on long well mines.

There are now 35,000 union miners in the
four States organized and affected by the
agreement. ey will secure a daily wage
increase of from 25 to 40 cents. Somathin
like $10,000 more per day will be dishuru-ﬁ
by the operatora in the districts. The
operators announce an increase of 50 oents
a ton in the price of coal.
