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RUSSIA THREATENS TURKEL.

RLACK SEA SQUADRON ORDERED
T0 OTTOMAN WATERS.

Firm Demands for Redress for Murder of
Consnl at  Monastir~Notice te the
insurgents That This Dees Not Indicate
Change of Politioal Programme.

Speciad Cable Despatches to THR SUN.

§r. PETERSBURG, Aug. 15.--The Official
Hensenger reports that M. Zinovieff, the
Russian Ambassador at Constantinople, has
received a telegram from Sebastopol saying
that a rquadron of the Black Sea fleet has
been ordered to sail for Turkish waters.

The Mesaenger adds that Count Lamsdorf,
the Russian Foreign Minister, telegraphed
to M. Zinovieff on Aug. 11, stating that
neither the Sultan’s expression of regret
nor tha visit of Princa Ahmed to the embassy
was adequate satisfaction for the murder
of Consul Rostkowski at Monastir. When
M Stcherbina, the consul at Mitrovitza,
was murdered there last April the Czar took
into account the fact that the murderer
wae an Albanian whose tribe was in rebel-

lion. The recent Monastir outrage was not
similar and it necessitated the severest
punishment.

(ount Lamsdorf added that the Cear had
ordered that no promises made by Turkey
should be accepted. He demanded the
instant punishment of the murderer and
also of all the civil and military authorities
responsible for the crime. He also de-
manded that the Vali of Monastir be ban-
ished, and the punishment of the Turkish
officers about whose conduct the Russian
Consul at Uskub complained. Other simi-
lar demands were made, including one for
tha immediate relesase of the peasants on
whom the Turks had perpetrated atrocities.

('ount Lamsdorf telegraphed on Aug. 12
to tha Russian agent at Sofla that the Im-
perial Government could not obtain ade-
quate satisfaction for the murder and had
already taken measures to secure redress
and had also demanded the severe punish-
ment of the civil and military authorities
guilty of atrocities againat Christians.

Count Lamsdorf told the agent to make
siure that Russia's vigorous attitude toward
the Porta waa not interpreted by the Bul-
garian Governrant or the Macedonian
Committes as ‘ndicating a change in the
political programme. He said:

“It would be a dangerous error to con-
sider the present action as [ostering the
Macedonian (Committee, whose continued
criminal activity is a hindrance to the
pacification of the vilayets and therefore
to the introduction of the proposed reforms.
Russian consular reports show that peaceful
Christians suffer as much from revolu-
tionary bands as from the Turks. All
circumstances prove the necessity for vigor-
ous counter-agtion by Bulgaria to suppress
the trouble in the Balkans.”

CONSTANTINOPLE, Aug. 15.—When Hilmi
Pacha visited Mme. Rostkowski to axpress
the condolence of the Porte and offer pe-
cuniary compensation for the murder of
her husband she declined to accept the offer.
She also returned the Turkish decorations
belonging to herself and her husband.

A steamship sailed yesterday to take
the former Vali of Monastir to Tripoli,
whither he'has been exiled.

ATHENS, Aug. 156.-Premier Ralli, ad-
dressing the representatives of the Powers
to-day, declared that the Greeks and the
Turks in Macedonia could not long endure
the provocation of Bulgarian operations.
Reprisals must follow and the peace of the
Balkans was thus endangered.

LoNpoN, Aug. 15.--The insurrection in
Macedonia continues to cause serious
anxiety to all the great Powers. The
probabilities, however, still favor the
localization of the trouble. A virtual

condition of war already exists, and the !

wituation is likely to become rapidly worse,
culminating in great atrocities and a
heavy sacrifice in life

Premier Balfour's view that the responai-
bility for the outbreaks is thus far chiefly

upon the insurgent population, and not
the Turkish troops, is undoubtedly cor-
rect, although this has called out violent
protests from the Macedonian and Bul-
garian sympathizers in London,

There remains always the important
elernent of the uncertainty of Russia. No-
hody knows when it may suit her plans
to find a cause for intervention and leading
to a ganeral war. She has such a cause in
the murder of her Consul, if she chooses
to use it

All the signs, howaver, point to the con-
trary. Even the movement of her Black
Nea fleat is not likely to signify anything
further than a wholesome pressure on the
Sultan to do his utmost to control the
Macedonian situation.

Russia's stern warning to the Bulgarians
will not bhe misinterpreted. Her action
bears every avidence of sincerity.

