Said to Be in Distavor With ‘frainer Rogers

If the weather and track.continue favorable
to the sport there will be more high-olass
racing between now and the counclusion of the
Saratoga meeting, such as prevailed on Sat-
urday. Turfmen who came down from the
Bpa vyesterday to spend the day were dis-
cussing Irish Lad's signal victory in the
Champion Stakes. Incidentally they wera
talking of the apparent friction that exista
between Jockey Tommy Burns and the Whit-
mey stable. The fact that Odom was origi-
nally engaged to ride Irish Lad, but was
finally compellad by the stewards to take the
mount on Hermis, after which Redfern was
placed in Irish Lad's saddle, so disgriuntied
Burns, it is said, that it will not be at all sur-
prising if he asks for and receives his release
from the employ of Mr. Whitney.

It was at Morris Park that Burns was not
allowed to ride Mr. Whitney's colt I,Pmu'(luﬁ.
in the Eolipse Stakes, but the mount was given
to Odom, who had not worn tha Whitney
jacket for a number of years. At thuf time &
story was circulated that Trainer .lohp w.
Rogers had become so thoroughly dissatisfled
with Burna's riding that he had made the atate-
mant that either he or the jockey would have
to go. But it was not long afterward ‘t.hut
Burns was again In good standing. Now,
however, the noted jockey, aoccording to
various reports, has gotten into bad odor
again, with littlea chance of patching things
up. The assertion has heen made that a hust -
ling rider like Burns is not the one to handle
Irish Lad, who has won his best races under
patient riding. Whether this is true or not,
thera is a breach between Burns and Trainer
Rogers, it is sald, and the lutter has received

absolute power to do a8 he sees fit.

Those who have all along declared that
Irish Lad is the champion three-year-old of
the year, despite the fuct that Africander de-
feated him in the \dvance Stakes at even
weights, now say that the great Candlemas
colt would surely have beaten Waterboy in
the Champion Stakes if the celobrated Water-
cress horse had been a starter. I'he argu-
ment is that whereas in the Suburban Renewal
Irish Lad gave weight to Waterboy and
was beaten a scant length, in the (hampion,
carrying welght for age, Waterboy would
have been compelled to run the mile and &

Waterboy offset this argument with the
statement that the Watercress horse has so
far pleked up all kinds of weight and has
beaten all comers, even going so far as to

DARING COAOHING IN BASEBALL,

It Wine, Says Connie Maock, as Doos Attends
Ing to One’s Own Game.

“The best kind of comcher to have on the
lines 18 the one who is daring—the one who
18 not afrald to take a chanoe,” says Connfe
Mack, the manager of the Philadelphias,
ohampions of the Amerloan League. A
bold risk, If successful, becomes flne base
running: 1f unsuocessful, it is condemned as
foolish. But Maock belleves in taking the
bold risks. He wants no timid men upon the
conching lines, but men who know the mo-
ment to take a long and desperate chanoe
and seize it instantly.

“The coacher must, of course, be intelli-
gont,” he said. “There ara times in the
game when it in eight to one against the
buse runner, and yet the proper thing for
him to do 18 to move along and try to win
out on the slim chance. These situations
depend on varlous things—who Is at bat,
the score, and other things. At such times
I want the daring coacher up to direct the
runner, but one who also has good judgment.

"1 believe in lively coaching, and the publio
likes It. But I don't think the public cures
anything for noise ane bellowing and monkey-
shines on the lines that have for their sole
n“;--.t to rattle the other side. Lively, earn-
est conheing keve up your own side, and that
is what it should bs used for—not to upset
tha other team. For that matter 1 don't
believe any kind of coaching has muoch effect
on any opposing player--the pitoher, for in-
stanve, at whom it is most often directed.

“Legitimate coaching with a view to help-
ing your own side is the only kind that ought
to be practised, and you are wasting your
time when vou go in for confusing your op-
ponents, who pay no attention to vour coach-
ing. They have too much to think about
without bothering with you, and by the same
token vou have all vou can do in helping
your own men without paying attention to
the other side. The team that devotes its
energies and lung power to plaving its own
game and minding its own business is the
team that wins.,

“T'he oidor plavers in the business leave
the coaching too much to the younger ones.
There ought to be more coaching by the
regular players, too, without men from the
bench getting up so often,
the game ought to have enough interest
in his tenm to be willing to take a turn on the

lines, Yet, as I said, there are times when It
wouldn't do to have a timid man up. The
man who 18 afraid he will be biam {f the

runner 18 put out is not the man to have coach-
ing at third buse {in a pinch. The coacher
should study who is at the bat—whether he
his been bitting or not. They say vou can't
tell, but 1 think you oan tell, when a man's
been up twice, whether he is going to At or
not

“I'he man whe is playing a good gama is the
one to have up when bold ocoaching is needed.
You can't say much to a man like that if he
mukes n mistake, and he 18 pot in dread of
being reproved. The man who 18 not dolng well
bims=elf lacks confidence on the coaching lines.
| wouldn’t want such A man ooaching at third
base, but still it is a good idea to have this
very player do some coaching, for it gets his
mind off his troubles, keeps him ocoupied
and may brace him up.

“Take two teams that are evenly matohed,
and the team that doesn't wrangle or splutter
at the other players or the umpire v‘Yll win
the most games, According to the old Balti-
more and Claveland style, you had to kick upa
great fuss to win,  But those teams, with their
strength, would have won twice ag wany
games had they sat still on the bénch. The
Boston American Teague team {8 & quiet one,
yet always (n the game, and winning without
making any fuss about it.

“Kicking at the umpire is played out.
is o losing eard, a waste of time., I know
our teum 14 not doing any of it, having had
only one man put out of the game this yoar.
HBaxeball is too fast and ocoupies all of your
time and watchfulness and ability too com-
pletely to ﬁwrmi' of a useless expenditure
of time in finding fault with the umpire or
trying to disconcert the other side. You
cun't do these latter things and keep vour
mind wholly on your own game. And unless
you watch your own play strictly all the time
you won't win.”
