Justice Bennett Fines lmu‘ln: Lady
#10--8he'd Sent Word Thag 1M Could
Go to the Devil and Had Chased a
Court Attendant With a Dog Whip.

An interesting story was told yesterday
of how a theatrical company rehearsing a
melodrama broke up the proceadings in the
pew Twelfth  District Municipal  Court,
seared 1wo luwyers, frightened a jury and
resultod in the leading lady of the show
peing tined $10 for contempt of court.

The trouble occurred in the Boulevard
Lyeeum Building  at 2630 Broadway, near
Ninetvsnintli street, the Justice who im-
posl the fine was the Hon. William Ben-
nott, and the actress in the case was Eatha
Williams, Arthur O. Aiston, the

manager of the company.

Mr. Aiston hired a hall in the building on
Ang 13 to rehearse “The O1d Cross Roads.”
The hall is weparated from the courtroom
by an airshaft four feet wide. Justice
Bennett sits in the Broadway court only on
Tuesdavs and Fridays, so that he knew
nothing of the rehearsals until he was on
the bench on Tuesday last. At that time
all the windows of the courtroom overlook-
ing the airshaft were open,  So were those
of the rehearsal hall.

(lerk McCarriclk called the case of Mead
vs. MeGibbon, and the court marshal
brought in a jury. The lawyer for the
plaintil had just started when he was ine
terripted by the shrieks of a woman in the

hall Lelow.

“U'n-h-h-h-hand me, villain'" she ex-
claimed.  Then came the noise of a struggle
and the shouts of a mob that a murder had
been committed.  Court Officer Keimling
ghot into the hall to capture the murderer,
followad by the court spectators, while the
jurore peerad down the airshart.

Justion Bennett sent an  attendant to
learn what it all meant. The attendant
came back with the news that a theatrical
company was rehearsing and that there had
been no hlood spilled.

Again the case in court proceeded and
again a woman's voiee was heard scream-
ing till the lawyer for the plaintiff dis-
coverad that the jury was paying no atten-
tion to what he was saying.

Justice Bennett then sent Keimling to
tell the theatrioal folks to stop the rehearsal
whils the court was in session. Kelmling
returned with a report that a woman mem-
ber of the company had replied to his order
with & request that Justice Bennett go to
the devil

The noise, howaver, subsided, and for the
third time the case in court was taken up.

“Gentlemen of the jury,” continued the
lawver, but he got no further, for there
floated in through the windows the strains
of “Hiawatha,” sung by a male quartet
in the hall below. Justice Bennett would
not stand for “Hiawatha.”

“(3o downstairs and bring up that woman
who says she won't stop,” he commanded
and Keimllig hurried down to the rehearsal
hall.  Again he returned to make a report
to the Court.

“She had a dog whip and she chased
me out,” repliad Keimling. *“I got a co
and she is tussling with him in the hall-
way."

The policeman from the West 100th street
station who had been summoned by the
court attendant had eucceeded in getting
the worgan as far as the hall. She broke
away from him and ran into a lawyer's
office on the second floor of the bullding.
The lawyer volunteerad to accompany
the woman upstairs and advised her to
apologize. When she got iuside, how-
ever, ghe announced that she would dle
in jail before she would offer an apology.

”tlhn Justice finally fined her $10 for con-
tempt of court and sheshouted that she
would not pay the fine. The Justice then

ordered that she be committed to Ludlow
S.reetJall and the policeman was taking her
awayv: when the lawyer succeeded in con-
vincing her that she would ba foolish to
to jalls, Then another member of the
company paid her fine.

GREW A BEARD OF DEER'S HAIR.

Woodsman Whose Wounded Cheek Was
Grafted With Skin of a Fawn.

Unrica, Aug. 24.—Perhaps the most curious
oase of surgery that was ever performed
in the Adirondacks has just come to iight,
although it was performed nearly a year
ago. William McCoy, a wocdaman, wasthe
person on whom the c¢poration was per-
formed. He has just come out of the
Spruce Iake lumber camp ard brings the
strange story ard itg proof,

Some time ago McCoy was working with
John Duffy getting out some long poles to
repair a chute which is used to slide logs
down the mountainside buffy went to
cut a limb by an upward swing, when the
axe slipped from his hands ar d went flving
through the air. It struck McCoy ard its
keen edge shaved off a part of his cheek.

William Henry, a nurse of Utica, took
McCoy in hand. After having partially
stopped the flow of blood he went out to
the atable, took a little fawn that some of the
boys had captured two days before, shaved
the lLair for about nine square inches off
the animal's side and then carried it to the
camp.  While some of the woodsmen held
the fawn Henry cut the skin, peeled it on
ard applied it immediately to the face of
McCoy. Maving fitted it in place firmly,
he rubbed over it a thick coat of balsam
gum,and over that he placed tight bandages.
The chieek stopped hleeding at once.

A week afterward Henry took off the
bandages and the graft was found to be
a suceess, Soon afterward, however, Me-
Coy noticed, when he drew his hand across
his cheek, that hair was growing on the
grafted £kin. In a few days more the hair
had grown so thickly that its color and
nature were plainly visible, It was the hair
of the fawn growing, and, moreover, it
was spotted like that of a fawn. He did not
dare to shave for fear of breaking the skin
and allowed the hair to grow until the
full of the wear, Then the gpots digap-
peared and the “blue” coat of a full-grown
deer took its place,

When spring came around he saw that the
hairgof the cheek was falllng out and fine
recvhair was growing. At last the blue, or
winter, coat was entirely ﬁnnn and the
red summer coat took its place. In fact,
he and the other woodsmen, to their merri-
ment, saw that the hair varied and changed
precisely as does the coat of a deer,

STOLEMY WIFE, HUSBAND CRIES

TRUCK DRIVER ACCUSES H. .
MOORE, RETIRED MERCHANT.

