$400 in flnes under sections 4514 and 4515
of the customs laws, These sections pro-
vide for fines of $200 each from the owner
and the captain who ships an unwilling
man who has not signed articles. It was
finally determined to refer the whole matter
to Washington. When a reply had been
received Mr. Stranahan made this an-
nouncement :

“Wa have decided that the captain of the
Maréchal de Gontaut did no intentional
wrong in taking this boy on his ship. He
will not be held liable for any pvnn{tien in
view of the agreement to the shipping of
the boy, made by the father, Christopher
Thompson of 260 Front street, Brooklyn.
We have directed a revenue cutter to pro-
ceed to Sandy Hook, tuke off the ofticer
left there by the Gresham this morning
and inform the captain that he is at liberty
to proceed on his voyage,

“As the Thompson boy had not signed
articles to go on the voyage and did not
want to go, there was nothing to do but to
take him off the hark. He is now at liberty
to go where he will.  There will be no court
proceadings in the case at all. However,
we will make a full investigation of the
methods used in indueing the boy to go on
the voyvage on (he preterc», as he claims,
that the vessel was a coaster and was goin
on a short trip. If there is any way 15
holding eriminally linble the persons who
shipped this boy it will be done.”

Mr. von Briesen was very indignant when
he heard that the Maréchal de Gontant had
been released. He declared that the bark
should have been brought back and the
captain punished for taking a boy to sea
who had not gigned articles,

“Fither the boy was illegally taken on the
bark,” he said, *or he was not. Collector
Stranahan cannot take the boy from the
bark and then free the bark, without work-
ing injustice somewhere, It is too late, now
that the bark has been freed, to do any-
thing, but I can assure you that we will get
after the men who shipped this boy and see
if they cannot he punis'hwl,"

Mr. Abbott said that, leaving aside the
question of whether any wrong was done
by the captain of the bark in the first place
by taking the boy, it was a clear case of
| shanghaiing when French sailors left the

As goon AR
he got on her, he savs, he realized that she
was a deep water hoat.  He made inquiries
and fu\m(ll he had shipped for Yokohama.
Then it was that he tried to escape, The
bov made no charge of ill treatment, save
that he was locked up until the bark got
past sSandy Honk

Christopher Thompson, the boy's father,
said vesterday, that the hoyv knew | e was
tgoing to the Orient. He said he had had
trouble with him before. The boy was
always ready to go anywhere until starting
time came, when he usually wanted to back
out. At no time, said the father, was he
| deceived as to the destination of the bark.
| William J. Teonard, incharge of the foreign

| said vesterday that the boy had deliberately
! lied when he sald he was deceived as to
| where the hark was going.

MINISTER NAMED AS GRAFTER.

ACOCUSER DIED WHILE CHARGE
WAS BEING INVESTIGATED.

Sigmund Jacobi, a Lottery Tioket Seller,
Sald He Pald Clergyman for Acting
the Go-Between for Pollce, to Whom
He Gave 850 a Month—Kept Aocounts.

A queer tale of graft, involving a seller
of lottery tickets, a clergyman, a politician
and many police officers, has just cropped
out in Brooklyn, where it has been under
investigation for some time by Deputy
Police Commissioner Ebstein and District
Attorney Clarke. The death of the seller
of lottery tickets at a time when he had
about made up his mind to give evidence
against the men who, he said, had been
bleeding him for years brought all offi-
clal action in the matter to an end, and there
I8 now no chance of anything ever coming
of the charges, although the authorities
have the names of the accured men and
an account book belonging . to the dead
seller of lottery tickets, which contains
records of very large and mysterious pay-
ments by the dead man. Opposite to some
of them are the names of the clergyman
and the politician.

Sigmund Jacobi, of 18 Beaver street,
Brooklyn, an old German, was arrested
some weeks ago by Capt. Condon of the
Hamburg avenue police station, charged
with being a dealer in lottery tickets. Ja-
cobl never made any attempt to deny the
charge. He had been a dealer in tickets
on the Havana and Hamburg lotteries for
years and had a lot of customers among
the Williamsburg Germans. Winning tick-
ets sold by Jacobi were always promptly
paid and he was reputed to be wealthy.

After Jacobi's arrest he made a state-
ment in which he said that he had paid tle
olice for protection and was eutitled to it,
I'his story was repeated to Iuspector Bald-
win, who called on Jacobi and got him to
repeat  his  statement before  witnesses,
Jacobi's tale was that he was first arrested
about a year ago and that soon afterward
a clergyman, whose name he mentioned,
called on Lim and told him that the case
against him could be settled if he would pay
a certain amount of money. In all, he said,
he paid 82,100 to Individuals whose namnes
he mentioned, and the case against him wus
dropped.

Shortly after that, he said, the clergyman
called again and told him that the easivst
way to save a repetition of this expensive
experience was to arrange for regular
monthl{ }mymnma. He agreed to pay 85
a month for protection, he sajd, and did so
for almost a yvear. Inspector Baldwin
took Jacobi befora District Attorney ('larke
to repeat his story, but Jacobi weakened
and refused to say anything. He
was hovering between a disposition to con-
fess all and a fear of the consequences of
such an action when he was taken ill and
died.

