The French gowns and coats are of all
tvpes, from evening gowns to street gowns,
varving in price from $3,000 down to a
modest $200. Some of them are weird,
many are striking rather than beautiful,
bt a large number are really lovely, and
all should furnish a liberal nui)pl_\' of valu-
able ideas to dressmakers and buyers who
wers not lucky enough to study French
mocdes in Parisiun ateliers this season.

The American exhibit, too, is admirable
It is suppoged to include models from all
over the country, but New York makers
dominate, and certain well-known estahb-
lishments have furnished models that will
bravely bear comparison with the im-
ported garments on the opposite side of
the hall.

FAIRIES IN 4 NEW OPERA.

A Tuneful and Dalnty One Is a “Princess
of Kenslugton.”

", must have given some of the hardened
habitués of “comic opera” first nights a
severe shock last night to find themselves
once more confronted with an essay in
the field of real operetta. The title of this
essay is “A Princess of Keneington,” and
it was disclosed to a large and well-disposed
u_ndienm at the Broadway Theatre. The
libretto is the work of Basil Hood and the
music is by Fdward German., These are
names well known in the London world of
operetta.

“A Princess of Kensington” made an
agreeable impression and is likely to be
popular after it has received a thorough
overhauling.  Its materia! is good, but it
I8 not well put together Capt. Hoeod
has never shown a very firm mastery of
the technics of dramatic construction,
and  his  present book s one of lis
loosest

Ihe story mingles fairies and mortals
in a general struggle for happiness, with
Puck sometimes looking like a new version
of Jokn Wellington Wells, as the manipu-
lator of the various puppete. The plot
hinges on the efforts of the fairies to get
certain persons married in spite of the fact
that the perscus themselves do not wigsh it.

Of course two of these persons are the
tenor and the soprano, and two others are
the comedian and the comic contralto
Equally of course Puck tries to marry the
comedian to the soprano and is foiled by
the contra-bass keeper of an alehouse

The plot is tolerably silly, but it gives
many opportunities forfun. Unfortunately
all that B most clever in it is to be foun
in the first act. The second act is discon-
nected, fragmentary and slow of move-
ment. The dialogue is very uneven. It
has flashes of genuine wit and periods of
ineffable dulness, At times the author's
eftort to be Gilbertian is notable, but alas!
there has been but one Gilbert and the
shadow of old age has stolen over his
cholcest liues, his most melodious lyrics.

Mr. German's music is generally good
and at times excellent. 1t Is full of melody,
it is graceful, dainty and exceilentiy scored.
Some of the voice writing is better than
the voices, but that is not the composer’s
fault. The concerted pieces and ensembles
are especially good, and as the chorus
can sing as well as wear many costumes,
these numbers have their full value.

James T. Powers was amusing in his
familiar manrer at William Jelf, the sallor
who had two sweethearts, and Willlam
Stephens gave a dry and tlxorou«hl{ Eng—
lish performance of Puck. Walter 8.
(raven deserves a word of mention for a
capital character sketch as a policeman.
A" Kanna, the fairy f)rincsm. Dora de
Phillipe did some peculiar singing which
geamed to cause undue excitement in the
gallery. The performance in general was
smooth and the costumes and scenery
pleasing.

JANAUSCHER N A RAGE

OVER TOSSINI'S PROPOSAL TO
SELL. HMER OOSTUMKES.

She Says e Has Neo Autherfty te el
Them and Wil Vet Get It—The Aged
Actress Il In Naratoga and in Finane
olal Mralte—Owes Ner Landiord S400.

SARAT0GA, Aug 31 — Mme. Janauachek,
the once great actress, who has been ill here
for two years or more, tead in the New York
papers of this morning about the proposal
of James P. Tossini of 215 Reid aveuue,
Brooklyn, to sell her wardrobe and jewsis,

and she promptiv flew inte & rage that
would have been quite maguificent enough |

for stage purposes. After she had read
the proposition, she said:

“That man will not sell my costumes
and jowels, because he cannot. 1 would
like 10 see him do so without authority from
me. He has no such asuthority and will
not get it. 1 suppose he thinks he will get
the few dollars | owe him if he eells the
tatters of Meg Merrildes, or the nightdress
of Lady Macbeth, or the royal robes of
Marie Siuart or Marie Antoinelte, or the
throne room jewels which the Maria of
France and the Maria of Britaln wore.
But let him not worry sbout those few
dollars. He will get them in good time,
in my good time, and I will pay him quick.”

Mme. Janauschek is boarding at the
Ashtiton, one of the smalier Loarding houses
of the village, in Franklin street. She
has two of the best roowns in the house,
one of which is occupied by her maid. To
those who know the actress's financial con-
dition it may seem that & maid is rather
an expensive luxury; but the wowman is not
4 luxury, she is an absolute necessity.
Mme. Janauschek's left side is entirely
paralyzed, and she suffers, Lesides, from
what her physician, Dr. James E. ﬂelh-y,
calls a vater hernia. Were it not for the
attentions of the maid, the aged actress
would be hardly able to help herself.

