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STATE COMMITTEE MEETS TO-DAY

May Take Up Littaner-Weeod Scandal—Talk
of & Canal Reselution.

The Republican State Committee is to
assemble at the Fifth Avenue Hotel at 10:30
o'clock this morning to nominate the Hon.
Denis O'Brien, Democrat, of Watertown
to another term as Associate Judge of the
Court of Appeals. The Democratic State
Committee at Albany nominated Judge
O'Brien on Saturday. It has not been
unusual, i “off vears," for the Democrats
and the Republicans to get together on a
nomination of this kind, especially wl?ou
the two parties, as represented by politi-
cians, lawyers and statesmen, unite on the
capabilities and character of such & man as

Judge O'Brien.

It was not thought last night that the
Republican State Committee will have any
further business to-day, and yet there were
suggestions to the effect that scme Repub-
licans, especially those favorable to Gov.
Odell and his administration, believed that
the committee should adopt a resolution
sustaining the Governor's advocacy of the
$101,000,000 canal amendment, to be voted
for this fall .

If utter candor is worth anything at
a time like this, it should be said that those
who suggested that the committeemight
adopt a resolution of this kind, winked
the left eye and thought it would be a good
time to make mischief. The Goveruor
has recently made some more or less pointed
speeches favoring the proposed $101,000,000
canal appropriation, but it was the opinion
of Republicans at the Fifth Avenue Hotel
last night that any proposition to introduce
aresolution on the canal subject this morn-
ing will be frowned upon.

Some Republicans said the State com-
mittee should also take up the Assembly
muddle in the Fulton and Hamilton dis-
trict. Frank Wood has been nominated by
Representative  Littauer’s friends. The
Republicans who deprecate the methods
used to nominate Mr. Wood have renomi-
nated Clarence W, Smith of Johnston
by petition. i

A scandal has been precipitated in the
district by the nomination of Mr. Wood,
and columns upon columns have been
printed in the Republican newspapers of
Gloversville and Johnstown telling how Mr.
Wood's nomination was brought about.
The followers of Assemblyman Smith have
issued a document to the voters of Fulton
and Hamilton, proclaiming that Mr. Wood
was nominated by methods which should
not be recognized by substantial and con-
sistent Republicans, and callir upon the
voters of tfm district to reélect Mr. Smith.

The Wood nomination was brought about
by Representative Littauer, who now in-
gists upon a renomination to Congress for
the Twenty-second district. It was the
opinion of Republicans Jast night that
Representative Littauer, in demanding a
renomination for Congress, and in advocat-
ing tho Wood nomination for Assembly,
is having a lot of fun with himself.

Leader Charles F. Murphy of Tammany
returned to town from Sarutogp yester-
day afternoon and told his friends that
Jataes Shevlin, who, with Senator Patrick
Henry MecCarren, represents the Demo-
cratic wishes of Mugh McLaughiin, will
be in town for good within a few days.

Mr. Murphy did not care to talk very
much about the situation l{e{)rmenta-
tivae George B MeClellan, who has been
highly spoken of by Mr. Murphy as a can-
digate tor Mayor, will be home within
a week. It was known last night, how-
ever, that Mr. Murphy heard a great deal
while in Saratoga about the availability
of Augustus Van Wyck of Brooklyn as a
possible candidate for Mayor.

It has been understood all along that
Manhattan would furnish the Democratic
candidate for Mayor, and there is no reason
vet, so it was averred last night, to change
this opinion, even though Mr. Murphy had
heard a great deal about the cupabilities
of Auguztus Van Wyck.

[t l.as been pointed out to Mr. Murphy
that Mr. Van Wyck, when lie resigned as a
Suprenme Court Justice in 1898 to take the
nomination for Governor, made a gacrifice
to his party which calls for some recom-
pense should Mr. Van Wyck desire such
recompense.,

In that fight Mr, Van Wyck was beaten by
Theotora Roosevelt hy 17,000 votes and re-
turred to his law practice,  Mr, Murphy
henrel mlro about the popularity of Mr, Van
Wik in Breokiyn, special mention being
made of Mr. Van Wyek's vote there, when
he carried Kings county over Roosevelt by
18,482 plurality.

It was peinted cut to Mr, Murphy, more-
over,that inthe Gubernatorial fight between
Stanchfield and Odell in 1000 Stanchfield
only beat Qdell in Kings county by 2,355
plirality. It was also_ recalled that in
1902 Ccler beat Odell in Kings by 20,514,

Mr. Murphy heard other things about
Avgustus Van Wyck—how he voted at
Kansas City in 1900 as New York's member
of the (‘ommittes on Resolutions against
Mr. Bryan's demand for a specific declara-
tion in favor of free silver, and how Mr.
Van Wyck engineered the fight, with other
Democrats, so that Mr. Bryan only won in
the Committee on Resolutions by a vote of
26 to 24, the deciding vote heing cast by
Prince David of Hawaii, a Territory which
had no vote in the electoral college,

It is well known that Mr. Murphy is most
partial to the nomination of George B,
Mc(lellan for Mayor, but it is believed
that he is also aware of the opposition to
Mr. McClellan, and that a good many
Brooklvn Democrats of influence believe
that the best way out of the muddle is to
nominate Augustus Van Wyck., At least,
that is the latest current suggestion, and it
is printed for what it is worth.

