The report sliows an increase of $3,215,311
f gros= earnings, but this is offset by an
increase of 84,527,641 in operating expenses,
jeaving « (ecrease in uet as compared
with 1802 of $1,312,530. The percentage
of operating expenses was 61.65 this year,
as compared with 57.34 in 1902.  Tle state-
ment in detail will be found elsewhere.

The aecrease in net earnings is attributed
in large part to the disastrous fioods and
stortns experienced by the Southwest just
before the close of the fiscal year. In his
report President E. T. Ripley says there
fg no way of estirnating the loss of business
cansed by the interruption, but that the
actual cost of repairs was approximately
gro0 w00, nearly all of which was included
in the June expenses,

Analysis of the heavy operating expenses
wars cut President Ripley's statement.
Muintenance of way and structure should
he debited with $0,304,802, an increase of
$3.163,425 over 1802 and President Ripley
sawe that about $1,000,000 of this increase,
ar within $300,000 of the total decrease
{n net earnings, was due to repairs and re-
pewals rendered vecessary by the rain-
fall and foods.

Nu such increases are shown in other
departments of operating expenses, main-
tenance of equipment calling for an excess
of only $645,000, conducting transrnrmtlnn
g5s0,000. due in large part to increased
fuel and labor cost, and general expenses
t1ax,000.  Of the total earnings of the sys-
enq) $44,622,43R, an increase of nearly $3,000,-
00), came from freight and $13,400,000, an
lh"l"ﬂ\*’ of l\!llV $30,601, came from pas-
KenEer husiness.

President Ripley says that during the
vear the capital” expenditures totalled
£15.325,000. These were due in great part
to acquisition of equipment and the pur-
chase of bonds and stocks of other railway
companies. Among such roads were the
Randshurg Railway, for $300,000, n‘lmdmg
from Kramer to Johanresberg, Cal., a dis-
tanceof 20.66 miles; the Northern California,
the ¥el River and Eureka Railroad and that
nf the Pacific Lumber Company, forty-two
miles in all, extending from Fureka into
the redwood forests, and the California
Railway. all of which has been vested in
the San Francisco and Northwestern Rail-
way Company,

This line, President Riglev savs. will ulti-
mately be extended eouthward to San Fran-
risco Bay or to some existing road over
which connections can be made with the
main line. The California and Nevada
Railway, which has terminals in Oakland
and the nght of way through that city and
{ts neighboring town, Berkeley, has also
heen purchased.

In concluding his report President Rip-
jey says that altogether the year had been
exceptional in respect of damage by water,
but there was partial compensation in the
Improvement of agricultural conditions
caused by abnormal rainfall in certain
snctions.

GOSSIP OF WALL STREET.

A good many traders who approached
the market yesterday morning with bullish
inclinations experienced misgivings when
the opening failad to reflect any enthusiasm
whatever over the crop report. Remewed
pressure upon the Stee! ahares, the unex-
pected dissolution of the United States Realty
underwriting syndicate and an unfavorable
eritionl analysis of the crop report com-
bined to create a bearish state of sentiment
In the board room. The trading element
generally adopted a bearish attitude and
sold stocks more freely than perhaps at any
previous time during the week. It was re-
ported from the floor in the first hour that
stocks were heing sold on the crop report
for two reasons--one, that as good news
It was out and had heen discounted, and the
other, that the flgures were not as bullish
as they secmed. The bear crowd in stocks
and the hull crowd in grain agreed perfectly
on that point. The fault they found with
the report wus that the tmprovement on
which the higher percentages were based
ocourred not in the “surplus corn States,”
but in the Southern and other SBtates which
grow very little surplus corn. The strength
of corn tended also to minimize a favorable
eonstruction of the report.

in its third or final phase for the day, specu -
Iative sentiment was more cheerful, revert-
ing to its early morning state. The forenoon
declines had not brought out stocks, and
there had heen some very good buying later.
The success of the demonstration against the
short interest in the late afternoon proved
cone! Yively to traders that the technical
conditions of the market were unchanged
The vacillating character of room senti-
nient was miuch commmented upon during the
day. The same traders who sold stocks
on one view of the crop report in the fore-
noon coverad them on another view of it in
the afternoon, and went long besides.

tinued. .Aside from the chance of uncover-
ing stop-loss orders, operators count upon
the effact of the thing, eapecially when they
are dealing with low price records. The
difference between %0 and 79, or batween
20 and 197§ is more to the eye than 4 mere
eighth.
