The first news of the killing of Mr. Dexter
came to the Armerican News Company, of
which his father, Henry Dexter, now 30
vears old, was a founder ard for a long
time precidert. Orrando P. Dexer was
the only surviving eon. As usual in tle
summer, when his son is al Santa Clara,
Henrv Dexter has closed up his house at
42 West Fif y-fitih street, and resides rem-
porarily at the howme of Miss biaricita Ran-
f rd of 20 West Fif y-fifth street, an old-
tima friend of his late wife.

Two of the officers of the American News
(‘ompany went to Mize Sanford’s house
vesterday af ernoon as soon as the tele-
grum had reached them and broke the news
to the aged man as gently as possible. Mr,
Dexter, al hough naturally deeply shocked,
bore up with fortitude.

He gave immediate orders that his ron's

lawyer at Malone, Mr. Badger, should bo

\ requested to go to Santa Clara, take charge

of the estate and assist in the prosecution
of the murderar. He also sent word to B.
W. Williams to prepare to bring on the
body of Mr. Dexter to this city, Mr,
Williais 18 the soxton of Bt. Thomas's
Protestant Episcopal Church, of wiich
the elder Dexter is a member, and to whicl:
lis son also belonged.

Orratdo P. Dexter was named for his
maternal grand{ather, who was Orrando
Perry of Easton, Conn. Henry Dexter,
who was born at Cambriage, Mass., in 1813,
married Lucietin Marquend Perry in 1853,
The eon was born in 184. He went to

school in this city and then entered Cxford

Univarsity, from which he was graduatad
in 1898, He received tl.e degree of A. ).
from Oxford three years later. After he
kad taken the law course at Columbia
he was graduated in 1850 vith the de-
gree of LL. B.

Being admitted to the bar Mr. Dexter
practised for a while in this city. About
filtren years ago he went to live in South

Nerwalk, where he opened a law office, |
He '

hut rever had much of a practice.
had a hobby of searching records and came
to Le a familiar figure in the town clerk's
tthice and prubet: court of that city. Ile
had a great love for genealogy. He wraie
a ook on methods of searching, which is
citen consulted by theee interested.

While in Sauth Norwalk Mr. Dexter lived
in a ucapding house Nobody there took
him ior a man of wealth.

About ten years ago he bought a small
tract of land at Santa Clara In Frariklin
county. He kept adding to this until of
l.e years his property has consisted of
alout 4,000 acres. On this Mr. Dexter
built a fine resid~nce, and hespent his riun-
mers and a larze part of tho year there.
Near the house is a large lako which he
owned as part of the estate, and in this there
was good fishing. Mr. Dexter was un-
married, and save for a few friends who
visited him occasionally be lived alon® at
his uouse ir the woods.

About four years ago Mr. Dexter became |

engaged in a dizpute over titles with »
reighboring landowner, end theie waa
s0: @ j1otracted litigetion, some of whicl
was heard in the Supreme Court in this
city. Mr. Dexter firally won, it {s said.

Mr. Dexter never devotel uny of his
land (0 co umercial purjpo o8 and had few
butine:» interests.

AFTER IT WITH WARSAIP. |

‘fhe Story Sends Cousul Skinner, Fscorted
by Armed American Marines, Over-

LoNDON, Sept. 10.—The parcelling out of
the African contincnt #mong the European
Powers by establithing excluslve ephercs
of influence over arsas touching the coast,
wilh olaims to the vasi hinterlands not yet
oceupi~d, is not a matter of indiffercnce to
the Uuited States Government, if circum-
gtantial r'porte which have reached here |
are well fournd d.

Of the d sirable regions of Africa ounly
Morocco and Abyssinia are now ind~pen-
dent. France is actively aiming at a pro-
(ectorate over Morocco, while England I8
trying to get paramount influence in
Aby: tinia.

If th:se States fall into European hands
tho United Staves will see the whole conti-
nent permanently closed to its commeree
and influcnce. To obviato this it is caid
that the Amcrican Govirnment has do-
cid d to op'n negotiations with King
M n lik of Abyseinia with the object of
securing his country from the danger
of hing dominatud by any Europcan
nation.

‘I'he United States is the only Power from
whose ambition he has nothiug to fear.
His fric ndehip with that country is ali the
mory valuabl>, ac, according to prescnt
riports, it will take the form of financial
protection.

As a result of secret negotiations {t is
said that Robert P. Skinner, the American
Contul-Gencral at Mar:cilles, who is now
rcturning to hie pott from America, will |
start for Jubitil in the middle of October
upon an Aua iican warehip. He will pro-
ored thence to the Aby:sinian capital over-
land escorted by armed Ainerican marines, |