The best of all reasons for the belief that
It is Russia's determination not to permit
the Macedonian situation to assume Inter-
national complications is the present status
of the Far Eastern crisis. It is atill a matter
of prime importance for Russia that she
shall have her hands free to deal with any
developments in that quarter. If, there-
fore, aerious trouble arises in the Balkans
in the near future it will not be of Russia’'s
seeking.

KILLED IN THE ALPS.

Some of the Season’s Vietims Women, Who
Sacrificed Life to Fashlon.
Spectal Cable Despateh to THR SUN.

LLoNpoN, Aug. 15.-The death toll in the
Alps this season has been very large. Al-
ready more than three hundred accidents
have been recorded, resulting in the loss of
150 lives

No distriet has escaped. From the Jura

Mountains, the Dauphin and Maritime
Alps, the great Swiss ranges, and the
Austrian peaks the story is the same, Al-

most daily there is a tale of perilous ad-
venture, aceident and death.

The general cause of disaster has been
the axceptionally unfavorable weather
combined with unprecedented falge econ-
omy. Case after case has been due to
climbing without guides in disregard of
the weather and snow conditions, while
several deaths have been due to the foolish
and increasing practice by women of climb-
ing attired in fashionable costumes, such
#5 lace petticoats and light shoes. An
oxample of such a fatal fall was that of
Miss Gillman, who was climbing Mont
Pilatug attired in a smart spring toilette,
There was also the case of Mme. Petiadoff,
whose fatal fall on Mont Seposoir was
direetly due to wearing fashionable clothes
and thin shoes

One of the most marvellous escapes was
that of the Hon. Gerald Fitzgerald on
Monte Rosa. He was passing along a
dangerous edge, roped between two guides,
Fitzgerald and the younger guide, Alner,
fall, but the rope held and young Alner suc-
ceaded in clinging to a rock. He saved him-
#elf and, reaching a hut, telaphoned for help,
Fitzgorald having broken his right leg was
unable to help himself and remained
for seven hours suspended in midair over a
precipica of 10,500 feet. Thanks to the in-
domitable courage of old Alner, who stood
mationless those seven hours with his legs

AUTOMATIC SUICIDE.

The “Lancet” Disousses an English (lergy-
man’s Aot
Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN.

LONDON, Aug. 15.—The Lancet discusses
an interesting problem in medico-legal
paychology concerning the recent suicide
of a oclergyman 384 years of age. The
suicide was apparently absolutely ac-
countable. The writer in the Lancet sug-
geats that the act was' automatic and not
voluntary. It seems that the olergyman
had a fall from a bioycle. He got "home,
changed his clothes, took a revolver from
a drawer, loaded it and shot himself.

The Lancet concludes that the fall in-
duced a form of cerebral conculsion which
permitted the sufferer to perform complex
and apparently reasonod acts, poasibly
quite at variance with his usual behavior,
of which he would have retained no
recolleotion had he recovered from the
concussion.

.The sight of the revolver, ite image im-
pinging on the retina, started the idea motor,
the sequence of which ended in his loading
the revolver, placing it at his head and
pulling the trigger, the act being automatic
and not voluntary even as a sudden impulse,
the man not being in reality conscious.

The question remains why upon finding
tl}o pistol he should load it and place it at
his own head? In order to find a reply
the psychologist asks whether anything
came recently within range of the victim's
mental experience to suggest the act. It was
then found that earlier in the same week
there had been a report in the newspapers
of a clergyman shooting himself in a man-
ner similar to that pursued by this man.
He had not commented upon the case, but
it is not probable that it failed to fix itself
upon his notice. He would naturally be
impreesed, being a clergyman himself.

CAUSE OF BRITISH DECLINE.

Sir Norman Lockyer Says It Is the Fault
of the Fducational System.
Spectal Cabdble Despatch to THE SUN.

LoNDON, Aug. 15.—The British Associa-
tion meets at Southport on Sept. 8 under
the presidency of Sir Norman Lockyer.
The presidential address will deal with
the national shortcomings as regards the
teaching of the sciences.

8ir Norman Lockyer intends to prove by
means of the statistios of British indus-
triss that the national life is generally
suffering very seriously from the neglect
of science in education, and the want of
properly equipped modern universities,
those of Great Britain being less numerous
and efficient than those of the United
States or Germany. UGreat Britain, there-
fore, must submit to be outstripped, or
have State aid commensurate with what
has been given to other countries.

Sir Norman names £20,000,000 as neces-
sary for the proper squipment of British
universities. He maintains that it would be
remunerative investment, for it would mean
the difference between publio prosperity and
adversity. He also maintains that the
State should endow a plan of research,
which would be pioneer work, though often
not directly remunerative. He points the
way to results of great pecuniary value.