Breaks Into Moore's House and ‘I'akes Him
by the Throat—Arrested and Released,
Goes Back Again—This Time He’s Held
for Assault-—Mistake, Says Moore.

Henry Gibson Moore, a retired merchant
living at 200 West Ninety-seventh street,
appeared in the West Side police court
vesterday afternoon to charge James
Deegan, a truck driver, of 144 Eighth ave-
nue, with assault, Moore, who is elderly
and gray-haired, drove to court in a car-
riage. He wore a frock coat and silk hat
and carried a cane. Deegan went to court
in the patrol wagon.

“He came to my house last night looking
for some woman,” Moore explained to Mag-

arraigned. I told him that I didn’t know
anything about her. He shouted a great
deal about my having taken his wife from
him, and finally broke into the house. He
seized me by the throat and pushed me
back over a table. I called for help and
my man servant got a _policeman from
the street.  They pulled this man away and
the policeman took him to the station.

“I know," said the Magistrate., “He
was arraigned here this morning and |
discharged him because no one appeared
to complain against him. What happened
to-day?"”

“This morning,” continued Moore, “I
was talking to Detective Seaman when
this man came again. He managed to
enter the house and got hold of me. Then
the detective arrested him and 1 came down
here to appear against him.”

While Moore was telling this story Dee-
gan became more and more excited. Finally
he broke in:

“Look at him,” shouted the prisoner.
“He's a millionaire and I'm only a poor
truck driver. But he's got my wife.
Haven't I a right to look for my wife,
Judge? He's got her, and she's not the
first woman——"*

He got no further, for the Magistrate
told him to tell what had happened.
“He's got my wife and 1 know it,” per-
sisted Deegan. “She has come to see me
in a carriage, with diamonds all over her
hands, She's with him and 1 went there
last night looking for her. She used to
be known as Annie Belmont.

“When 1 got to the house of this man
standing there, Henry Gibson Moore, 1
asked to see Annie Belmont and they said
they didn't know her. They wouldn't
let me in.

“I went around to the side and got in
through a window. I got hold of this here
Henry Gibson Moore and told him I wanted
to know where he'd put my wife. He sayvs
he didn't know her and didn't know no
Annie Belmont. Then the polloeman pulled
me away and locked meup.”

“But what about this morning?* asked the

Magistrate. “You were arraigned here
fnm_‘ discharged. What did you go back
or?”

“I want my wife, Judge,” replied the
prisoner. “He knows ahout her. Hasn't a
man a right to find his wifa? Ain't I got
a right to go there? 1 didn’t hurt him.
L don't mean no harm, but I want my wife.
I know that he's got her,”

“Do you know the wormnan he speaks of?"
asked the Magistrate of Moore.

“1 don't know his wife, nor do I know
any Annie Belmont,” said Moore. *There's
no woman in the house but a colored ser-
vant.”

The Magistrate held Deagan in $500
bail for trial. He was led away protesting
that he had a right to look for his wifa.
Moore hurried out of court and drove away
in his carriage. He would not talk about
the case nor could he be seen last night.
It was said that he came here from Phila-
delphia.

FINANCE i!ILL WILL BE PASSED,

SAYS M. H. KOHLSAAT AFTER A
TALK WITH THE PRESIDENT.

He Belleves the Measure Wil Not Be an
Attempt to Revise the Entire Cur-
rency  Systom,  but - Wil Probably
Conslst of Two or Three Amendments,

OysTER BAY, N. Y., Aug. 24.-H. H. Kohl-
saat of Chicago, who wak here a few days
ago talking over matters relating to cur-
rency legislation with the President, came
to Sagamore Hill again to-day for another
conferenoe on the gubject. Mr. Kohlsaat,
it is maid, has been coflecting information
from many sources for Mr. HRoosevelt
about the general feeling as to the ad-
visability of enacting financial legislation.

He said to-day, after his return from
the President’s house, that he believed
Mr. Roosevelt would suceeed in having a
financial measure introduced in the extra
session and passed without werious oppo-
sition, The measure, Mr. Kohlsaat said,
would not represent any attempt to revise
the entire carrency system, but would
probably be in the form of two or three
amendments 1o existing curreroy  laws.
The whole bill, Mr. Kohlsaat thought, would
ot be more than twenty-five or thirty
lines iong.

There was, he said, geoneral favor shown
by those who are most prominently inter-
ested in the proposed legislation toward
the proposition to open the customs receip's
for deposit in national banks, and also
toward the repeal of the redemption clause
in the National B qnluntg act, which limits
the amount of national bank notes which
may be withdrawn from circulation in
a month to $3,000,000.  Thero is, Mr. Kohl-
sgal said, too great a divergence in the
views of the country at large on financial
legislation to permit of anything more
than the passage of a brief remedial meas-
ures at present,

Mr. hohlsaat was asked about the reports
which have been current  recently that
he might soon succead Postmaster-Gen-
arnl Payne ag n Cabinet officer,

“There is nothing in the report,” he said.
“There will be no (-hunfu in the Cabinet
as it stands now, if Mr. Reosevelr can help
it, until the close of his present Adminis-
tration.  And anywav,” he added, "1 do
not desire public office for myself and
Mr. Roosevelt has had no place within his
gift that 1 could accept.”