Jacobi's wife says that her husband was
hounded to his death, and that he had been
impoverished by thedemands of the grafters,
She turned over to the police a little ac-
count book which he keg»t and which con
tained, she said, only the records of the
blackmail money that wasextorted from
him. This account hook has been in the
nossession of Major Ebstein and Mr. Clarks
for some weeks, and they lLave heen
trying to figure out some way of uring the
interesting irformation that it contains.

Under a data shortly after Jacobi's first
arrest there are three entries, ng;?'rozmiug
$2.100. One is for $350, another for $1,500
and a third for $250. Entries from July,
1002, until April, 1004, show payments of

50 a month by Jacobi. Opposite some of
the entries are names, opposite others noth-
ingat all. Several entries of amounts rang-
ing from $25 to $75 are credited to “May
Wine,”

According to the police the grafters who
got Jacobi'a money used elaborate precau-
tions to protect themselves. Each monthly
g.nymant of $50 was sent toa certain saloon
v a boy, who would place it on a table
and then leave the place. After the boy
had gone the grafters would come in and
take the monay.

Major Ebstein sald yesterday that the
death of Jacobi rendered any proseou-
tion of the grafters impossible e graid,
however, that the eyes of the authorities
were on the men and that they would be
closely watched.

SCHOOIL. ATHLETES COMPETE.

INJURED FIREMEN SUFFER BE-
CAUSE OF TECHNICALITY.

Brooklym Police Headquarters Would
Not Notify St. Catharine’s Hospital
That Help Was Needed, Beoause Anibu~
lance Surgeon Had Not Registerod.

Peter Linden and Mark Jannesky, fire-
man of Engine 112, in Wythe avenue, near
North Ninth street, Williamsburg, were
severely injured early yesterday morning
at Manhattan avenue and (ireene street,
while going to a fire, by being thrown from
the engine. A call for an ambulance was
sent to police headquarters in Brooklyn.
The call should have been transmitted to
St. Catharine's Hospital, but the police
operator refused to send it because Deputy
Health Commissioner Raymond had issued
an order that no ambulance calls should be
sent to St. Catharine's Hospital until fur-
ther notice, This was because Ambulance
Surgeon Callahan, a graduate of the Long
Island College Hospital, had failed to regis-
ter in the Health Department.

Since no ambulance appeared communi-
cation was had directly with the hospital,
but the authorities there could not answer
the call uniess it came from police head-
quartera, After nearly an hour the fire-
men, who were suffering severely, were
taken back to the engine house where Dr.
William J. O'Brien of 99 Berry street treated
thern.

At the Brooklyn Health Depariment it
was sald that under the regulations am-
bulance surgeons must possess qualifica-
tions prescribed by hospital internes and
must have had six monthe' experience
either in practice or in hospital. It was
said further that no surgeon not duly ap-
pointed may be aseigned to ambulance
duty without the authorization of the
Assistant Sanitary Superintendent, and no
ambulance ia to be sent in response to a call
unless it is In charge of a duly authorized
sUrgeon.

NOTABLE DAY AT LAKE GEORGE.

The Battleneld Monument to Be Unvelled
With Appropriate Fxerclses.

LAXE GEORGE, Aug. 27.—-Sept. 8 this
year will be a notable day at Lake George
when the Lake George Battlefleld monu-
ment will be unveiled. The Society of
Colonial Wars has put forth its best efforts
to make a success of the pageant and
many men holding high places in political
and military life will be present,

An effort is being made to have Presi-
dent Rocsevelt attend and Gov., Odell
will be present to recelve the statue in be-
half of the State. Other important men
who will arrive in time for the exercises
are Major-Gen. Charles F. Roa and staff,
Gov. Bates and party of Massachusetts,
Gov. McCullough and staff of Vermont,
Gov. Chamberlain of Connecticut, accom-
vanied by a party of Btate officials, and
{'hauncﬂy M. Depew, United States Senator.

An extensive military programme has
been arranged by Gen. Roe and a number
of the Regulars and militia from the sur-
rounding States will attend. A troop of
the Second Cavalry at Fort Ethan Allen
will arrive on Sept. 7 and several com-
panies of artillery irom the National Guarda
will also attend. Three hundred members
of the Seventy-first Regiment of New
York, several companies from the crack
Brooklyn regiments, the Governor's Foot
Guard of Connecticut, the Albany Burgesa
Corps and a number of militia companies
from the nearby States have promised to
arrive in time for the unveiling.

Gen. Roe, who has charge of the militiary
manceuvres, has arranged for a sham
battle and a sunset dress parade to be held
on the 7th. On the morning of the 8th
the troops will be reviewed in front of
the Fort William Henry Hotel by the mili-
tarv and political dignitaries present.

The unveiling excerises will begin at
2 o'clock in the afternoon. Mr. Frederio
J. de Peyster, chairman of the monument
committee, will present the monument to
the society, J. William Beskman receiving
it, Senator Depew will then turn it over
to the State of New York, making the rrin*
cipal speech of tha day. Gov. Odell will re-
ceive the monument in hahalf of the State.
Other addresses will be given by Hugh
Hastings, State Historian, and the visiting
Governors.