Dr. Kelley told T SUN correspondent
this afternoon that the lhernia had been
reduced and the effect of the paralysie
has been so modified that the patient can
walk about her room, with dificuity. 'There
is no hope, however, of ultimate recovery
aud, in & woman of Mme. Janauschek's
age (she is about 74), & second stroke of
paralysis may come at any tire.

But it is the financial, rather than the
physical, condition of the aotress that
needs attentjon now and needs it in a hurry.
She is indebted to the proprietor of her
hotel for something over rwo, and he wants
his money. In gpeaking of his boarder this
afternoon Mr. Ashton said

“Mme. Janauschiek will bave been with
me two years in November. The last money
I received from her was last July, when she
pald me $50 on account. She now owes me
a little more than $400, and I feel that I
ought to have the money. I am very sorry
for madame, but I have not the capital
to keep her and Lier maid in two of the best
rooms [ have in the house for nothing.

“l was in New York on Saturday and
called at the office of the Actors’ Fund, in
company with the secretary of Harrison
(irey Fiske, to lay the case bLefore them
I found to mv surprise that the officers
of the Actors' Fund do not feel very kindly
disposed toward Mme. Janauschek.. It
seems that they were appealed to in her
behalf some time ago and they offered to
provide for her. She not only declined the
offer, because she regarded it as aitogether
too sma'l for her maintenance, bus sent,
#o [ was informed, what was regarded as
rather an insulting letter to the secretary
or some other officer of the fund.

“] was given to understand that the
officers of the fund were not inclined to
take up the case again until madame was
in & mood 1o glve their offer more respect ful
oonsideration, Further than that, | was
told that the fund regards it as an unneces-
sary expenditure for madame to employ a

hysician at $5 a visit, when she can get the
medical ald in Saratoga for much less.

“It was sug ed to me that when | got
tired of b g her for nothing, I turn
her over to the overseer of the poor. That
1 do not want to do, and I do not think I
oeuld bring myself to do that. However,
1 cannot keep her and her maid without
any pay, w(FI would like the madame'’s
friends to know it. Some provision will
have to be made for her by somehody
pretty soon. The $5,000 she received from
{he benefit in 1001 was exhausted long ago.

“This mau Toesini holds fortv-four
trunks belonging to madame, and all filled
with costumes and souvenirs of her stage
career. She lived in an apartment owned
by this man and left her things there when
she came to Saratoga, As long as she had
any money, she paid him $26 a month for
the flat in which her trunks were, instead
of putting them in storage. | suppose
Tossini now wants some of the money
due him.”

Madame Janauschek's oldest friend and
adviser is N. 8. Wood of 520 Halsey street,
Brooklyn, and he, it is understoed, s trving
to find some way of raising moneyv for the
aged actress.

While they were
chatting, Jacob Spell of Montgomery
oounty wiaa at the Fifth Avenue Hotel
Some months ago Gov. Odell, it is alleged,
promised Mr  Spell personally that he
would appeint him warden of Napanoch
Privon, in Ulster county, but there has
been & hitel somewhers and Mr Snall has
not yet got the job

It turns out that the present incumbent
at Napanoch Prison is Warden Berry, a
personal friend of Senator Jotham P. Allds
of Norwich, Chenango county, and Senator
Allds is sticking by Berry to the last diteh
Of course, the Republican majority In
the Senate at Albany is slender, and espe-
cially so when it is considered that Senator
Brackett, Senator Brown and Senator
Elsberg are on the warpath But then,
Senator Horace White of Syracuse is to
be back in his place in Albany nexy winter,
and then a ict of consideration is being

iven to the nomination of a Senator in
the Went chester distriot to succeed Senator
Charles P. McClelland, who has accepted
the place of United States General Appraiser
at the hands of President Noouvcnh.

Senator Platt and his friends, including
Col _Dunn and ex-Representative William
L. Ward, the Republican leader of West-
chester, have said all along that ex-Senator
Isanc N. Mills is 1o be the candidate of the
Republicans of Westchester at the special
election which Gov. Odell will soon call
to provide a successor to Senator Mce(lel-
land. The Democrats have not mentioned
their candidate, Lut considerable urging
is being done to get ex-Representative
Pugsley to iake the race against Mr.
Mills

Mr. Snell, at the Fifth Avenue Hotel, #aid
he wasn’t worrying about the job of war-
den to Napanoch prison, but other Re-
publicans, it s known, are somewhat dis-
turbed over the situation, as there is no
desire to anger Senator Allds and have
him join the “insurgents” next *winter,
even though the Republicans should elect
Mr. Mills in the Westchester district. There
was an impression last night at the Oriental
Hotel and at the Fifth Avenue Hotel that
the selection of a succegsor to Warden
Berry would be postponed until afterelec-
tion day