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EIGHT BODIES FLOAT ASHORE.

PROBABLY FROM SOME VESSEL
WRECKED IN THE SOUND.

Men Out Salling Find a Fleoating Spar
Attached te a Sunken Wreck—Sloop
Captain Thinks a Big Schooner Has
Been Wrecked Near Wading River, L. 1.

Porr Jerrerson, L. 1., Sept. 7 —The
bodies of eight meu, apparently those of
sailors from some boat lost in the Sound,
have floated ashore on the Long Island
coast between this place and Wading River,
since Saturday. Two of the bodies are
those of negroes. The first one was re-
covered on Saturday afternoon at Belle
Terre. It is that of a large and powerful
man, clad in oilskins. There was nothing
in the pockets except some buttons and
812, which had been sewed into one of the
pockets.

Three bodies have since been found at
Wardencliffe, three near Wading River
and another at Belle Terre. All of the
bodies had to be buried immediately after
being viewed by Justice Hawkins.

It was at first supposed that they came
from the schooners wrecked on Aug. 25,
but it 18 now believed that they floated in
from a wreck which has not been reported.
Stony Brook reports that in the Sound,
about three miles off Crane Neck Point
there Is a sunken wreck which does not
seem to have been reported. The wreck
lies in such a position that under the
prevailing winds bodies would be likely
to float ashore from it to this section.

On Friday afternoon Edward Davis and
two other young men , while out salling,
saw a floating spar with a piece of old
sail attached to it. They tried to save
a couple of blecks on the spar and found
that it was held to the bottom by a sheet.
The spar was broken in several places, so
the young men took the tip of it, some
of the sail, hoops and some of the blocks
and brought them ashore. They graw
that the rest of the spar with the sail
was left fast to the wreck. 2

Later in the day Capt. Hawkins, of the
sloop Santa Maria, came upon the floating
spar and sail. He says that, judging from
all he could see, the vessel was probably

a three-masted schooner of from 730 to
900 tons. Bhe lies in about 75 feet of water,
There i8 no mark on any of the things afloat
to indicate the name of the vessel, and noth-
ing has drifted ashore so far as known that
indicates a wreck at that point.

JUMPS IN FRONT OF A TRAIN.

Prisoncr, Just Out of Bellevue, kills Him-
self—Friends Blame the Hospital.

The friends of Charles Bruning, a bar-
tender, who was ground to death by an
elevated railroad train at Fifty-ninth
street and Third avenue yesterday, said
last night that they were going to demand
an investigation as to why he was
allowed to leave Bellevue Hospital, when,
as they say, he was in such a state that it
was unsafe to allow himn outside that in-
gtitution,

According to Brurning's friends, he went
to his home, at 743 Eist 148t% street, on the
night of Aug. 30, Liceding from the enrs,
and told his wife that he had been sand-
bagged. ile soon complained of very
severe pains in his Lead and said that it |
was “hard to think.”

Last Thursday he stabbed himsell with
an fcepick. The wound Le made was not
of much account, but he was taken to Bello-
vue, a prisoner, on the charge of attempted
suicide. Ifis friends went to the hospital
end tried to convince the doctors that
the blow which he lad received on the
head had affected lis brain, and they asked
the doctors to make an X-ray examination.
It does not appear that this was done.
Thev eaid also that it would be unsafe
for him to be taken away from the hospital.

The hospital authorities notified the
Alexander avenue police yesterday morn-
ing that he was well enough to appear
in  court. Policeman Brady, who had |
arrested Bruning 'Thursday, took him to
the elevated station at Third avenue and
Twentv-third street .

At Fifty-ninth street he rushed out of
the train, followed by Brady., Bruning
was a mon of unusual gize and strength,
and Brady Lad extreme diffienlty in quiet-
ing him. Just as the next northbound
traln came along the prisoner made a sud-
den rusgh for the track. The policeman
was dragged along, but grasped one of
the Yillam that support the platform roof
barely in time to save himself. Bruning
threw himself on the track and was run |
over before the motorman could check |
the train's rpeed

A part of the labor parade was passing |
through Fifty-ninth street shortly after
the accident occurred and was thrown
into confusion by the gight of Bruning's
body as it hung suspended from the ties
Trains were Llocked for half an hour. The
motorman, William Morris of 1557 Madison |
avenue, was arrested, but was later dis-
charged. The police called it a case of
suicide.

CUBA'S DEATH RATE DECREASING.

The Istand More Healthful Than st Any
Time in Its History.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 7.—The sanitary
measures introduced in Cuba during the
American military occupation have been
continued, and the island asa whole is now
more healthful than at any time in its his-
tory. Minister Squiers in a recent report
Bays:

“In the District of Havana the death rate

decre in June to 400, against 448 in the
receding thirty days an ainst 540 in
une of last year, and is the lowest figure

for the month of June ever recorded in
Havana, as far back as reliable statistics
~<can be obtained. The whole island is free
from smallpox and yellow fever. In many
of the provinces the death rate has been
abnormally low for the time of year, owing
to the improved methods of sanitation.”