Sir Norman does not hope for good re-
sults unless there is strong continuous
pressura by the Government without re-
gard to party politics. He does not find
better machinery for such a purpose than
the British Association. The matter of
action waa left to a committee, which after
discussion reached an agreement for a
general plan of action to arouse and organ-
ize local opinion.

The address is expected to be very out-
#poken.

CONRIED'SOFFERFOR"“PARSIFAL”

Wil Give 5,000,000 Marks for Right te
Produce It In Europe.
Special Cable Despatch to THR SUN.

VIENNA, Aug. 15.—The discussion over
Mr. Conried's forthcoming production of
“Parsifal” is atill rife in musical circles
on the Continent. Mr. Conried declares
that he basea his right to produce the opera
in America on the fact that it was first
produced in Bayreuth in 1882, whereas
the copyright only dates from July 81,
1801, not having a retroactive force. He
says:

“The only thing I recognize and appreci-
ate in my private oapacity is the objection
raised by the Wagner family, whose
idealistic aims as regards ‘Parsifal’ I do
not blame, knowing aa I do that 'Parsifal’
does not make money at Bayreuth. If,
then, the Wagner family desire to do busi-
nesa with 'Parsifal,’ I would be the first
to approach them, and I hereby declare
publicly that I am willing to pay Frau
Wagner flve million marks if she granta
me the right to the production of the opera
in protectad European countries. There
in no question of this coming to pass, but
I am willing to be taken at my word.”

NO PAPAL SECRETARY OF STATE.

Agltardl and Satolll Won't Accept—Merry
del Val te Act Temporarily.

Rome, Aug. 15.—As Cardinals Agliardi
and Satolli both persist in their refusal
of the office of Papal Secretary of State,
Mgr. Merry del Val will act as such until
the first Consistory s held, in October or
November. At that time the Bishop of
Padua, a very learned prelate and the hosom
friend of the Pope,will be created a Cardinal
and it is probable that he will then become
the Secretary of State.

Several Cardinals have suggested to the
Pope that he make a Cardinal of his nephew,
the Rev. Father Parolin, but the Pope
firmly refuses to do so.

Austria objeots to the proposal that Mgr.
del] Val be appointed Nuncio at Vienna.
This enhances his prospects of being made
a Cardinal, if he shows capability as the
ad interim Secretary of State.

TO MEET CUNARD LINE MOVE.

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| NO FOOD TAX, ENGLAND'S CRY |

DEMAND FOR A MODIFICATION OF
CHAMBERLAIN'S PLAN.

Tax Only Manufactures—Leaders Want to
Save the Unlonist Party From the
Threatened Disruption—Celonial Secs
retary Not of a Compromising Natore.

Spectal Cable Despatch to TRE SON.

LONDON, Aug. 15.--No English statesman
or newspaper, in discussing the political
orisis in which the country is left by the
adjournment of Parliament, has shown
sufficient patriotism or breadth of view
to deal with the situation in a non-partisan
spirit.

The chief utterance of the week has been
an extremely outspoken and well-written
leader in the Standard, which haa attracted
wide attention within and without Parlia-
ment. Its whole purport, however, is a
sorrowful lament that Mr. Chamberlain,
by his unprecedented course, has dis-
rupted the Unionist party, and makes a
i grave appeal to him to withdraw or modify

his programme. It is evident, from the
firat line to the last of the Standard's very
able article, that the idea of any considera-
tion of the national welfare heing superior
to party loyalty has no existence in the
writer's mind.

An unpardonable crime in Fnglish public
life is partisan secession, and now that it
is proved that Mr. Chamberlain's protection
issue involves that extreme departure the
outery of horror which it provokes is to
the outside observer absurd and amusing.
It has culminated in the demand for a com-
promise that there must be no tax on food.
Mr. Chamberlain is told that he may tax
manufactures lightly, chiefly for revenue
and in order to create a weapon to prevent
such competitors as Germany from imposing
retaliatory tariffs. Thus, perhaps, the
Unionist party will be kept intact by avoid-
ing the seditious principle of protection.

If Mr. Chamberlain were a politician of
ordinary calibre, it is probable that he
would yield to these peremptory demands
for a modification of his programme. He
has not committed himself to any sweeping
protection scheme. A mild revenue tariff
might commend itself to the country with-
out the necessity for an extensive propa-
ganda. Moreover, the pressure which will
be brought to bear upon the Colonial Secre-
tary inthe next few weeks will be something
terrific, but Mr. Chamberlain has never
shown himeelf to be of a compromising
nature. He believes emphatically in a
complete revision of the fiscal plan of the
Empire. Those who know him best have
no doubt that he is prepared to stand or
fall upon that issue.

Even if he should yield, the matter has
gone too far for any suppression of the
question now bhefora the country. The
protection sentiment is much stronger
among the rank and flle of the Conservative
party than ite leaders imagine. The growth
of these sympathies has been rapid in the
past few years and has not been confined to
the Unionist voters, although the Liberal
party, or what passes as that party, is sup-
pused to be uncompromising for free trade.

Premier Balfour's utterances this week
make it clear that the present (Government
will not propose any legislation in the pres-
ent Parliament, no matter what the result
of the inveatigation may be. Thixstrength-
ens the supposition that there will be a gen-
eral election in the spring. The dissension
In the Cabinet is 8o pronounced that it will
be a matter of difficulty to maintain the
status quo beyond the usual November con-
ference.

Meantime, however, the discussion will
have become general throughout the coun-
try, Mr. Chamberlain will have made his
October gpeeches, and the situatiom will
have grown considerably clearer

TRACING ABSCONDER ALLEN.

London Pollce Watching Al
Steamships.

LoNDON, Aug. 15— The police are watch-
ing incoming steamships for the arrival of
Willard S. Allen, the missing treasurer of the
Preachers' Aid Society of the New England
Conference of the Methodist Episcopal
Church, who fled from Boston, Aug. 1, and
subsequently wrote to his pastor there,
confessing that he had used 875,000 of the
society funde in stock speculation. Hae
was on his way to Montreal when last heard
of, but it is beliaved that he may be on his
way to England.

Scotland Yard officers are expecting to
receive authority from the United States to
detain him for extradition, but this has
not arrived as yet,

OGDENSBURG, Aug. 15 The Boston au-
thorities believe that Willard S. Allen, the
missing treasurer of the New England
Methodist Preachers' Aid Society, of Boston,
who is said to have absconded with $100,000,
is in Prescott or Ogdensbhurg.

STRANGELY AFFECTED
LIQUID HYDROGEN.

Prof. Curle Makes Another Discovery
~Freshly Prepared Salt or Solution
of Radlum Has Little Power of Heat
Emlssion, but This Gradually Increases

Special Cable Despatch to THE SUN.

LONDON, Aug. 15--Another discovery
of the extraordinary property of radium
has been communicated this week to the
French Physical Society by Prof. Curie.
It was only in March last that eminent men
of science refused to accept the statement
R0 irreconcilable to scientific experience
that radium possesses the property of main-
taining a temperature at a point three
degrees higher than that of its surround-
ings. But the fact that, in addition to
the marvellous radio-aotive properties
already described, radium has this unique
and unprecedented power of the emission
of heat has been established beyond the
possibility of question. Strenuous efforts
have been made to obtain accurate measure-
ments of this heat production znd deter-
mine the effects of external conditions in
promoting and retarding it.

Prof. Curie found that heat emission
remains unchanged through a very wide
range of temperature, there heing no per-
ceptible variation at the temperature of a
summer day, or that of liquid air, but if
a long downward stride is taken from the
temperature of liquid air to that of liquid
hydrogen, radium shows that it is not
always unaffected by the external tem-
perature,

And here comes the amazing new fact
that the change in the rate of heat emission
of radium within the comparatively short
distance of absolute zero is in exactly the
opposite direction to what might he ex-
pected in view of the effect of low tempera-
tures on ordinary ohemical action, for at
the temperature of liquid hydrogen the
heat emission of radium, instead of being
reduced, is augmented.

In aimple language, the subgtance which
does not change its heat at all temperatures,
from that of an ordinary room to that of
liquid air, gives out a greater heat when
subjected to the greatest cold that scientista
Liave yvet reached.

These experiments with liquid hydrogen
have led to the curious discovery that
freshly prepared salt or solution of radium
has a comparatively feeble power of giving
off heat at all temperatures, but the power
steadily increases for about a month, when it
reaches its maximum activity, which it
then maintains apparently indefinitely.
These remarkable results have failed to
throw any light upon the process wherehy
radinm maintains a constant
heat radio-activity.

1 do not be-
lieve there will be any great improvement
when all men are wearing derby hats and
machine-made shoes.

The essentials of
right living are to be found among many
of the Indian tribes

of the white man from the Atlantic to the
Pacific has never heen written from the
red man's point of view.
